The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:   Trustee Kliman asked to have Trash Removal added to the agenda under New Business.  Mayor Miller asked that Village Office Appraisal be added to the agenda under Old Business.  Trustee Servedio would like to add under New Business, the standing water issue in backyards on Lebanon Street and the issue of mosquitos.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.
Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of June 18, 2013:  Trustee Kliman stated that she submitted several grammatical corrections.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.  
Special Meeting of July 2, 2013: Trustee Servedio stated that she attended that meeting but was not listed as being in attendance.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.

Public Comment: Carolyn Todd is requesting that political announcements be allowed in the downtown kiosk.  The Board requested Ms. Todd’s request in writing.  Attorney Stokes stated that as long as equal access is available, he does not see an issue with it.  The Board will review the Kiosk rules.
NYS Library Construction Grant: Administrator Graham and Library Director Virgil reported that during budget talks this grant was discussed.  The Board then requested that quotes be obtained.  Administrator Graham stated power washing and repainting the old structure $38,560.00, two handicap operating doors $9,695.00, in the new wing-caulking cracks $25,575.00 (not eligible for the grant), new roof on the old wing $32,357.00, old wing flat roof $13,500.00.  This is a 75/25% grant.  $94,112.00 is eligible.  The grant is due September 5, 2013.

MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No Report

HBA: Guest Speaker was Tim Mansfield from the Alumni Office who gave an overview of the past year.
211 Waiver:  The Mayor received word that the Chief was granted his waiver for another year.

Congressman Hanna: Was recently in Hamilton for a forum meeting.

Saratoga Associates: The Mayor and Administrator Graham met with them as part of the SEQR process for the Colgate Cultural Arts Center

Good Nature Brewing: Ms. Carrie Blackmore met with Mayor Miller and Administrator Graham to discuss property at the Airpark and their appraisals.
Hamilton Coalition through Bridges:  Waiting to hear word on a grant that was applied for on our behalf.

Symphoria:  The Mayor publicly thanked the committee and the Kliman’s for all their hard work.
July 4th: Went well.  Some people have expressed interest in volunteering next year.

Leadership Training:  The Mayor has request a written summary from Otis Jennings who provided our training.

Transportation Enhancement Program Grant (TEP):  The Mayor will be working with PCD Director Shannon Mantaro to complete this grant for the 5-Way Intersection.

Boy Scout Request:  The Mayor has received a request from the Boys Scouts and the Red Cross to conduct an Emergency Drill at the Airport.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT(submitted via email)
Hamilton Police Department: The busy Fourth of July period saw a very busy police department. Extra personnel were needed to help with the traffic detail for the parade and block party. 

Hamilton Fire Department: The effort to downsize and sell Truck 193 is continuing. The fire police, like the DPW, have been involved with dealing with road closures due to recent wet conditions. We are in the processes of obtaining the Bill of Sale for Truck 193.  The Bill of Sale will be needed if a buyer is found. Vehicle titles were not issued in 1986 when the truck was purchased.  
Hamilton Court: I have been working on the JCAP grant that is due in October 2014. We will most likely seek funding for replacing the entrance door and/or security cameras for the parking lot and main seating area proper. While the replacement of the handicapped ramp would also be a good use of JCAP funds, the court administration has limited the amount to $30,000. A replacement ramp was estimated last year to exceed $40,000 for compliance with ADA regulations. Securing either of the two proposed JCAP requests would fit into the long range plans for the court building and could be used in other facilities is appropriate
Pedestrian Safety: The committee has its next scheduled meeting in August. We will bring names of community residents who are willing to serve on the committee after that meeting.  Maple-Eaton-Lebanon intersection. The two cross walk signs that are now at that intersection will be replaced shortly by the more visible lime-green crosswalk signs that match the crosswalk signs the state DOT has on Route 12B. The older yellow signs will be placed at other heavily used crosswalks in the village.  More visible reflective crosswalk street markings have been painted at this intersection and at other intersections where there is heavy pedestrian and vehicle traffic. The red temporary signs for mounting atop the crosswalk signs at the Lebanon-Maple-Eaton intersection are on order and will be in place shortly. 
The Pedestrian Safety Committee and The Partnership for Community Development continues to develop plans to install 10 two-bike “inverted “U” racks, including 5 at locations approved by the State DOT on Broad Street in the commercial district.  Two $500 donations have been received with two additional contributions anticipated. These will cover the cost for the effort so that no taxpayer dollars will be needed for fabrication of the racks and purchase of “Share the Road” signs.  A presentation to the Village Board approval is being planned for the August Village Board meeting.   Trustee Kliman questioned where the donations came from.
Campus Safety: No report.
Shared Services Committee: There was a meeting held to discuss the records effort of the Town of Hamilton. Storage of town records, including town court records is a major effort of town. It now appears that the Town of Hamilton and Village of Earlville are interested in a presentation by the Assistant County Clerk to learn more about what the county is doing and if the county is willing and interested in a shared effort with other municipal entities in the county. A meeting to discuss what might be considered is being scheduled with Clerk Roe.  The intent is to seek a NYS Archives grant due next fall that will allow each participating entity to proceed at its own pace and with its own objectives, which is the SED definition of a shared service. 

