Regular Meeting of July 22, 2010

APPROVED MINUTES

PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Morgan Larson, Ben Barrett, Ben Eberhardt; CEO Paul McGinnis

PUBLIC PRESENT: None

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Member Larson requested the addition under new business of the Hamilton Food Cupboard.  Member Larson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of May 27, 2010- A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the minutes of the May 27, 2010, meeting as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.

New Business

Review of the 2010/2011 Group Residence Approvals

CEO McGinnis distributed a complaint report for group residences generated by Chief Mlasgar.  CEO McGinnis reported there are two new group residences, 16 College St. and 11 College St.  The Oliveri’s Building is not renting to students this coming school year.  Member Fuller questioned why 16 & 26 Broad Street are not on the list.  CEO McGinnis stated those residences are housing less than 3 per apartment.  The PB discussed a viewing of residences on Lebanon Street for June 2011.  Chairman McVaugh stated a letter should be sent to residence landlords that have 2 or more complaints.  The PB will contact Chief Mlasgar to determine if the landlord is notified by Police Department of complaints.  The PB would like a more detailed breakdown of information by Chief Mlasgar for August’s meeting.

Discussion of Proposed Alterations to the 5-Way Intersection

The DOT has presented three proposals to the BOT.  The Village Board has determined Proposals #1 & #3 to be too limiting.  The BOT requested the PB explore Proposal #2.  Member Eberhardt felt Proposal #2 would benefit economic development.  Chairman McVaugh questioned if more parking was gained.  Proposal #2 presents a more pedestrian friendly scenario.  Phased traffic lights and pedestrian crossings were discussed.  The possibility of making a prominent “S” through the Village was thought to slow traffic.  All agreed this proposal significantly impacts East Broad Street.  Chairman McVaugh would like the BOT to involve the PB more in the future.  Proposal #1 did not change RT 12B, but eliminates two of the streets,  Wylie Street traffic would increase (all agreed plan 3 and 1 were too similar), requires minimal change,  prevents emergency traffic from Lebanon to Payne Street.  There will be a meeting with the Task Force and Elan on July 29, 2010.  Chairman McVaugh would like recommendations from PB to present to the Task Force.  The PB likes the phased light idea.  The proposed Payne Street alignment is acceptable.  Expanding the Municipal Lot, only after signage and sprucing up to increase its use, was considered a good idea.  The PB felt loading docks and narrowing of Lebanon Street, and bump outs were not acceptable.

Update of Living Communities’ Presentation and Progress at Five Trees

Chairman McVaugh reported on a meeting with Pat Tobin, at Mr. Tobin’s request.  Mr. Tobin is pursuing elaborate marketing, without permission, and he was not specific when questioned, he will need to dissolve the current planned district.  Chairman McVaugh stated the PB will need to be firm in its decisions.

Hamilton Food Cupboard

Chairman McVaugh met with Mary Ellen Shen.  Supervisor Kuiper would like to operate the Food Cupboard at the old gas station on RT 12B.  That property is not zoned for that use. Use #23 is not allowed in a B2 Zone.

Trustee Margaret Miller is now the BOT liaison to the PB.

A motion was made to officially thank Trustee Albrecht by Member Eberhardt.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.

Member Eberhardt was reappointed for another 5 year term.

Having a training session in August was discussed.
Next meeting is scheduled for August 26, 2010
There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
