The Mayor called the meeting to order at 10:35am.
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to enter into an executive session at 10:36am to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to exit the executive session at 10:44am.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to hire Don Forth as the new Codes Enforcement Officer at $21.63 with the following benefits: Health insurance, 75% paid by Village/25% paid by employee, retirement, deferred compensation, vacation-48hours after 6 months with an additional 40hours after 12 months, 4 personal days after 1 year, 6.67 sick days per month, and a 6 month probationary period.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cater and unanimously carried.
Parry’s Expansion: Mayor Miller reported that Parry’s Hardware is considering an expansion at their location on Utica Street, on the southside.  This area is in a planned district.
