APPROVED MINUTES

Acting Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:07pm
Approval of Agenda: Approved as presented.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of June 25, 2015, Minutes:  Changes:

1. CAC-add after “application” - The Planning Board is in the process of reviewing a submitted site plan application, presented by Colgate University, for the new Center of Art & Culture, so called CAC, at 18 Utica Street, which is not yet complete.
2. Last paragraph CAC-5th sentence-add “(1)” after D, delete F&G incomplete
3. Delete Ben Eberhardt from Present
A motion was made by Acting Chair Fuller to approve the minutes from the June 25, 2015, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

New Business
CAC Center for Arts-Submittal and review of site plan application: 
Julie Dudrick stated for the record that she is an employee of Colgate University, her job description does not include any direct responsibility for, or involvement in the proposed CAC building.
Ben Eberhardt stated for the record that he operates a restaurant immediately adjacent to the property and have a signed lease with Colgate University to operate the Colgate Inn.
Acting Chair Fuller stated that on this project tonight, the Planning Board will continue to review and move forward with the submitted site plan and subdivision applications for the CAC, ultimately working towards any further revisions that are necessary for these applications. When all revised documents submitted are finalized and approved by the Planning Board, the Village engineer will receive the application for review as per the Colgate University request dated 7-16-15.  
Kathleen Bennett, attorney for Colgate, distributed a letter with respect to the historical impact along with a copy of the deed for 22 Utica Street.

Acting Chair Fuller stated that most of the items have been answered, but there are still some that need to be answered such as:

Signage: location, size and design.  No enter or exit parking lot signs were on the site plan.  There was a sign referenced on the front of the building, but no size indicated.  
Aggregate Choice: Three choices were submitted.  Acting Chair Fuller asked which one was chosen.  Colgate Reps stated that it was their understanding that a choice on a specific one did not need to be made.

Letter of Consent from Hamilton Initiative: Colgate has changed the lighting stragedy and will not be using the Hamilton Initiative building. Member Newman asked if the sign would be lit because the site plan does not show any.
Fence: There will not be a fence behind 3-5 Madison Street; no fence on southside of property by No.10 Tavern.  Present fencing along Stone Jug property will remain.
Triangle Piece: Was determined to be part of the public way.  An easement is needed from manhole to the lateral line
Parks & Recreation Letter: Chair Fuller stated that he thinks a second page was left out of the packet.  The second page was copied and distributed.  
Letter of Resolution: Chair Fuller stated that he thinks a second page was left out of the packet.  The second page was copied and distributed. 
Utility Easement from the Hamilton Initiative (3-5 Madison Street): Board determined this is still needed.  

Re-subdivision: Colgate Attorney Bennett stated the Museum and 22 Utica Street will be re-subdivided under Colgate University into one tax parcel
Transformer & Switchgear: Administrator Graham stated on one of the plans the transformer closest to the building is outside of the right-of-way that will need to be corrected.

Dumpsters:  currently the site plan shows the right-of-way goes right through the dumpsters.  Steve Hughes stated there will be no curbing so access will be available to the transformer. No gate on dumpsters.
Gas Main: currently in the easement

Chiller Unit: Will be located at the front of the property, behind a fence, cut sheets have been provided.  Colgate stated with the amount of insulation (sound attenuation jacket) surrounding the unit and the fence, the village code for sound will be met. The Board would like the cut sheets. Door access will be through connector on Utica Street side of building.
Lighting: recessed lighting will not be in the public way, they will be around the building, cut sheets were provided. 
Photometrics: Zero lot line cross over; site plan states parking lot lights are same as Colgate Inn which is incorrect, needs to be corrected.
Storm water: will be reviewed by an independent engineer.
22 Utica Street: no renovations, no budget; square footage is needed
Subdivision: 3-5 Madison Street, is this two separate lots?  Colgate stated it is one lot.  Colgate will clarify. Lot lines will need to be on site plan.  
Final Elevations: submitted

Parking: spaces are now 180 sq.ft., There are now 27 spaces, only need 24.
Buffer: on the north end a 6’ turf buffer is needed (snow storage area) 174.47 was referenced.
SHPO: Member Eberhardt wants the record to show that the initial letter from SHPO stated there was an adverse impact.  SHPO required Colgate to supply additional information(Letter dated May 5, 2015) by way of a report submitted to SHPO by Colgate on May 20, 2015.  SHPO response of May 28, 2015 stated that Colgate had supplied sufficient information.

*I would like to include the letters that Member Eberhardt referenced if anyone has them.
A motion was made by Acting Chair Fuller that the site plan application submitted by Colgate University is incomplete.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to send the storm water management information to the engineer for approval.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

Security Substation: CEO Forth presented drawings of the proposed security substation for the Board to review and make recommendations.  The Board asked where the building will be located.  The Board noted the handicap spaces are not to code.  
DPWBuilding: The Board reviewed the plans presented.
Old Business
Cell Tower Regulations: Tabled.
The next meeting will be August 27, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Dudrick made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
