Town Supervisor Shwartz acted as chairperson for this joint meeting and public hearing.

A motion was made by Trustee Loveless to open the public hearing on behalf of the Village at 7:05pm, seconded by Trustee Carter, and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Town Councilman Peter Darby to open the public hearing at 7:05pm, second by Town Councilman Rossi and unanimously carried.

Joe Bello, from Colgate, presented a map by Bruce Snyder, Delta Engineering, dated 5/22/2015, Project No. 2015.064.001 ‘A’.  Mr. Bello explained that two parcels, A & B, are depicted on the map, a total acreage of 6.798.  It was discovered that a mistake had been made on the metes and bounds description of the property to be annexed in the petition and the public hearing notice, resulting in the need to continue  the public hearing to allow for a republication of the public hearing notice with the corrected property description.
Grattan Johnson, Spring Street expressed his concern with the Process of Annexation, not for this particular request.

JOINT RESOLUTION #96-2015
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE

WHEREAS, a petition for the annexation to the Village of Hamilton (“Village”) of certain lands located in the Town of Hamilton (“Town”) and owned by Colgate University has been duly filed with the Town and the Village, and


WHEREAS, said lands proposed for annexation are generally described as approximately 6.768+ acres of uninhabited lands owned entirely by Colgate University adjoining the southerly boundary of the Village of Hamilton and located along the westerly side of Broad Street (Route 12B), known as tax map parcel #’s: 168.-1-21, 168.-1-18.1, 168.-1-18 and a portion of 168.1-22, as more fully described in the survey map entitled “Portion of the Lands of Colgate University, State Route 12B”, dated May 22, 2015, Project Number 2015.064.001’A’, and


WHEREAS, on July 27, 2015 at the Court House, 60 Montgomery Street in the Village of Hamilton, a joint public hearing upon said petition was held by the aforesaid Town Board of the Town of Hamilton and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY JOINTLY DETERMINED AND RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton and the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton, that for purposes of compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton are the only involved agencies in the matter of this annexation, that this annexation is an unlisted action as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, that there will be a coordinated review of this action, that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton will act as lead agency for purposes of compliance with SEQRA as it applies to this action, and that the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton hereby consents to the designation of  the Village Board of Trustees as lead agency.
