Regular Meeting of July 28, 2011

APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Ben Barrett, Morgan Larson, and Ben Eberhardt; CEO Paul McGinnis; Trustee Sam Cooper

PUBLIC PRESENT: Carrie Blackmore and Matt Whalen, Good Nature Brewing; Bill and Terry Reed; John Basher; Deb and Harvey Kliman

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m..

Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of June 23, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the June 2, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
Unfinished Business
Functional Family Unit Discussion

The Board discussed the pros and cons of changing the law as it is now.  Items discussed were lot size, parking, noise, bedroom size, annual licensing, screening, bathroom requirements, sq. ft. minimums (174.52), and special permits.  The master plan was referenced.

The Board stated the allocation of use to R2 and not the R1 is reasonable, and supports the logical development of the Village and does not demand revision.  

The Planning Board did not receive any compelling reason at this time to recommend to the Board of Trustees a change in the current law.

The Planning Board will write a summary to present to the Village Board at their September meeting.

Good Nature Brewing Spec Permit App-37 Milford Street

Chairman McVaugh stated that at last month’s meeting it was declared an unlisted action with a negative declaration.  CEO McGinnis stated the bathroom is fully accessible.  There is a hallway that connects all the tenants to the bathroom.  Mr. Whalen reported the venting will be through the roof as required.  There is no open flame.  Ms. Blackmore stated an office of approximately 56 sq. ft. will be located in the tasting room reducing the size.  This will need to be corrected on their drawing.  Chairman McVaugh asked if there was exterior lighting at the front door.  Mr. Whalen stated there is.  CEO McGinnis stated the landlord has reserved five parking spaces at the rear of the building for Good Nature Brewing use.  If a dumpster is used, it will need to be screened. 

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to accept the special permit application dated June 17, 2011, with the attached site plan, for 37 Milford Street, for light industrial use of beer brewing.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

New Business

Sacco Subdivision-Five Trees

Chairman McVaugh stated that when this planned district was created there was the designation that overall Phase I could not have the density higher than .75 acres per unit.  This lot line change does not violate the provisions of the planned district.

A motion was made to accept the lot line change pending a new plat and survey, after which, the Board authorizes Chairman McVaugh to sign.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.

Reed Subdivision-71/73 Lebanon Street

Chairman McVaugh stated the last subdivision was in 1995.  71 Lebanon Street now has a four-unit building.  The Reed’s would like to move the lot line to create two separate parcels.  The minimum requirement is 15,000 sq. ft.  Chairman McVaugh stated that normally lot lines are perpendicular to the street.  Member Fuller questioned the location of the utility lines for both lots.  The Board recommends getting a drawing/map with the proposed change of sq. ft., easement, and utilities to bring before the Planning Board.  Chairman McVaugh recommends referencing 174.43 for guidance.
Discussion

Trudy Fitness Center Retention Basin

CEO McGinnis stated the retention basin has not worked as originally designed.  He distributed plans JD-L6.1, dated May 23, 2011, revised July 8, 2011, of the redesigned drainage plan.  Member Fuller questioned what work would be done to correct this problem.  At this time Chairman McVaugh recused himself from voting.

A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the addendum to documentation of the special permit to include plans JD-L6.1, dated July 8, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

Group Residence Inspection 2011-2012 Licenses
CEO McGinnis stated all but five residences have been inspected.  This year there was a significant increase in complaints and police responses.  Chairman McVaugh referenced 174.82E involving licensing.  If owners fail to license their property, the group residence use is no longer attached to the property.  There was a discussion regarding the most effective way to handle complaints.  Code 174.76 was referenced.  No action was taken.  This will be on the August agenda.

There was a brief discussion regarding big rigs parking at Fashion Kraze for extended periods of time.

Next meeting is scheduled for August 25, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:25 p.m.
