Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the June 26, 2014, Minutes:  Changes: Tabled
New Business
Dian Zheng, 60 Utica Street, conversion to a Multi-Family Dwelling:  Dian Zheng presented a 3 page packet, page 1 labelled 60 Utica St, Main House, page2, labelled 60 Utica St., First Floor, page 3, labelled 60 Utica St., Second Floor detailing measurements of commercial section, apartments and parking lot.  The first floor will have a commercial area that will need a bathroom that is not on the site plan.  There is currently a driveway on both sides of the house.  There is a fence that runs along the northside of the property.  The rear property line has trees for screening.  This property is in the BT Zone.  A variance was granted for the lot size.  There is no fence on the southside.  Adequate illumination is needed on future plans.  A wall will be erected on the first floor dividing the livingroom.  Parking requirements have been met.   It was stated that this is Land Use #9.  A motion was made by Chairman Fuller that this is an unlisted action under SEQR, with a determination of no adverse environmental impact expected, to approve the conversion to a two family, to accept the application for 60 Utica Street for two dwelling units, falls under land use #9, that there will be a separate entrance for the downstairs unit, that parking is sufficient, that the 3 page floor plan with no markings/dates labelled 60 Utica St Main House was submitted.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
Philip Cenicola, 63 W. Kendrick Ave, Conversion to two family dwelling: Mr. Cenicola and Mr. MacKinnon presented drawings from Ryan Survey, Syracuse, NY, dated 8-30-1993, along with sketch of 1st floor and basement floor plans.  The two car garage will remain.  There will be an egress for each bedroom downstairs.  Parking requirements is one space per dwelling unit.  Lot size meets requirements.  Member Larson would like an outside walk from the driveway to the rear door with adequate lighting.  A motion was made by Member Newman that this is an unlisted action SEQR, with no adverse environmental impact expected, that the Board approves the change of use for 63 W. Kendrick Ave., from a single dwelling unit to a two family dwelling unit, that a side pathway will be installed with additional lighting, site project #63092 site plan with attached 2 page floor plan documents, granting a special permit and site plan review under Land Use #9.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Fuller and unanimously carried.  Chairman Fuller asked that the site plan be changed to reflect the addition of the sidewalk and submitted to CEO McGinnis.
DeAngelis Rusch Properties, 137 Lebanon Street, Increase Boardinghouse to Six Occupants: Survey provided by David A. Vrenburgh, Cazenovia, NY, dated May 26, 1992, along with the basement floor plan.  Driveway will remain gravel.  The plan is to make the basement bedroom into 2 13x6 foot bedrooms.  There will be a rear entrance.  Mr. Rusch will provide the Village Office with a complete survey for the record.  Garage listed on MacKinnon’s property on the survey no longer exists.  Code 174.47 was referenced.  Screening of a picket fence exists.  If the neighbors require a buffer in the future, the cost will be the responsibility of DeAngelis Rusch, owners of 137 Lebanon Street.  A motion was made by Member Larson that this is an unlisted action under SEQR, with no adverse environmental impact expected.  The Board approves the application to modify the special permit for 137 Lebanon Street to increase the current 5 occupants with a 5 bedroom layout to a 6 occupants and a 6 bedroom layout, with 6 parking spaces, screening, with a survey and floor plan to be on file.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried. 
Dave Parry, Utica Park LLC, 45 Utica Street, New Parking Lot: Presented drawings from Bruce Ward, Architect, Hamilton, NY, dated July 9, 2014, titled Parking Plan #1.  There is a building on the property now that is being rented to an artist.  Member Newman asked what the square footage of the building.  Mr. Parry stated that the tenant has two spots for parking and Mr. Steely wants to use the rest of the lot for parking for his downtown apartments.  A 6’ grass buffer strip is needed with a fence or a hedge.  This plan was sent to the County.  An updated plan will need to go to the County to scale, with the lighting, dimensions of the building and parking spaces, drainage, traffic flow, buffer strip, signage and grade elevations of the parking lot.  Member Larson stated that Mr. Parry should reference code 174.53 C & D. No action taken.
Mayor Miller announced that Trustee Servedio will be the new liaison for the Planning Board and Member Morgan Larson will become the new Chair of the Planning Board effective July 21, 2014.
CEO McGinnis reported that the information from the Fairmount has been sent to the County.  Letters to adjoining property owners will be mailed to inform them of the ZBA meeting in the 17th.
Sign Law: Tabled.
The next meeting will be July 24, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:10p.m.
