PERSONNEL:  No report.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde reported the crew is pulling wire for the new soccer field at Colgate.  MUC Joe Wyman and Line Foreman Rhyde went to Sherburne on July 3 to help after the storm.  In the middle of September, there will be work at the HMT substation that may require a three day outage.
Administrator Graham reported that Colgate wants to expand their fiber optics to Hamilton Central School.  This will mean that the franchise and pole attachment agreements will need to be modified.
Status of Delinquent Accounts:  List of accounts was higher than usual; customers are catching up from the high winter bills. There are no other concerns at this time.
Mutual Aid: Line Foreman Rhyde asked if we should bill Sherburne for the mutual aid.  The Commission agreed that this is a shared service and Clerk Scheckler will keep track of the hours.
Fairmount Properties: This developer is in the process of purchasing 11-13 Eaton Street to build an eighty bed facility.  Line Foreman Rhyde and Administrator Graham have met with the engineer to discuss the proposed project and their utility needs.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported there was a 10’ main sheer by Lally Lane, a leak on a 2” at the Hamilton Auto Clinic.  The crew is busy locating and helping with the gas project.

Administrator Graham reported that we have still not received our “official” permit from the DEC for the WWTP.  In a meeting with Colgate, Colgate expressed their concerns with the high cost of the TMDL’s.  They may have some alternatives/options that might not be so cost prohibited.   Treasurer Henderson is gathering information on EFC, low interest loans, to fund the mandated upgrades to the sewer plant.
Oren Construction: Trustee Lura reported that earlier today there was a meeting with Oren Construction, who plans on building some apartment/condos on the corner of Payne and Spring Streets.  They would like access to all village utilities.  It was explained to them that the property would need to be annexed.

Credit Cards-Treasurer Henderson reported she has researched and has found two different products.  The first is a third-party company called Satellite.biz with an approximate start-up cost of $6250.00.  The second is with our current software company, Incode, with an approximate start-up cost of $9,200.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the BOT to contract with Satellite.biz for credit card services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

Natural Gas Update: Administrator Graham reported that the city gate will be delivered next week.  Boring is 50% complete.  Contract #3 is 70% complete. Contract #2 north pipe work has begun.  Meter design for Colgate, CMH, HCS, and the Inn is complete.  Training with Ebedrola is scheduled for July 21- August 1.  We are in the Phase II of the NGA training, August 18-August 22.  Town of Madison Supervisor Roy Kirley was upset because he thought the Village had damaged part of the Airport Road that belonged to the Town; it was determined the area in question belongs to the Village.  A meeting has been scheduled for July 10 & 11 with Hess and Colgate.  MUC President Basher has drafted Consumer Notice that is required by the PSC.  TWC would like to place a cable in our ditch along Route 26 to Paino Road.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to deny the request from TWC.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  Trustee Lura asked to see the operating budget for Natural Gas.  It will be available at the next meeting.  Commissioner Holcomb asked if the answering service for emergencies is in place.  We may be contracting with Bath for that service.
