APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of July 14, 2015: Changes requested: None

ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Administrator Graham reported the electric service was removed at the French House at Colgate so that the building could be demolished.  The Randallsville Road project continues, which is the upgrading the primary.  They have started the salt shed.  Stan Welsh has started testing electric meters per the PSC rules
Status of Delinquent Accounts: No report.
Generator Bid Results: Tabled until cost estimate is prepared by Administrator Graham to show cost of changing over to gas to compare to the generator.
Barton & Loguidice:  They were asked to assess the building.  They presented plans labeled Concept Plan Full ADA Access First-Third Floor.  The total cost of their proposal is $2.7 million, not including engineering fees.  No utility evaluation was done.  No action was taken.
Old Business
Server: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to move forward to the Board of Trustees to purchase a bigger server that could handle Incode and SJS programs for $3600.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

Hydrant painting is done.  21 Madison Street tapped sprinkler system.  Started testing for nitrate with A&P Water Testing
Old Business

Well:  Administrator Graham reported that there is $50-$75 million in grants available for a new well on the Village property on Eaton Street.  Will be discussed at budget time.

Public Hearing: A public hearing will need to be scheduled to discuss the increase in sewer rates.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to set a public hearing for September 9, at 7pm, at the Village Courthouse.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Old Business
Village Tour:  Administrator Graham reported the tour went very well.
Natural Gas

New Business  

The PSC will be here to audit the GAC.  We will need to file the March paperwork before September 2015.
O & M changes for gas inspection for butt fusions are to be performed by someone other than person installing the new services.

Administrator Graham received an email from Phil Glassner, Direct Energy, inviting him to a meeting in Pittsburgh, September 22-24, 2015, to meet with other gas utilities to discuss purchasing, etc.  The Commission agreed Administrator Graham should attend.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 10%, expenses at 11%.  Water revenue is at 14%, expenses at 20%.  Sewer revenue is at 11%, expenses at 88%.  Gas revenue is at 9%, expenses at 14%.
Cell Phone:  Treasurer Henderson distributed survey information regarding cell phones and employee reimbursement.   Will be discussed again at budget time. 

Executive Session: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to enter into an executive session at 6:05pm to discuss personnel matters, seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to exit the executive session at 6:25pm, seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
The next meeting will be September 8, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
