Line Foreman Rhyde reported there was a water leak repaired at 14 Madison Street.  The Village of Hamilton was runner up in the Water Taste Madison County contest.
Susquehanna River Basin Commission was in and spoke with Administrator Graham and Bart King about the tested capacity of well #1 is 1.7 million, well #2 is 1.5 million gallons per day; we are currently at 400,000 per day.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported electric conduit is installed for the gate house.  Administrator Graham reported that Sense-It was here training our crew on meters used for gas leaks.  Emergency call training continues; new phone line added and “cheat sheet” script is being finalized.  Ross Hoham will be training the local Fire Dept. on the procedures on responding to gas leak calls.  The term agreement was sent to Bath; we are waiting for their proposal.  Tennessee Pipe is tapped.  SCADA is being built.  Upsco is two weeks behind in welding.  Energy Efficiency Program is required by the PSC; Mr. Berry, from the IEEP, will be working with us on refunds for customers.
