MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report
Bridges: No report.
HBA: No report.
July 4thy Committee: No report.
Post Storm Meeting:  On July 22, 2014 the Mayor attended a Post storm discussion hosted by the Town of Hamilton.  DPW Foreman Randy Weaver, HFD Deputy Chiefs Brian Marks and Jason Murray also attended from the Village of Hamilton.  Hubbardsville, Earlville and NYSEG were also in attendance.  Discussion included the need to expand representation at these meetings to include the County, school, Colgate, Red Cross, Village MUC, SOMAC, and others.  Discussion focused on improved communication, the need for more help to close roads, training the public about the danger of downed wires and other hazards.  Town of Hamilton Supervisor Eve Ann Shwartz said the County has created two positions for Emergency Management. 
The Mayor had an initial meeting to discuss possibilities for Start Up NY with Colgate reps: Brian Hutzley, Joanne Borfitz, Bruce Selleck, Julie Dudrick, and Town Reps: Eve Ann Swartz and Peter Darby.  They discussed ideas for locations and businesses.

47 Utica Street: Trustee Lura asked if the Village had a report on this property from the DEC on file.  Administrator Graham will have Clerk Scheckler check on this.

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: The Court processed twenty-six cases during July, most of which were traffic violations but there were two cases of petty larceny and three dealing with possession and/or selling of marihuana. 

Village Fire Dept: By June of this year the Department had three new volunteer members: Lance Bassett, Lee Cole and Sean Fadale.
Pedestrian Safety Committee: In its July meeting, the committee discussed on-going concerns which included the Hamilton/Kendrick intersection and the Lebanon/Eaton/Maple intersection.  Two new concerns focused on, firstly, West Pleasant between Maple and Lebanon and, secondly, the recent bicycle accident on Lebanon.  In light of the first concern, if a map or schedule of sidewalk replacement is available the committee requests a copy of such.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to lift the suspension of the sidewalk replacement program.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
The committee would like to know if the DOT ever conducted a safety study of the pedestrian crossing near the Trudy Fitness Center in response to then Mayor McVaugh’s letter of February 25, 2011, and, if so, what was determined in that study. 
Public Relations: Trustee Carter will work on an article for the Mid-York Weekly.
Farmers’ Market: The Great Chocolate Train Wreck Festival scheduled for Saturday, September 20th will be a three-hour long event held on the side lawn of the Village Office.  At the time of the July meeting there were already four sponsors and ten vendors.  In addition, the Mid-York Weekly is offering a reduced cost for advertisement and Chobani will be handing out free yogurt to registered attendees.  The festival is on Instagram and Facebook.
Shared Services: No report.

Bridges: Maureen Campanie, the Associate Director of Madison County Council on Alcoholism and Substance Abuse, Inc., announced that BRiDGES has recently moved its office from Canastota to an office building on Farrier Avenue in Oneida.  As the dust settles in this move, Maureen is setting the date and time for the September meeting of BRiDGES which, I presume, will be at its new location.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: New officers were elected at the August meeting.  They are: President, Susan Beattie; Vice-President, Darcie Loveless; Secretary, Adger Williams; and Sam Stradling will continue as Treasurer. The NYS Comptroller’s Office is beginning an audit of all public libraries in NYS, something that has never been done before.  They are starting with school district chartered libraries and municipal libraries; therefore, our library is likely to be audited relatively early in the process.  Director Hilary Virgil, Sam Stradling, Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson, and Susan Beattie are all planning to attend a workshop about the process, hosted by the Mid York Library System, in September.  Events held as part of the Summer Reading Program attracted 1422 participants this year.  This compares with numbers in the 900’s in the past few years. Director Virgil will be on vacation from August 18-28.  The Friends of the Library are working hard to ready books for the annual book sale, to be held the Friday and Saturday before Labor Day.

