Town Councilman Darby acted as chairperson for this joint meeting and public hearing on a motion from Mayor McVaugh, seconded by Trustee Lura.
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to reopen the public hearing on behalf of the Village at 6:37pm, seconded by Trustee Servedio, and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Town Councilman Suzanne Collins to reopen the public hearing at 6:37pm, second by Town Councilman Rossi and unanimously carried.

Attorney Stokes stated for the record this public hearing was adjourned because it was noted at last month’s public hearing on July 27 that the boundary description on the parcel to be annexed property was incorrectly published in the legal notice.  Since that meeting a corrected legal notice was published with the entire acreage.  All other issues are the same.
Joe Bello, from Colgate, presented a map by Bruce Snyder, Delta Engineering, dated 5/22/2015, Project No. 2015.064.001 ‘A’.  Mr. Bello explained that two parcels, A & B, are depicted on the map, a total acreage of 6.798.  

Greg Reuter asked about the speed limit on Route 12B in the area of the parcel.  Mayor McVaugh stated that there is no proposal for development before the Board, so suggesting impact on traffic is premature.

Town Councilman Darby closed the public hearing at 6:40pm.
Part II of the SEQR form was completed by the Village Board of Trustees.  Mayor McVaugh and Trustee Servedio stated for the record that they are employees of Colgate University. 

RESOLUTION NO. 104-2015
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE

WHEREAS, a petition for the annexation to the Village of Hamilton of certain lands located in the Town of Hamilton  and owned by Colgate University was received by the Village on or about June 3, 2015, and


WHEREAS, an amended petition for the annexation containing a corrected legal description of the lands to be annexed was received by the Village on or about July 28, 2015, and


WHEREAS, said lands proposed for annexation are generally described as approximately 6.768+ acres of uninhabited lands owned entirely by Colgate University adjoining the southerly boundary of the Village of Hamilton and located along the westerly side of Broad Street (Route 12B), known as tax map parcel #’s: 168.-1-21, 168.-1-18.1, 168.-1-18 and a portion of 168.1-22, as more fully described in said amended petition, and


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton and the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton held a joint public hearing concerning the petition on July 27, 2015, which public hearing was continued to and re-opened, and then closed on August 20, 2015, following publication of an additional public notice referencing the corrected legal description of the lands to be annexed as described in the Amended Petition, and 


WHEREAS, by joint resolution of the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton dated July 27, 2015, it was determined that said Town Board and said Board of Trustees are the only involved agencies in the matter of this annexation, that this annexation is an unlisted action as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, that there would be a coordinated review of this action and that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton would act as lead agency for purposes of compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act as it applies to this action, and that the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton consented to the designation of  the Village Board of Trustees as lead agency.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the lands included in the proposed annexation are not located in an agricultural district, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that this action will not have any significant adverse environmental impacts, and that this resolution shall constitute a declaration of environmental non-significance to be filed with the Village of Hamilton and the Town of Hamilton.  The reasons supporting this determination are that the petitioner, Colgate University, has no specific plan of development for the acreage being proposed to be annexed.  Pursuant to the decision of the Appellate Division, Second Department in Cross Westchester Development Corp. v. Town Board of the Town of Greenburgh, 141 A.D. 2d 796 (1988), the Board may not require that an environmental impact statement be prepared in the context of an annexation proceeding based upon a speculative possibility of a future use of the property.  As noted by the New York State Comptroller in opinion number 82-287, the determination that the annexation will have no significant adverse environmental impacts is without prejudice to the ability of the Board of Trustees, the Planning Board, or any other board or agency of the Village of Hamilton to conduct a full review of, and require an environmental impact statement for, any future specific development action proposed upon the lands to be annexed.

ORDER
Annexation of Certain Lands

Located within the Town of Hamilton


WHEREAS, a Petition for the annexation to the Village of Hamilton of certain lands located in the Town of Hamilton and owned by Colgate University was received by the Village on or about June 3, 2015, and


WHEREAS, an Amended Petition for the annexation containing a corrected legal description of the lands to be annexed was received by the Village on or about July 28, 2015, and


WHEREAS, said lands proposed for annexation are generally described as being as approximately 6.768+ acres of uninhabited lands owned entirely by Colgate University adjoining the southerly boundary of the Village of Hamilton and located along the westerly side of Broad Street (Route 12B), known as tax map parcel #’s: 168.-1-21, 168.-1-18.1, 168.-1-18 and a portion of 168.1-22,  as more fully described in said amended petition and as specifically set forth is Schedule “A” attached hereto and made a part hereof, and


