Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:04pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of July 21, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: 
1. New Business-Handicap Parking-delete last sentence.
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the minutes from the June 23, 2016, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Site Plan Review for WG Critical Care, Wings Way: Jim Mazio and David Aiello came before Board with plans labeled Warehouse/Manufacturing WG Critical Care, Wings Way, Hamilton, NY, Bergmann Associates Architects//Engineers// Planner, Rochester, NY, C000-Cover Sheet, C080-Existing Conditions Plan, C100-Site Plan, C110-Utility Plan, C120-Grading and Erosion Control Plan, C130-Landscape Plan, C500-C503 Miscellaneous Details, LT100-Photometric Plan, revision date of 8/5/16 & 8/16/16.  CEO Forth stated for the record that WG Critical Care has not closed on this property.  The Village engineer emailed the Board & COR their suggestions that were all addressed by COR Development.  Signage and lighting were discussed.  The SEQR was completed.  A motion was made by Chairman Larson that this is an unlisted action under SEQR, with no adverse environmental impact expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the site plan and special permit dated July 15, 2016, with revision dates of August 5 & 16, 2016, by Bergmann & Associates on behalf of WG Critical Care, pending closing of the property and that exterior lighting, a pad at the door, and on-building signage be placed on the site plan.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Oliveri’s Pizzeria: Mr. Clare explained to the Board that a second cooler was added to the original unapproved site plan.  Unfortunately, the misinformation Mr. Clare received from his realtor resulted in this additional cooler being 2’ over onto his neighbor’s (Hamilton Initiative) property.  Also, his new propane tanks on a new pad are now located on Risky Business’ property.  The Board stated easements would be needed and will defer approval until the Village Attorney can be consulted.  The SEQR will be completed at the September meeting.
New Business
Dog Park: Elizabeth Douglas, Tim Mansfield, and Melissa Davies asked for the Boards advice for the possibility of using College Street Tennis Courts.  Chairman Larson stated that this site could not be developed for at least two years due to construction at the WWTP.  Member Fuller asked if there were conditions in the grant that the property stay tennis courts.   Ms. Douglas stated that the committee is continuing to gather information and has nothing to present to the Board of Trustees.
Code Official Questions:

20 Broad Street: Kathy Herold is moving her business from Lebanon Street to Broad Street.  CEO Forth reviewed the preliminary plans.  She plans on having classroom space in the back which is not permitted at this location.  Land Use 46, 53, 45 & a special permit were discussed.  CEO Forth will contact Mayor McVaugh regarding the definition of personal service.
Complaint: CEO Forth has received a complaint from one of Burt Marshall’s employees regarding the smells coming from the new bakery.  Apparently the steam vents, which are to code, are blowing smells into Marshall’s window causing the problem.  The Board determined no action was needed.
The next meeting will be September 22, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:47 p.m.
