APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Morgan Larson, Ben Barrett; CEO Paul McGinnis

PUBLIC PRESENT: Patricia and Leroy Hodge, Dunkin Donuts/Subway storage shed

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

CEO McGinnis requested the addition of the Village of Hamilton Security Substation under New Business.  Chairman McVaugh added an official welcome to Trustee Margaret Miller, the new BOT Liaison.  Member Larson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of July 22, 2010- Member Fuller requested the following change under Review of the 2010/2011 Group Residence Approvals; 5th sentence should read 3 per apartment, not 2. A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes of the July 22, 2010, meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.

New Business

Modification of the Site Plan at 34 Utica Street, add dry storage shed

The Planning Board received a special permit application, wood shed dimensions, and site plans (no date) from Dunkin Donuts/Subway.  Leroy Hodge representing Dunkin Donuts/Subway is requesting the addition to the site plan of a dry storage shed to be located behind existing dumpster area.  The shed is not on the original site plan.  Chairman McVaugh stated the issue is the rear setback, code 174.45-B, and accessory building code 174.55-C3.  Code 174.55-C3 states structure must be 5' off property line and no more than two structures on property.  The existing dumpster was determined by the Board not to be a structure because it lacks a roof.  Mr. Hodge stated the shed is a moveable structure and can be moved toward the parking lot to allow for the 5' setback requirement.  Chairman McVaugh stated that originally there was to be no change to the exterior footprint.  Chairman McVaugh stated the site plan presented is out-of-date and requested updated site plans.  According to code 174.82-A3, a new plan is needed for approval.  A new special permit is not needed, but need to change the owner listed.  Mr. Hodge will need to submit a new site plan to CEO McGinnis.  No change to parking area other than new island and handicap spots (8,9,10) which will be included on a revised site plan.  A motion was made by Member Larson that this request is a Type II SEQR.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.  A motion was made by Member Larson to revise the Special Permit for 34 Utica Street to include, new owner and storage shed and pending its relocation to include the 5' setback, Chairman McVaugh is authorized to sign the up-to-date site plan on notification from CEO McGinnis.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.

Parry’s Car Wash Sign Relocation

CEO McGinnis reported at the final inspection of the Car Wash, Mr. Parry requested moving his sign a few feet toward RT 12B because it was hidden by the Colgate Inn sign.  CEO McGinnis gave permission.  The sign was actually moved 20+ feet.  The Board referenced the approved site plan.  CEO McGinnis displayed a plan from October 16, 2009 for the Board to review.  Sign Law 133.11D was referenced in regards to the inflated bear at the Car Wash.  The sign law does not specify inflated bears or other creatures.  The Board stated this is a temporary sign and will need to down within 30 days.  CEO McGinnis stated the DOT may have regulation on signs.  The Board will contact Mr. Parry.  This matter was tabled until the September 23, 2010, meeting.
Security Substation

CEO McGinnis stated the last discussion with the Board regarding the Substation was at the May 27, 2010, meeting.  The same plans, just redated for August 2010 were presented for the Board to review.  The Board is requesting a revised site plan with pole illumination to the North end of the parking lot and down illumination on the Northwest corner.

Unfinished Business

Review of the 2010/2011 Group Residence Approvals

CEO McGinnis distributed a complaint report for group residences generated by Chief Mlasgar. Chairman McVaugh reported the Board requested more information and clarification of reports presented at the May 27, 2010, meeting on 96, 137, and 139 Lebanon Street.  The new information still seems vague.  Chairman McVaugh stated there is not enough documentation for letters to be sent to the landlords.  Member Barrett will contact Chief Mlasgar for more information.

Next meeting is scheduled for September 23, 2010
There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
