Public Comment: None
TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT 
Village Court: According to Judge Haight’s monthly report he processed twelve cases involving ten people.  General violations included possession of marihuana, criminal impersonation in the second degree, criminal contempt in the second degree, and a civil small claim case.  Traffic cases included muffler, number plate, cell phone, unlicensed operation, improper passing on the right, stop sign, and speeding, and DWI violations.  Judge Bogan’s report arrived too late to be included in this report. 
Fire Department:  The Department has been awarded a matching grant of up to $1,500.00 from the DEC for dry hydrants in areas where Village water is not accessible.  The self-contained breathing equipment covered by the FEMA grant awarded in July has come in.  Six new student firefighters have joined the force; of these, two are already fully trained and the other four will soon begin recruit training in DeRuyter.  One of the incoming students is a certified Emergency Medical Technician (EMT).  Meanwhile, three other firefighters are enrolled in the EMT class being taught at Colgate.
Police Department:  As of this fall, Chief Gifford will be serving on the Alcohol and Drug Advisory Committee at Colgate University at the invitation of President Harsin.  As part of the grant awarded to Hamilton Area Community Coalition (HACC) the Police Department will receive approximately $11,000.00 to help implement its Alcohol/Drug Policing Program.  Of the twelve incidents investigated recently by the Department, half were alcohol related.   
Campus Safety: Word from Campus Safety is that there is nothing new to report.
BRiDGES: HACC has been awarded a five-year Drug Free Community Grant.  The grant, which starts October first, requires a full-time coordinator for the coalition; the BRiDGES staff is taking steps to fill the position.  The Coalition will begin meeting again on Wednesday, September 16th.  The Mayor asked how it is possible for an outside agency can dictate how the Police Department is run.  Trustee Lura asked how the money is allocated in our budget.  The Board decided the Bridges grant must come before the Board for approval and there must be an executed contract between the Board and Bridges.

Shared Services Committee: No report
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1.  The main issue is the approval of the increase in the sewer rates, for which a public hearing was held, and the rate increase approved.

2.  The annual Health Departments water tests are being done.

3.  There are new DEC regulations regarding pre-treatment for disposal of waste from breweries.

4.  The results of the first year's gas purchases were reviewed.  The estimate was within 1% of actual usage.  

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management:
1. The crew has been preparing for Fall and Winter.

2.  There was a diesel leak from the tank, approximately 20 gallons.  Nothing reached beyond the asphalt. The DEC was notified, and the clean-up was uneventful.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported a new tank will need to be purchased that was not in this year’s budget.
3.  The DPW was approached by a local resident to see if improvements could be made to the Chenango Canal trail along Woodman Pond.  

4. The contract for building phase two of the garage has been signed and the building is ready for demolition.  A temporary trailer will be used for the office and crew breakroom.
The Mayor reported a neighbor on Montgomery Street is concerned with the glare off the new salt shed roof.  Administrator Graham and DPW Supervisor Weaver have inspected and will be planting an evergreen on the village’s property to mediate the issue.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report
PCD: 
1.  The staff and board are working on both a strategic plan for the organization and an annual work plan.  The latter will be brought to the Village Board at next month's meeting for Village input.  

2.  The PCD was approached by a local resident to see if there might be resources available to improve the Chenango Canal Trail along Woodman Pond.  The resident set up a meeting with the Director and DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver to see what might be done.  Jennifer Marotto-Lutter will be contacting the Village to discuss if and how they might want to move forward on the request.  (Randy is already aware.  Should she contact the trails committee chair, the Village administrator, or the Mayor?).  Trustee Lura stated the trails should be named.
3.  The director is working with a not-for-profit to arrange a housing workshop on October 20 and 21 for first-time home buyers.

4.  A local group has been meeting for several months on building homes in the village for middle income seniors.  Jennifer has been asked to join in these discussions.

5.  There is a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) opportunity to financially assist GNB on its construction plans at what is expected to be their new brewery site off 12B.  The application will require a municipal sponsor, which could be either the Village or the Town.  Jennifer Marotto-Lutter will be in touch with the mayor regarding the possibility. The PCD has announced that it is accepting applications for a $500 mini-grant competition.  The details are available on its web-site.
TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Airport/Airpark Commission: 
· Jennifer Marotto-Lutter, Executive Director for the PCD talked to the commission about marketing the airpark.

· The deer program was discussed - one concern about times of day for hunting in that area was addressed by there being a schedule.

· An Operator agreement was discussed 

· Commissioner Art Steneri is working on various leads for procuring a static aircraft to use as advertisement for the airport.

