Present: Mayor Margaret Miller; Trustees:  Jen Servedio, Russ Lura, Debbie Kliman, and Sam Cooper; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Attorney Jim Stokes; Village Clerk Alana Scheckler; Village Administrator Sean Graham
Public Present:  Tracie deBisschop; Bob Sullivan; Kathleen Bennett; Pat & Ray Cardillo; Joanne Borfitz, 
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:   A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of July 16, 2013:  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.  
Regular Meeting of August 20, 2013: Attorney Stokes requested a change to the Cultural Art Center section of the minutes to read that the Board of Trustees and the Planning Board are both involved agencies.  Trustee Kliman stated that she could not have made the motion to adjourn because she was not present.  Treasurer Henderson asked the Procurement Policy change be made.  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Special Meeting August 6, 2013:  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Special Meeting August 27, 2013: A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Public Hearing September 10, 2013: A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Public Comment: Tracie deBisschop stated that all the landlords that have residential off campus housing will not sign sound permits.  According to the local law the tenant or the landlord has to sign, not both.  The sound permit is only for amplified sound, not for granting parties.  Patricia Cardillo is very upset over the law and why it is permissible to exceed 80 decibels.  Ms. deBisschop stated that a variance should not be allowed in a residential district.  Trustee Cooper stated that changes need to be made to the local law such as acceptable decibel levels, change the application form, the vulgarity, and make it a requirement that neighbors and landlord be notified.  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to amend the prior approval of a sound variance for 12-14 Maple Ave to specify a maximum decibel level of 82.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Kathleen Bennett, representing Colgate’s Cultural Arts Center, came before the Board seeking an amendment to the current zoning law to allow museums and art galleries in the B1 district and would like to set a date for a public hearing.  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to schedule a public hearing for October 17, 2013, at 7:00pm, at Hamilton Central School Auditorium.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Robert Sullivan, representing Burt Marshall, is asking for an easement for the Village owned property on W. Kendrick Ave.  Attorney Stokes agreed to have Attorney Sullivan draft an agreement as quick claim, non-exclusive.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to authorize the Mayor to execute the easement agreement contingent on Attorney Stokes’ approval of the agreement. The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.

Earlville Opera House: The Mayor officially thanked the Earlville Opera House for the Summer Concert Series.

Cruise In: The Mayor officially thanked the Barrett’s for the Tuesday Night Cruise In.

The Mayor reported that the Hamilton Initiative will not be renewing the Lease with Curtain Call.

NYCOM: The Mayor reported that she attended the Fall Training in Saratoga and attended many interesting seminars.

HBA:  Trustee Cooper attended the morning meeting for Mayor Miller where the Utica Dispatch presented its program to build and maintain websites for businesses.

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department:  Trustee Servedio reported she spoke with Sergeant Worthley regarding the CNS Run on October 5.  Sergeant Worthley has the map and will provide traffic control for the run.
Hamilton Fire Department: - More Junior Firefighters are joining and they have 6 Colgate students.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve Andrew Patrick Brodell, Kate Lannin, Tobias Lescht, Joshua Aaron Miller, Zachary Matthew Papdopoulos, and Alison Scalzo to active provisional members of Fountain Fire Company Number One as of September 9, 2013, and Dillan Jacob Connor Murray as a junior member of the Fountain Fire Department.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.
Hamilton Court: Trustee Servedio reported she attended court on 9/16/13.  She met Vivian
Phoenix and Wendy Fisher.  Discussed some IT related concerns and toured the courthouse.  Judge Bogan has changed the court time from 7pm to 5pm.  The parking tickets will need to be changed.  
 
Pedestrian Safety: Bike Racks – Trustee Sam Cooper and Ron Hoham spoke about bike safety in the village.  Thirteen bike racks and share the road signs will be placed at all the entrances to the village as part of the grant Trustee Sam Cooper has applied for.  Ron asked to have signs also placed within the village to remind drivers that this is a cycling community. 5-Way Intersection - Shannon Mantaro spoke about the 5-way intersection plan and the grants that were applied for.  She just received notice that the decision is delayed until at least December 2013.  Susan Marafino brought up concerns about parking and the new Cultural Arts Center.  Ms. Mantaro said that it will be addressed in Colgate's plan. Maple - Lebanon Intersection - The group would like this revisited in light of the following:
            -there has been an accident since the lines were painted and signs put up
            - people think it's a 4-way stop sign and are pulling out in front of others
            - cars inching out are causing unsafe conditions for pedestrians
New members of the PSC - Peter Scull, Matt Barber.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve Peter Scull and Matt Barber as new members to the Pedestrian Safety Committee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.

