WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has offered a federal grant 3-36-0192-021-2014 for work at the Hamilton Municipal Airport; the project being described as Apron Expansion (Approx. 47,790 S>F>) Including New Asphalt Pavement, Markings, Drainage and Edge Lighting – Construction; and

WHEREAS,  the Village of Hamilton desires to advance the Project by committing funds for the local match; funding shares being Federal (FAA): $648,470.72; State: $32,026.15; Local: $32,026.16; and Total: $720,523.03; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton hereby approves the above subject Project and associated funding; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Deputy Mayor of the Village of Hamilton is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements on behalf of the Village of Hamilton with FAA in connection with the Project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a Certified copy of this Resolution be filed with the FAA by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
