Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of August 25, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the minutes from the August 25, 2016, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Oliveri’s Pizzeria: No report.  The Board would like CEO Forth to contact Oliveri’s.
New Business
NBT Bank, add ATM Machine on Madison Street, add back door to rear of building: Mr. Brad Hall and Mr. Russ Warren presented a project narrative, SEQRA form, plans labeled: Cast Bronze Plaque Left of Main Entrance Door, Sketch 617090-N-1, Cast Bronze Plaque Right o Main Entrance Door, Sketch 617090-N-3, Change Existing Door Banding To Include “NBT-MANG INSURANCE COMPANY”, Sketch 617090-N-5, “Boiler Plate” Surround for Walk-Up ATM Installed in Side Entrance to Building, all by RAPP SIGNS, INC, Greene NY; NBT Bank Branch-Hamilton Proposed Alterations Cover Sheet, Proposed First Floor & Alley Plan (Sheet 2), Proposed Basement Plan (Sheet 3), Proposed Elevations (Sheet 4), Canopy Roof Details (Sheet 5), dated 9/14/2016, Drafting Services by Calvin W. Camp, Mount Upton, NY and Cesari Architects, Elmira NY.  Inside and outside renovations are planned with a walk up ATM on Madison Street utilizing the existing stairwell.  This would require another means of egress which NBT is proposing a recessed exit door at the rear of the building. They also would like to make improvements to the existing alleyway such as new lighting, a decorative walkway arch and brick pavers.  A title search revealed no owner of the alleyway.  The ATM has federal mandated lighting requirements.  No special permit is needed.  The Board would like cut-sheets for the alley lighting submitted to CEO Forth.  The Board also stated that NBT must have written permission from the owner of the adjacent building on file stating that NBT has permission to make changes to the adjacent building.  Part II of SEQRA was completed at the meeting.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that this is an unlisted action with no adverse environmental impacts are expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Chairman Larson to preliminarily approve the amended site plan for NBT, 1 Madison Street, plans labeled: Cast Bronze Plaque Left of Main Entrance Door, Sketch 617090-N-1, Cast Bronze Plaque Right o Main Entrance Door, Sketch 617090-N-3, Change Existing Door Banding To Include “NBT-MANG INSURANCE COMPANY”, Sketch 617090-N-5, “Boiler Plate” Surround for Walk-Up ATM Installed in Side Entrance to Building, all by RAPP SIGNS, INC, Greene NY; NBT Bank Branch-Hamilton Proposed Alterations Cover Sheet, Proposed First Floor & Alley Plan (Sheet 2), Proposed Basement Plan (Sheet 3), Proposed Elevations (Sheet 4), Canopy Roof Details (Sheet 5), dated 9/14/2016, Drafting Services by Calvin W. Camp, Mount Upton, NY and Cesari Architects, Elmira NY., pending letter from Hamilton Initiative giving permission for two light fixtures, with cut sheets, to be attached to their building in the alley and exterior lights on NBT’s rear entrance.  Approval of site plan does not in any way constitute determination by the Village of Hamilton ownership of the alleyway and does not grant exclusive access of said alley to NBT bank.  This motion is pending County approval.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
WG Critical Care, Wings Way, possible addition of manufacturing at new warehouse.  Approved special permit for warehouse only: CEO Forth explained that he was approached by WG Critical Care and they are now interested in manufacturing at the Wings Way site.  Zoning allows this but their special permit does not.  Attorney Stokes recommends WG Critical Care submit a letter asking to amend the original special permit to allow for manufacturing and that there are no external changes to the building.  Parking requirements will need to be reviewed.  
Code Official Questions:

Parrys, in a planned district, would like to hold a fundraiser: A chicken BBQ is being planned.  Chairman Larson stated there is no plan for the district.  
Boats, Trailers, etc.:  There is concern with a boat being parked for several months in the front driveway at a house on Lebanon St.  No action taken.
The next meeting will be October 20, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