5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
Bridges Committee: The Committee is in the process of setting up a July meeting.  The agenda is to discuss the bylaws, and a plan for the "kickoff" of the grant period.  The committee will learn if grant funding is forthcoming until the end of August.

Treasurer Henderson will research if there are still funds in their account.  No action was taken.  The Mayor will contact Chair Denise Leone.

AMENDMENT TO

COMMERCIAL AVIATION HANGAR LEASE AND OPERATIONS AGREEMENT
THIS CONTRACT AMENDMENT is made and entered into as of the lsl day of June, 2013 by and between the Village of Hamilton, a municipal corporation duly organized under the laws of the State of New York with its offices located at 3 Broad Street, P.O. Box 119, Hamilton. New York 13346 (hereinafter referred to as the "Landlord" or "Village"), and Valley View Aviation, Inc., a New York business corporation with offices located at 6610 Airport Road, Hamilton, New York 13346 (hereinafter referred to as the "Tenant").

WHEREAS, Tenant and the Village entered into a Commercial Aviation Hangar Lease and Operations Agreement dated as of November 9, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as the "Agreement"), and

WHEREAS, Tenant and the Village desire to set forth certain additional agreed upon provisions with respect to the Agreement as hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. A new paragraph "G" is added at the end of ARTICLE XIII, AIRPORT OPERATIONS SERVICES BY TENANT, to read as follows:

G.      In consideration of the services to be provided by Tenant pursuant to this ARTICLE XIII, effective June 1, 2013 Landlord agrees to pay to Tenant a monthly operation fee in the amount of Four Hundred and Sixteen Dollars and Sixty-Seven Cents ($416.67) per month. These payments shall be deemed earned by Tenant as of the last day of the month during the remainder of the lease term, beginning on June 30th 2013. Payment of each monthly operation fee shall be made by the Village to Tenant following approval of the payment by the Board of Trustees at its regularly scheduled monthly board meeting immediately following the month for which the fee has been earned.

2. The terms and provisions of this Amendment shall constitute a part of the Agreement and shall be binding between the parties to the same extent as if set forth in the Agreement. In the event any of the terms and/or provisions of this Amendment conflict with any of the terms and/or provisions of the Agreement, the terms and provisions of this Amendment shall control.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement, dated and effective July 29, 2013, is between Colgate University, an educational institution located at 13 Oak Drive, Hamilton, New York ("the University"), and the Village of Hamilton, a municipal corporation with an office for business at 3 Broad Street, Hamilton New York ("the Village") (collectively, "the Parties").