Historical Commission: No summer meetings.
Recreation Commission: This Commission has not formally met, but Director Harry Jarcho posted a thank you to all involved on NextDoorHamilton and in his post, stated that more children were registered this year than ever before.  Trustee Lura would like an end of the program/year report from Mr. Jarcho.
Parks Advisory Committee: No report
Trails Committee: No report
Friends of the Symphony: Any of you who attended Symphoria’s performance, knows what a beautiful evening it was, with beautiful music.  The committee has received many compliments on the selections played.  The business manager asked if they could return next year on July 9.  Donna Jarcho donated several baskets of her cookies, which the performers look forward to every year.  The total amount donated was $16, 315.          
Shared Services Committee: This is not exactly the Shared Services Committee, but it does involve a potential shared service.  Led by Sue Reymers, Town Clerk, a group of people, including Trustee Kliman, met to discuss a proposal called Design Connect, for which Ms. Reymers would like to apply.  The proposal is titled Conceptual Design of a Town/Village Joint Building, and the project is s student-run (Cornell) community design and planning organization.  The students partner with one of the selected communities, and address significant planning and design issues that potentially would benefit the community.  The students work with an academic advisor, but also rely on considerable input from the group or groups submitting the proposal.  Sue wrote the proposal which requests assistance in exploring all aspects of a possible joint municipal building, ideally located in the current Village Office, but with a possible addition.  Design Connect would envision how the building would be occupied by the Village and Town, including what spaces and services might be shared, and which spaces would need to be utilized by each entity alone.
Zoning Board of Appeals: The ZBA met on July 17.  New business included granting an area variance to Matt Norris on Maple Ave., to build a ground level deck.  There is no objection from neighbors, and since the lot is a sub-standard lot, there is no alternative area on the property to build a deck.  Dian Zheng, Utica Street, requested that his property be considered as a boarding house for students.  His request was for a use variance.  A boarding house is not permitted in the BT district, and the Planning Board has approved it for a two family dwelling.  Chairman Clough stated that the ZBA does not have the power to grant a use variance.   Mr. Zheng’s request was denied. The remainder of the meeting was to be an informational presentation by Fairmount Properties, but since a large crowd was in attendance, many questions were asked and comments made.  Finally, Member Trueworthy moved that a public hearing on Fairmount’s proposal be held on July 30 at 7 PM.

ZRC: This committee is meeting twice/week for the summer.  We are currently working on the sign ordinance, at the request of CEO Paul McGinnis.
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1.  Administrator Graham is unable to attend the MEUA meeting; Treasurer Henderson will attend and have voting authority.

2.  There was a water leak on Madison Street.

3.  The Dept. of Energy report is complete, with the Village's electric system being 96% efficient.

3.  The Susquehanna Basin River Commission inspected our well capacity and increased our usable capacity from 1.5 million gallons per day to 1.8 million.

4.  The Village scored low on our eligibility for Environmental Facility Corporation (EFC) funding.  We will meet with the MRB Group to figure out ways to increase it.

5.  The Electric crew has been installing electric conduit into the city gate for the gas project.

6.  Training continues for the gas crew.

7.  The steel has been ordered for the improvements to the sub-station.

8.  The MUC approved using Mark Cordero to develop a model for buying gas, similar to the one we use for purchasing electricity.

PLM Engineering

Natural Gas Project

Professional Services

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) has received a proposal from Mark Cordeiro, PLM Engineering, providing Engineering Services for SCADA Hardware Configuration and Solid State Data Recorders for remote communication with the Natural Gas City Gate and Colgate University Natural gas Meter House; and 

WHEREAS, the collection of this data will be used to model gas usage and to serve the Village of Hamilton as a tool to purchase gas at the most economical price; and

WHEREAS, the MUC recommends to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees (BOT) that they enter into the agreement with PLM Engineering to provide the services stipulated in the attached Scope of Services Agreement; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes the Mayor to execute the PLM Engineering Agreement; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the total cost for services listed on the PLM agreement as No 1. and No. 2 be a fixed fee of Seven Hundred Sixteen Dollars ($716.00); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the total cost for services listed on the PLM agreement as No 3. and No. 4 be a monthly fee of Seven Hundred Seventy Six Dollars ($776.00); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total cost for services listed on the PLM agreement as No 5. and No. 6 be a monthly fee of One Thousand One Hundred and Sixty Four Dollars ($1,164.00) equating to a total monthly fee of One Thousand Nine Hundred and Forty Dollars ($1,940.00); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Term of Service shall be for a one year period unless otherwise terminated or extended in accordance with the attached agreement.