WHEREAS, a joint public hearing on said annexation was held by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton and the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton on July 27, 2015, which public hearing was continued to and re-opened, and then closed on August 20, 2015, following publication of an additional public notice referencing the corrected legal description of the lands to be annexed as described in the Amended Petition, and


WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees has considered and deliberated on all of the testimony received at the public hearing and otherwise, in considering the sufficiency of the petition and whether the proposed annexation is in the overall public interest.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton hereby makes the following findings:

a) That the party signing the petition is qualified therefore,

b) That the party signing such petition is the owner of a majority in assessed valuation of the lands described in the petition based on the most recent assessment roll of the Town of Hamilton,

c) That the petition substantially complies in form and content with the provisions of Article 17 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York and

d) That there are no public water or sewer services available to the subject lands in the Town of Hamilton,

e) That public water and sewer services will be available to the subject lands upon annexation to the Village of Hamilton,

f) That future development of the subject lands connected to public water and sewer services rather than in reliance upon wells and septic systems is beneficial to the environment and the public health,

g) That the Town of Hamilton has no town police force,

h) That Village police protection will be available to the subject lands upon annexation to the Village of Hamilton, 

i) That future development of the subject lands as part of the Village is anticipated to have a net beneficial effect upon the Village of Hamilton, Town of Hamilton and the Hamilton Central School District,

j) That no detrimental impact to the Town of Hamilton or the Hamilton Central School District has been identified as a consequence of this annexation,

k) That a finding has been made pursuant to the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act that the approval of this annexation will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts, and it is hereby

FURTHER RESOLVED that the proposed annexation is hereby approved as it is in the over-all public interest (1) of the territory proposed to be annexed, (2) of the local government to which the territory is proposed to be annexed, (3) of the remaining area of the local government in which such territory is situated, and (4) of any school district, fire district or other district corporation, public benefit corporation, fire protection district, fire alarm district or town or county improvement district, situated wholly or partly in the territory proposed to be annexed.

DESCRIPTION OF PARCEL OF LAND PROPOSED TO BE ANNEXED TO THE
 VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

Those parcels of land identified as Tax Map Parcel Nos. 168-01-21,168-01-18.1, 168-​01-18 and a portion of Tax Map Parcel No. 168-01-22, which is described more particularly as follows:

ALL THAT TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND SITUATE IN THE TOWN OF HAMILTON, COUNTY OF MADISON AND STATE OF NEW YORK, BOUNDED AND DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:

Beginning at a point on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B, said point standing at the intersection of the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B with the northeasterly boundary of M. Burton Marshall (Now or Formerly), as described in a Warranty Deed dated December 12, 2007 and filed in the Madison County Clerk’s Office in Liber 1427 of Deeds at Page 263; thence N47°27’04”W 424.74 feet along the northeasterly boundary of M. Burton Marshall to an iron rod standing at the northeasterly corner of M. Burton Marshall and on the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal; thence N44°09’48”E 571.95 feet along the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal to an iron rod standing on the southwesterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University (Now or Formerly); thence S50°34’00"E 368.69 feet along the southwesterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University to a point standing on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B; thence S38°38’08”W 593.14 feet along the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B to the point and place of beginning. The above described parcel containing 5.297 acres of land, more or less.


ALL THAT TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND SITUATE IN THE TOWN OF HAMILTON, COUNTY OF MADISON AND STATE OF NEW YORK, BOUNDED AND DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:


Beginning at a point on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B, said point standing at the intersection of the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B with the northeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University (Now or Formerly), as described in a Warranty Deed dated January 30, 2012 and filed in the Madison County Clerk’s Office in Instrument Number 2012-675; said point of beginning being further described as standing therein distant N38°38’08”E 593.14 feet as measured along the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B from a point standing at the intersection of the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B with the northeasterly boundary of M. Burton Marshall (Now or Formerly), as described in a Warranty Deed dated December 12, 2007 and filed in the Madison County Clerk’s Office in Liber 1427 of Deeds at Page 263; thence N50°34’00”W 368.69 feet along the northeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University to an iron rod standing on the southeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University and on the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal; thence N37°41’04”E 140.50 feet along the southeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University and the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal to a point; thence N32°29’04”E 25.00 feet continuing along the southeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University and on the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal to a point standing on the southwesterly boundary of still other lands of Colgate University (Now or Formerly); thence S52°50’00”E 375.41 feet along the southwesterly boundary of still other lands of Colgate University to a point standing on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B; thence S39°09’01”W 180.10 feet along the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B to the point and place of beginning.

Excepting and reserving, any and all portion of the above described premises lying within the bounds of the former Chenango Canal.


SUBJECT TO the rights of the public to that portion of the above described premises lying within the bounds of New York State Route 12B.