Zoning Review Committee: 
Zoning Board of Appeals: No report

Planning Board:   11 W. Kendrick proposal for a garage was denied because it didn't meet setback requirements.  Christina LaValley proposed having chickens in the village and Elizabeth Douglas proposed a dog park.  Both of these proposals had not yet been to the Village Board.  It was recommended that they attend the board meeting on 9/15 to gain approval to move forward.

MAYOR McVAUGH’s REPORT 
July 4th Committee: No report.
1)  The Mayor attended the two-day discussions of our first year operating the Gas Utility on September 2 & 3.  The remarkable achievements of that first year were quickly reviewed and more attention given to the opportunities afforded by seasonal contracting for gas.  We now have some data on consumption that makes strategic planning possible. Moreover, we discussed the challenges created by Colgate current purchasing practices as it works to integrate natural gas with wood chips and fuel oil in its primary boiler.

2)   The Mayor informed Colgate that a sound variance with hearing would be appropriate for fireworks displayed in the future.  Such hearings should be integrated into the BOT’s regular schedule of meetings.

3)  Regular, semi-weekly meetings of the Zoning Revision Committee are focused on addressing the October Moratorium for Boarding Houses, Multifamily dwellings, and Parking Lots.  The Committee has held meetings with Colgate administration regarding potential shifts in residential regulations.  The changes that will be proposed will be within the framework of a comprehensive revision of the land use regulations.

4)  At Colgate’s request the Mayor was joined in a discussion with Jill Harsin and Linda Devlin regarding the Center for Arts and Culture, clarifying some of the procedural concerns related to University submissions as well as to University’s understanding of operational constraints presented by the downtown site.

5)  Deer Harvesting Program.  As was presented last week, so it needs little explanation here. 

6)  The asked Randy Weaver to survey the park and identify the areas where vendors have caused damage to the grass.  We can try to address that concern in our discussions of the farmer’s market contract over the winter.

Public Hearing-Zoning-The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:06pm.  The Madison County Planning Department GML Recommendation Report was reviewed by the Board.
Bill Morgan: Earlville Conservation Club asked if this annexation will impact their property.

RESOLUTION NO. 110-2015
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON ZONING MAP PREVIOUSLY ENACTED AND ADOPTED PURSUANT TO SECTION 174-9 OF THE CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON


WHEREAS, Colgate University (“Petitioner”) petitioned this Board of Trustees and the Town Board of the Town of Hamilton for annexation of certain lands, as further described in Schedule “A” hereinafter set forth (“Premises”), and


WHEREAS, said petition for annexation has been approved by this Board of Trustees, by resolution and order adopted August 20, 2015, and



WHEREAS, section 174-12 (B) of the Code of the Village of Hamilton provides that the Board of Trustees shall determine the zoning designation of newly annexed premises, and


WHEREAS, the Planning Board has recommended that the Premises be zoned I1 Institutional District, and

WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees, acting as lead agency, has determined that the annexation of the subject Premises as an I-1 Institutional District is an unlisted action which will not have any significant adverse environmental impacts, and


WHEREAS, upon notice duly published, posted and otherwise given, this Board of Trustees held a public hearing on the proposed zoning designation of the Premises on September 15, 2015, and


WHEREAS, pursuant to a referral duly made under the provisions of General Municipal Law Sections 239-l and 239-m, the Madison County Planning Agency has determined that the matter of the proposed zoning designation of the Premises be returned to this Board of Trustees for local determination.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the adoption of this local law and the zoning of the Premises as I1 Institutional District is an unlisted action which will not have any significant adverse environmental impacts, and that this resolution shall constitute a declaration of environmental non-significance to be filed with the Village of Hamilton.  The reasons supporting this determination are that the petitioner, Colgate University, has no specific plan of development for the acreage being proposed to be annexed. The adoption of this legislation will not lead to any specific development nor does it, in itself, make any specific development of the Premises more likely. In the event of any future development proposal for the Premises, a complete environmental review of the proposal under SEQR will be conducted at that time, and it is hereby further


RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, that the findings as stated in the Local Law hereinafter set forth, be adopted, and that said Local Law, as hereinafter set forth, be approved, adopted and enacted:

A local law to Designate the Zoning District Classification of Annexed Territory Owned by Colgate University

Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton as follows:

I.

Legislative Purpose.  The purpose of this local law is to amend the Village of Hamilton Zoning Map previously enacted and adopted pursuant to Section 174-9 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton.  The effect of this amendment is to establish the zoning district classification of the Premises specifically described in the legal description attached hereto and made a part hereof as Schedule “A”, which Premises have been recently annexed to the Village of Hamilton, as an I1 Institutional District as contemplated and described in Chapter 174 of the Village Code. 