Library Director Virgil and Dick Carroll, Board President, are starting to present at other Town Board meetings which use the library, in hopes of getting a contribution from them. The income from the Friends Book Sale is designated for improvement in the technological equipment in the Community Room.  Library Director Virgil asked me to ask how she should proceed because some of the work will require putting wires through the ceiling of the Community Room.
Historical Commission:  The first meeting since June will be next Monday.  Joan Prindle, Chair, would like to add one more member which would be a change to the charter.

Report to the Village and Town of Hamilton on the Summer Recreation Program

In my opinion, the summer was a huge success. The staff was very professional. I had absolutely no complaints and numerous compliments at both tennis and the Eaton Street program. I had one concerned parent at the swim program the entire summer, which I consider miraculous, as parents must watch through the glass windows, which is a real adjustment for the parents of the youngest children. 

We had 232 children in the program. Demographically, they broke down as follows:

82 children from the Village of Hamilton

66 children living outside the Village, but in the Town of Hamilton

2 from Brookfield

1 from Canastota

11 from Earlville

12 from Eaton

6 from Lebanon

28 from Madison

11 from Morrisville

4 from outside New York (2 from Canada, 2 from Maryland)

Golf:

Marion Blain runs the golf program as a volunteer, at no cost to the Recreation program.

44 children participated in golf lessons

In addition to the regular daily activities, we had a Donut Day (donuts donated by Dunkin Donuts), a pizza and ice cream party to close the season (pizza donated by VJ's Diner, ice cream and cones donated by Byrne Dairy, and a Movie Day (free movie compliments of Chuck Fox and the Hamilton Theater). 

Colgate has expanded its tennis camp arrangement with NIKE, which meant that our tennis program now must take place from 12 noon to 1:30. This is less time than we were able to offer in the past, and it is outside the hours that we provide bus service to Hubbardsville. I do not know whether this reduced the number of Town of Hamilton children who participated in tennis. Unfortunately, we did not budget for the additional 90 minutes plus additional transit time to return children to Hubbardsville by bus that would have enabled us to include the extended tennis hours in our bus schedule. Assuming that the Village and Town wished to extend the bus schedule, the cost would be approximately an additional $400-450 (if I am correct that we would be adding about 20% to the bus driver's day).

Parks Advisory Committee: The committee met to discuss two issues which I will talk about in more detail.    One concerns a park bench which the Blinebury’s have offered to purchase and put near their food cart at the North end of the park.  Sue McVaugh thinks there is a policy in place already for installing benches in the park that was developed when the park was renovated.  Trustee Lura stated his concerns with granting this request.  The Board was also concerned that this area is slated for redevelopment.  The request was denied. The second issue is about designating the 3 Village parks smoke-free.   Trustee Kliman referenced a new NYS Law regarding smoking and playgrounds.  Attorney Stokes will review the law and report back to the Trustees.
The Parks Advisory Committee thinks the signs “no wading” and “non-potable water” are very unattractive.  They proposed that just the “non-potable water” sign be used, and that it be on a post near the fountains, rather than on the fence.  The Trustee denied the request.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1. As of 9/10/13, the sewer line was in on Lebanon Street with work started on the water line.

2.  We filed an application with the Environmental Facilities Corporation for help in funding for the necessary sewer upgrades.

3.  The gas project is ongoing, and Sean will provide an update. 

4.  The job descriptions for the gas employees are complete, and the Union has agreed to the salary scale.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report.

DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1. The DPW continues to work on routine maintenance and to get ready for the winter months.

2.  They will be “cutting the shoulders” on Eaton street from Montgomery to the Village line this week. 

3.  The new bobcat has been ordered as well as 8 tires for the packer.

4.  The Lebanon Street project continues, and Sean will update us at the meeting.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report.
PCD: 
1.  The PCD completed their branding initiative with a public presentation at the Palace Theater. 