WHEREAS, the University requested the Village to investigate creating_a municipal gas utility to serve the University and surrounding community; and

WHEREAS, the University and Village have entered a dialogue regarding the potential creation of a municipal gas utility; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to that dialogue, the Village has agreed to retain consultants and undertake analyses regarding the tasks and costs necessary to construct and operate a natural gas delivery system ("the System") which would receive gas supply via an interstate pipeline connection and deliver the same to various commercial and residential users within the Village franchise (the Project"); and

WHEREAS, the Village enacted Local Law 1202-2 ("the Law") in 2012 under authority granted by the NYS General Municipal Law to create a municipal gas utility to own and operate the System for the express purposes of providing potential customers with significant cost savings over existing fuels, economic development and the public health and welfare; and

WHEREAS, the Law specifically estimates the cost of constructing the System at $2.5 million, with a "maximum cost" of $6 million, to be financed by bonds, bond anticipation notes, customer contributions "and such other grants and other financial assistance as may be convenient and available"; and

WHEREAS, the Law directs the Hamilton Municipal Utility Commission to conduct "analyses, studies, surveys and [take] all other steps to investigate the feasibility of providing natural gas service and to identify the routes, facilities, practices, rules and policies that will be most appropriate..."; and

WHEREAS, the University desires to encourage the investigation and potential construction and operation of the System for the purposes set forth in the Law by making certain commitments to the Village with respect to the financial integrity of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Parties are aware that the Project is not feasible without the University making such commitments; and

WHEREAS, the Parties intend that subject to the conclusion that the Project shall result in cost savings to the University over its current energy costs, this Agreement will be

supplemented by a Customer Service Agreement pursuant to which the University will be the "core" and "anchor" customer of the System.

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

I.      The Village shall:

a. Identify a preferred and alternate routes from pipeline interconnection to end users, and develop cost estimates of acquiring all necessary property rights for System construction by either purchase (land for the "city gate"); permit (use of public rights-of-way) or easement (through private property);

b. Prepare cost estimates for the acquisition of all franchise rights, permits and other regulatory authorizations necessary for the siting, construction and operation of the System, including authorization from the NYS PSC under Public Service Law § 68;

c. Prepare cost estimates for the interconnection of the System with an interstate pipeline and the purchase of commodity supply and transportation service, or other arrangements satisfactory to the University, sufficient to meet the University's anticipated demand;

d. Prepare ail necessary proposed System engineering drawings, specifications and plans, and provide appropriate "as built" drawings;

e. Seek bids from selected contractors for the construction of the System which are to include the costs of materials, excavation, boring, assembly, testing and reclamation, and timetables for construction, testing and operation;

f. Undertake all other activities, which in the Village's judgment are necessary and proper to obtain and analyze data sufficient to prepare for execution a customer service agreement by which System customers shall receive and pay for natural gas service in accordance with terms and conditions satisfactory to the New York State Public Service Commission, including:

i. Obtain  all  necessary  franchises,   approvals,  permits and permissions;

ii. Develop all required load projections;

iii. Engage in discussions with pipelines, commodity sellers and supply managers to determine the capacity and supply arrangements necessary to enable the Village gas utility to provide service;

iv. Retain the services of consultants whose expertise is necessary to the completion of the tasks set forth herein;

v. Conduct a public education and outreach campaign, and acquire information from potential customers, and obtain commitments from potential customers;

vi. Determine all necessary property rights, and the costs thereof;

vii. Award such contracts as are necessary to develop and analyze the necessary data;

                          viii. Determine all materials and equipment needed to construct and

operate the System, and the costs thereof; and ix. Take all steps necessary to prepare to properly operate the gas utility, including modifying and creating IT. Systems, and hiring and training personnel.