9.  We will need to have an energy efficiency program for gas customers.  The IEEP will start a separate line for setting aside money to fund the program; initially will be done through the Village.
10.  Administrator Graham will bring the board up to date on the gas project.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1. The contractor completed the shell structure last Friday.  The DPW will complete the interior work.

2.  The DPW has been helping with the gas project as necessary, including removing the spoils from Perkins Rd.

3.  Work has begun on the sidewalk extension along Hamilton Street and University Ave.

4.   The DPW will be making some repairs to the asphalt on Lebanon Street.  Some portions of the paving work were not quality work, so the Village will complete it using funds due the contractor.

5.  The garbage packer truck continues to need repair.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report. 
PCD: 

1.  Members of the PCD met with the three PCD Partners-- Mayor Miller, Supervisor Shwartz, and President Herbst.  They discussed the direction that the PCD should be heading as well as the Partners continued support.  

The group agreed to look at the need for a new vision for the PCD's role, especially in the area of economic development.  The PCD will put together a budget that would remove the Hamilton Initiative's role from the PCD to having a full-time director funded by the PCD.

There was discussion of the funding levels from Colgate $(50,000), the Town ($10,000), and Village ($8,000) and whether the Town and Village could/should increase their funding levels to match Colgate's, especially if the PCD decides that it needs a full-time director.

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Credit card fraud in Hamilton – A lot of residents, myself included, are complaining about their credit and debit cards being compromised.  Trustee Servedio talked to Chief Gifford and he assured Trustee Servedio that this is being looked at by the FBI and Homeland Security.  Although the problem is originating from transactions at some establishments in Hamilton, the investigation is pointing to servers not located in Hamilton.
Airport/Airpark Commission:  Security substation/fence – Administrator Graham will update

·      Hillman extension status – still intends on building

·      Review of draft revised Airport/Airpark Charter – BOT will discuss, copy of charter shared with group.

·      Birnie Bus – no update

·      Marketing Committee Update – David DiNardo is a Real Estate Executive and Consultant who provided a marketing proposal to the APC.  He has drastically reduced his fees. He is a Colgate Alum.   The APC has submitted his proposal to Jim Stokes and the Village Board for review and approval.  They would also like to move forward with Mr. DiNardo coming to Hamilton to meet with the APC and the Village BOT to outline and finalize the scope. 

·      USAF Feedback – the USAF did a training exercise to determine the worthiness of the Hamilton Airport if they needed it to land or take off from.  They determined that a C-17 could use our airstrip with some minor modifications. 

·      Fly-In Breakfast was a great success.  The airport services #’s stayed about the same.  Over $9,000 was split between the Hamilton Rotary Club and Hamilton Business Alliance.

The Trustees discussed the draft charter for the Airport-Airpark Commission.  No action was taken.  Attorney Stokes will review.
Tree Committee:  No report.


Campus Safety: Getting ready for the freshman to arrive on Saturday, August 23 – classes start on August 28.
 
Deer Task Force: missed the meeting
Planning Board:    Dave Parry for Utica Park LLC, 45 Utica Street - site plan review for a new parking lot.   Approved with lighting changes – provide cut sheet showing new light pole, supply a copy of the DOT drainage document,   Fairmount properties – 11/13 Eaton Street, Application withdrawn from the ZBA and is applying for a special use permit for a boarding house with site plan approval.  Public hearing to replace the scheduled one on the 30th because the application was withdrawn. Paul Curtin, attorney from Cazenovia representing Fairmount Properties, determined original app for a boarding house didn’t require the variance application.  Boarding house permits renewed yearly 81 beds, 3 story, 86 parking spaces (3 handicap), traffic study, 17 space lease agreement with Curtis lumber for 5 years, drainage plan explained.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A MODIFICATION OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR NATURAL GAS UTILITY PROJECT

      WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has previously adopted a procurement policy for all goods and services which are not required by law to be publicly bid; and

      WHEREAS, in the effort to complete construction of the initial facilities of the Village’s natural gas public utility, it has become evident that it is not always practical to obtain multiple quotes for goods and services, some of which are specialty items, needed for the utility in an expedited time frame.

      NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, that purchases of materials and services, which are not otherwise required by law to be publicly bid, which are deemed necessary, in the judgment of the Village Administrator, for the completion of the initial construction and operation of the Village’s natural gas public utility, may be made without compliance with the procedures set forth in the Village’s Purchasing Policy upon the approval by the Village Administrator.

Handicap Spaces: the DPW is installing two handicap parking spaces per Madison County Board of Elections. 

Birnie Bus: they would like to put in a bus stop at the corner of Hamilton ST & E. Broad St.  No action can be taken until a written request is received.
Security Fence: Bid opening will be September 3, 2014
Hillman: Mr. Hillman will attend the next APC meeting to discuss his plans for his property at the Airpark.
SRBC: we had a good inspection.  We are required to test our master meter at the water plant every 5 years.

DOH Inspection: no problems
MRB Group: Discussed the TMDL’s and the EFC loan at the meeting. 

SPEDES: We received our SPEDES permit, allowing us to operate the WWTP. 

Term Agreement: this agreement is with Bath to monitor our natural gas system.  Training continues.  
SCADA is being built by Optimation.

TREASURER HENDERSON’s REPORT
Village of Hamilton Capitalization Policy

Resolution #104-2014
1. Purpose

This accounting policy establishes the minimum cost ($5,000.00) that shall be used to determine the capital assets that are to be recorded in the Village of Hamilton’s annual financial statements.

2. Capital Asset definition

A “Capital Asset” is defined as a unit of property that: (1) has an economic useful life that extends beyond 12 months and (2) was acquired or produced for a cost of $5,000.00 or more.  Capital Assets must be capitalized and depreciated for financial statement purposes.

3. Capitalization thresholds

The Village of Hamilton establishes $5,000.00 as the threshold amount for minimum capitalization.  Any items costing below this amount should be expensed in the Village of Hamilton’s financial statements.  

4. Capitalization method and procedure

All Capital Assets are recorded at historical cost as of the date acquired.  

Tangible assets costing below the aforementioned threshold amount are recorded as an expense for The Village of Hamilton’s annual financial statements.  Alternatively, assets with an economic useful life of 12 months or less are required to be expensed for financial statement purposes, regardless of the acquisition or production cost. 

5. Recordkeeping

Invoice substantiating an acquisition cost of each unit of property shall be retained for a minimum of six years.

3. Parry’s: Gwen & Evan Werner came before the Board with preliminary information on a plan to build a structure on their property, similar to the S&S Appliance building across the street from Parry’s; 4000 sq. ft., 40’x100’, the drainage & sewer is already in place, will be heated with natural gas, because of deed restrictions-no fast food will occupy the space.  Code 174.31-174.33 was given to the Werner’s to reference when submitting an application.  
4. New ZBA Member: Trustee Servedio recommended Ahmad Khazaee to fill Mark Manchester vacancy.  Mayor Miller appointed Mr. Khazaee to fill the unexpired term of Mark Manchester.
5. 4-Way Stop: The Board will ask Jason Fleming to assess the intersection.
6. APC Marketing: See Trustee Servedio’s report.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to spend $500.00 to bring Mr. DiNardo to Hamilton to outline and finalize the scope of his marketing plan and meet with the APC and BOT.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  Trustee Servedio will contact Chair Albrecht for meeting set up.  Trustee Lura wanted to know why the Commission forwarded the proposal to Attorney Stokes.  Administrator Graham stated that he had authorized it being forwarded.
7. Handicap Access: Trustee Kliman went to the HBA and PCD with her concerns about the limited handicap accessibility of many places in the Village.  The PCD will look into grants.  There is currently no handicap space on Lebanon Street.  Curbs and curb cuts were discussed. She gave an example ; the distance (up a slope) from the handicapped parking space at the Courthouse to the ramp which is in front.  The space, in her opinion, should be moved much closer to the ramp.
8. New Fire Fighter: A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the appointment of Brandi Armstrong as a new member of the Fire Department.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
9. Executive Session: A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to enter into an executive session and invite John Basher to stay, at 9:00pm to discuss personnel issues.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to exit the executive session at 9:42pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the hire of Deb Niles as parking officer, paid hourly, with a six month probation.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to hire Nancy Mitchell as a provisional Administrative Assistant at a salary of $42,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