II.

Legislative Findings.  

A. The Premises are generally described as approximately 6.768+ acres of currently uninhabited lands owned entirely by Colgate University adjoining the present southerly boundary of the Village of Hamilton and located along the westerly side of Broad Street (Route 12B), known as tax map parcel #’s: 168.-1-21, 168.-1-18.1, 168.-1-18 and a portion of 168.1-22, as more fully described in the amended petition for annexation.

B. The zoning of the subject Premises as an I1 Institutional District is an appropriate zoning district designation under Article V of Chapter 174 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton.

C. The amendment of the Zoning Map contemplated herein is in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan of the Village of Hamilton.

D. The amendment of the zoning map contemplated herein will promote and protect the health, safety and general welfare of the Village of Hamilton.

III.

Amendment of Zoning Map.  Upon the effective date as stated herein, the Zoning Map of the Village of Hamilton shall be, and hereby is amended to establish the zoning classification of the Premises specifically described in the legal description attached hereto and made a part hereof as Schedule “A”, as an I1 Institutional District.

IV.

Effective Date.   

This local law and the amendment of the Zoning Map as described herein shall be effective upon the filing of this local law in the office of the Secretary of State.

V.
Construction with Regard to Other Laws.  Except as specifically stated herein, this local law shall not be construed as superseding, limiting, changing or suspending any other law, or regulation in land use or construction within the Village of Hamilton.

DESCRIPTION OF LANDS OF COLGATE UNIVERSITY

Burton Marshall to an iron rod standing at the northeasterly corner of M. Burton Marshall and on the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal; thence N44°09’48”E 571.95 feet along the nominal centerline of the former Chenango Canal to an iron rod standing on the southwesterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University (Now or Formerly); thence S50°34’00"E 368.69 feet along the southwesterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University to a point standing on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B; thence S38°38’08”W 593.14 feet along the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B to the point and place of beginning. The above described parcel containing 5.297 acres of land, more or less.

Beginning at a point on the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B, said point standing at the intersection of the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B with the northeasterly boundary of other lands of Colgate University (Now or Formerly), as described in a Warranty Deed dated January 30, 2012 and filed in the Madison County Clerk’s Office in Instrument Number 2012-675; said point of beginning being further described as standing therein distant N38°38’08”E 593.14 feet as measured along the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B from a point standing at the intersection of the nominal centerline of New York State Route 12B with the northeasterly boundary of M. Resolution No. #112-2015
Resolution Authorizing Implementation of a Deer Harvesting Program 

WHEREAS, by resolution dated July 21, 2015, this Board of Trustees expressed its support for the 2015 - 2016 Village Deer Harvest Implementation Program (“Program”) and further authorized the establishment of a Village of Hamilton Deer Harvest Implementation Committee to address the increased risks of Lyme and co-occurring diseases, deer-vehicle collisions, and ecosystem damage caused by an overpopulation of white tail deer within and around the Village of Hamilton, (“Committee”), and

WHEREAS, by resolution dated August 18, 2015, this Board of Trustees established a budget appropriation of $3,000 to fund Village expenditures in support of the Program, and 

WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees has reviewed the short environmental assessment form prepared in connection with this action and has reviewed all the criteria for determining environmental significance listed in section 617.7 of the regulations implementing the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQR”). 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees that the Village Deer Harvest Implementation Committee in 2015 and 2016 (“Program”) is an unlisted action as defined by the regulations implementing the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQR”), that this Board of Trustees and the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation are the only involved agencies under SEQR, that an uncoordinated SEQR review shall be performed, and that the approval of this action will not have any significant adverse effects upon the environment, and that this resolution shall constitute a negative declaration which is based upon the following reasons:

1. There is objective evidence that there is an overpopulation of white tail deer in and around the Village of Hamilton, and that such overpopulation, in addition to posing a threat to crops, private property and vegetation, constitutes a risk to the public in the form of increased risk of Lyme and co-occurring diseases as well as deer-vehicle collisions.

2. Prior experiences in other communities demonstrates that the most effective form of reducing the overpopulation of white tail deer is a managed harvest program pursuant to a NYS DEC permitted program.

3. The Village has been issued a Deer Damage Permit, and other Program measures will be implemented to ensure that harvest activities will pose minimal risk to the public.