2.  The Great Chocolate Train Wreck Festival is coming down the track.  

3.  The PCD is applying for a grant from the CNY Community Foundation for a loan fund.

 4.  A. Zimmer’s request for the PCD to take ownership of the train wreck property was not approved.

5.  The Board voted to return to bi-monthly meetings.

6.  There is some concern from some members of the PCD regarding the effectiveness and usefulness of the PCD board. 

Trustee Lura stated that tonight is the first he has heard about the PCD placing signs at the entrances to the Village.  The Mayor stated that she just found out about it several days ago and that Trustee Cooper’s name was mentioned.  She asked Trustee Cooper to update the Trustees.  Trustee Cooper stated that he was approached by an anonymous donor that wanted to get a group together to design signs for the entrances to the Village.  The group has met five times.  Trustee Cooper then met with the PCD to collaborate on the sign. The Board stated their concern with not being informed of what was being presented.  The Board also wants to know who the donor was before it is accepted as a gift.  
There have been several complaints regarding Denise Roe’s political sign on Saturdays taking up two parking spots all morning long.  Trustee Lura asked if the Roe’s can be contacted to see if they would be willing to stop.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT  
Economic Development: No report.

Hamilton Initiative: No report. 
Zoning Board of Appeals: August Meeting: The Board approved the request from Arthur Zimmer to establish the Chocolate Train Wreck historic site on Lebanon Street

The ZBA received an update from Zoning Review Committee member Larson for deliberation on the Code for Accessory Buildings, including private garages intended or used on residential purposes. He also reported on deliberation for the Repair and Replacement of a Nonconforming Building.
Planning Board: 
A joint meeting with the Village Board (attended by most VB members) was held on 9.4 to identify various responses in the Colgate prepared SEQR for the CAC. Those items were sent to the University for elaboration and clarification that will be discussed at the next joint PB and VB meeting scheduled for 9.18 at 6:30 PM. 

Airport/Airpark Commission:  September 12, 2013: Heard a lengthy appeal in the public comment portion of the meeting from Pam Fuller and Joe Cohen. They spoke on 
behalf of Madison Matters seeking further action by the Airport/Airpark Commission in the matter of building wind turbines. Ms. Fuller asked if it would be feasible for the Madison Matters to contact the airport users (Chobani, Ferris, Colgate, Baseball Hall of Fame, the FAA, the PSC and the Airplane Operators Pilots Association). Commissioner Rowlett stated that he did not feel the FFA will take any action because they have a very specific set of rules to follow when determining safety issues. 


Village Administrator Graham asked the representatives if they knew anything about the Town of Madison initiating a SEQR process as the Village of Hamilton had not been notified but should be. Ms. Fuller asked the Commission to become more involved as Madison Matters lacks the expertise of the Commission in aircraft safety and the impact on the Airport. 


The Commission approved the draft hanger lease agreement and will forward same to the Village Board of Trustees with a request for approval. Commissioner Steneri reported that he has made calls to those on the hanger waiting list to determine those who continue to seek hanger space.  The only significant change was to increase the rental fee for leasing a hanger, which in most instances will be offset by the rebate on fuel purchased. The objective was to encourage use of the airfield for more than just storage of aircraft. The new lease agreement also requires the lease to submit proof of insurance at the time of lease renewal. 


Heard a status report on the gas pipeline and its impact on the airport-airpark. 


Continued discussion of possible strategies on marketing the airpark properties and promoting the airport to travelers coming into the airport and at special events in the community.

Maureen Campanie, Madison County Associate Director for Alcoholism and Substances Abuse believes the application favors coalitions that had been in existence for some time versus "young" coalitions, which would characterize the Hamilton Area Community Coalition. Some questions in the grant asked about decision-making, structure, actions, etc. which is a year or so away from where we are today. One other area is training for committee members, which will occur on September 30.

ZRC: Attended my first meeting on 9.10 with members Larson, McVaugh, and D. Kliman present. The discussion was intended to focus on the current work on home occupations, sign laws, and the issue of reconciliation of potential 
discrepancies that may result when changes to the code are made and extrapolated to other sections of the code.
ADMINISTRATOR GRAHAM’s REPORT 

New Business 
WWTP TMDL’s: Administrator Graham reported that we have yet to receive a permit.  It is going on three years.  We also put the project on the IUP, intended use plan, and clean water grant money.  There is a meeting tomorrow at 1:30 to sign the notice to proceed.

Lebanon Street: Minor issues with water some storm drains and services had to be repaired. The project is expected to be completed by October 25, 2013.

Gas: Boring is complete on Lebanon Street.  Met with Colgate to discuss the customer service agreement.  The job descriptions for gas employees have raised some issues and John Corcoran has been consulted to modify the job descriptions to make them non-competitive.