g. Seek Project financing sufficient to complete all engineering, permitting, legal, construction and reclamation costs;

h. Seek binding commitments for participation from other potential Project beneficiaries and other sources of funding, including, but not limited to:

i. Madison County, New York State (including NYSERDA) and the federal government, for all available grants and development incentives; and

ii. the Hospital, School District and other potential commercial gas customers, through agreements which commit them to seek funding sources for operational readiness;

i.
Provide bi-monthly informational briefings whereby all drawings, reports,
estimates, and discussions with consultants, contractors, agencies and
other interested parties (collectively, "Information") are shared, reviewed
and examined by the Parties;

j. Prepare by the first of each month, for review and approval by the University, a budget in the same general format as the one provided to the University by the Village's consultants, labeled Construction Cost Estimates, and dated June 7, 2013, of all estimated expenditures for that month. The budget will be assumed approved unless the University contacts counsel to the Village via e-mail, copy to the Village Administrator, and by telephone call to both, specifically objecting to a provision in the budget within five (5) business days of its receipt; and

k. Negotiate in good faith the elements of a twenty-year customer service agreement between the Parties which shall include, as Information is developed, estimated initial rates for service and the credits and other adjustments to such rates occasioned by changing customer base and other contingencies. The initial rates shall be designed to collect the revenue requirement pro rata from each customer on the System, with a methodology for modifying rates as new customers are added.

II.     The University shall:

a. Provide timely review and input with respect to all information;

b. Cooperate with the Village in pursuing any and all of the tasks set forth above for which University personnel are qualified;

c. Negotiate in good faith the elements of a twenty-year customer service agreement between the Parties which shall include, as Information is developed, estimated rates for service and the credits and other adjustments to such rates occasioned by changing customer base and other contingencies. The initial rates shall be designed to collect the

revenue requirement pro rata from each customer on the System, with a methodology for modifying rates as new customers are added; and d. Cooperate with the Village in investigating a gas usage and purchasing strategy that will help make the system economically feasible, reduce risk and minimize total system costs.

Funding:

a. In the event the Parties are unable to negotiate a customer service agreement acceptable to each of them, or if the University cancels the Project for its convenience, the University shall reimburse the Village for seventy-five percent (75%) of the costs associated with the tasks set forth in Section I above, and all other appropriately incurred costs, to the degree such costs: 1) have not already been reimbursed by the University; and 2) have been documented in a reliable format, and supported by receipts, invoices or other generally accepted indications of incurrence; and

b. In the event the Village's efforts under Section l.f do not provide sufficient financial support to cover the balance of the costs incurred pursuant to Section I above, the University shall reimburse the Village for such costs, subject to the conditions set forth in Section lll.a above.

Indemnity:

a. The Village hereby agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the University from and against any and all costs, expenses, penalties; fees (including attorney's fees), suits, claims, damages and any other liability associated with or arising from, directly or indirectly, the performance of its tasks under Section I hereunder, regardless of legal theory, claimant or standard of care, except as otherwise required by law; and

b. The University hereby agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Village from and against any and all costs, expenses, penalties; fees (including attorney's fees), suits, claims, damages and any other liability associated with or arising from, directly or indirectly, the performance of its tasks under Section If hereunder, regardless of legal theory, claimant or standard of care, except as otherwise required by law.

Construction:

a. Upon the successful negotiation and execution of a customer service agreement between the Village and the University, the Village shall proceed to enter into agreements with all third-parties necessary to bring the Project to completion; and

b. All Project costs property incurred hereunder shall be recovered by the Village through the rates set forth in the customer service agreement.

VI. Miscellaneous:

a. This Agreement may not be changed in any manner unless changed by a written instrument signed by both parties. Recognizing that the dynamic process of project management, particularly with respect to a venture as unique as the Project, may require the parties to supplement and/or modify their respective tasks hereunder, the parties agree that their consent to such proposed changes shall not be unreasonably denied;

b. Each provision of this Agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law. If any provision or its application to any person or circumstance shall to any extent be invalid or unenforceable, then the reminder of this Agreement and the application of such provision to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected;

c. This Agreement shall be governed by New York State law;

d. Headings are used for convenience and shall not be considered when construing this Agreement;

e. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which is deemed an original, and all of which constitute one and the same document; and

f. The person executing this Agreement on each party's behalf warrants that they are authorized to so act.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Kliman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.   The meeting adjourned at 10:30p.m.