4. The deer harvest Program is intended to have a beneficial environmental effect by reducing disease carrying tick populations and reducing harmful overgrazing of domestic plantings and forest plants, and no adverse environmental impacts have been identified,  and it is hereby further

RESOLVED that the Program be implemented in accordance with the following program parameters, along with such others as may be recommended by the Committee:

Village of Hamilton Deer Management Program
October 2015 – March 2016
Sept. 9, 2015
1.   The goal of the Village of Hamilton Deer Management Program is to reduce deer numbers to levels where forest regeneration and survival of browse sensitive plants within the Village of Hamilton are once again possible. In addition, we aim to reduce deer tick populations to levels where Lyme disease risks are reduced (5-8 deer per square kilometer = 13-20 per square mile according to recent studies in CT) and to minimize the incidence of car/deer collisions.

2.   The Village of Hamilton Deer Harvest Implementation Committee (Committee) has been established by the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees to coordinate this program.

3.   Areas of heavy deer population have been identified throughout the village. Harvest sites have been identified by the committee with safety and success in mind. At first, most activity will take place outside the center of the village. Sites will be evaluated continuously and added or changed when school population changes. Safety of the residents of the Village is the number one priority of the committee.

4.   Activities of the Deer harvest can occur from September 18, 2015 to September 30, 2015 and again from December 23, 2015 through the end of March 2016.  The Committee will review the program after the initial September undertakings and will update the community and plan for the winter harvest session. All landowners will be kept informed about management activities (including who are the participants on their property) in regular updates. It is anticipated that activity will take place daily with a focus on (but not limited to) early morning and evening until harvest goals are met. This DEC permitted nuisance program allows activity both day and night.

5.   A small group of proficient participants will be selected. Participants will be using compound bows or cross bows exclusively. The activities of the participants will be coordinated by the Committee.

a.    Participants must:

i.   Fill out an application

ii.   Submit to and pass a background check 
iii.   Sign a liability waiver

iv.   Agree to and sign a code of conduct
 v.   Provide own equipment as needed

vi.   Agree to all rules set forth by the village

6.   Tree stands will be placed (no screw in steps, ladder stands are preferred) at landowner approved locations. A few branches may need to be trimmed to improve shooting lanes. Seven to ten days before activities are to begin, bait (corn) may be placed about 20 yards away from tree stands to attract deer to these locations. Trail monitoring cameras may be installed to capture deer activity. If needed, locations may need to be shifted or abandoned. Each landowner will be informed about any activities on their properties, as indicated by landowner preferences.

7.   All participants are required to follow all village and state laws, and expressed landowner preferences. It is the right of each landowner to restrict the number of individuals on their property, the times or dates participants are allowed on properties, stand location, parking locations or access routes as desired by each landowner. The agreement to use properties can be terminated by landowners at any time by notifying the village clerk.

8.   Which days and stands will be used cannot be predicted in advance, as this will depend on individual time schedules, wind direction, weather and previous use of stand locations. To prevent overuse, a resting period of an area may be utilized. Baiting may continue during these resting periods, as this will allow deer to resume their usual use patterns.

9.   Participants may be in trees using camouflage and may use flashlights to locate a deer or to walk out of the woods; therefore landowners may notice a slow moving flashlight. If deer can’t be readily retrieved, approved tracking dogs may be available to help in locating the deer. In very rare circumstances tracking may occur the next morning.

10. In most instances, landowners and neighbors will not even notice activities or the harvesting of a deer because it happens quietly and fast. Occasionally tracking a deer may extend beyond property boundaries. All participants will have information about property boundaries when afield. A communication network will be established to notify landowners and neighbors if a search extends beyond the approved properties. Permission to retrieve a deer, unless we have written preauthorization, must be established. We will make every reasonable attempt to recover all animals. All harvested deer will be removed discretely from the site. Any entrails from field dressing will also be removed unless permission is granted for them to be left.

11. Participants will keep track of the arrows used as well as record all the information necessary on the NYS DEC nuisance tag. The information will be compiled by the committee to evaluate all aspects of the project in regular intervals. The number of deer harvested will determine if activities are to be continued or terminated.

 12. All harvested deer will be consumed by participants or donated. We are currently      exploring options to allow storage in the village in a refrigerated mobile unit. The donated deer would then be dropped off at an approved venison donation processor for distribution to local food banks and pantries.

13. The Hamilton Food Cupboard will coordinate the distribution of donated deer to families in need. Arrangements for charitable donations to defray the costs of processing and distribution of the donated deer will be coordinated by the Food cupboard.

14. The committee will provide regular updates to the village board, including the number of deer harvested, which will also be posted on the village website.
