Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:04pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of August 27, 2015, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the minutes from the August 27, 2015, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

New Business
Review of Good Nature’s Preliminary plans, advise Village Board: Chairman Larson stated the annexation of land has been approved by both the Town of Hamilton and Village of Hamilton.  Chair Larson stated that the Planning Board has been asked by the Board of Trustees to review the plan and make recommendations to either: accept the plan, or accept plan with modifications, or reject plan and although there have been preliminary discussions; this is actually the beginning of official review.  Ms. Blackmore stated that GNB has submitted all documents required by Village Code.  Chairman Larson stated this is an unlisted action and recommends a long form EAF be completed.  Mr. Vredenburgh asked why a public hearing had been set when the technical aspects of this project are not complete.  Attorney Stokes stated a public hearing was set to accommodate the request of the applicant.

Matthew Vredenburgh, from Matthew Vredenburgh Landscape Architecture, presented a site plan labeled 14007GNB BASE.DWG, L-100, dated June 22, 2015. Changes include:
· Expansion of gravel area

· Addition of a 400 sqft grain room

· Addition of a glycol chiller 

Overview of plan:

· Proposal is for a new farm brewery 
· Will occupy existing 3500 sqft building

· Will have a community garden maintained by Colgate (leased by Colgate)
· Gravel Parking will surround building 

· Existing greenhouse will remain

· A potential future-phase warehouse has been included on the site plan

· The entrance driveway will remain and has been approved by the DOT

· Loading docks

· Dumpsters-GNB was asked to consult with DPW Supervisor Weaver

· Stormwater management, west side of property, pocket pond

· Wetlands specialist will be on site in one to two weeks to delineate wetlands and adjacent area

· Small shed with bathrooms and extra taps in garden area

· Hops will be planted along RT12B, on poles16’-18’ high as screening

· 47 parking spaces are shown on site plan, although 44 are required (Planning Board has asked for a floor plan to confirm calculations) CEO Forth wants handicap spaces be clearly marked on final site plan

· “Reserve” parking spaces in grass area in northwest corner of site

· Events will primarily in the beer garden (can accommodate 72 persons) & tasting room

· Camping area in southwest corner will not be on final site plan
· The weir will need an easement from Colgate because it is off property
· Concrete walls, previously used for mulch storage, will be repurposed or removed from the property

· Uses: brewing, retail, restaurant, events such as weddings and banquets, and tasting. As a farm brewery can sell other farm licensed alcoholic beverages in addition to beer brewed by this facility
· Lighting: will be dark sky compliant

Recommendations
· Make final plan less specific in labeling plantings (for example, don’t limit front garden to hops)
· Make accommodations (sidewalks) for pedestrian traffic to and from Route 12B
· Show all exterior lighting on plan

· Traffic generation report; also provide all correspondence with NYS DOT
· Need floor plan for uses and parking calculations; also provide more details on “reserve parking” contemplated for grass areas
· Provide for lighting on access road

· Signage is needed on site plan
· Check on turning radius for tractor trailers and buses; provide information confirming fire truck to access buildings is adequately provided for
· Show phase one and phase two

· More detailed Elevations

· Provide letter from Colgate consenting, as property owner, to zone change application, and also stating Colgate’s commitment to maintain community garden and provide easement for drainage facility outlet.

RESOLUTION 

OF THE PLANING BOARD OF THE

VILLAGE OF HAMILTON


WHEREAS, a request for change of zoning from I1 Institutional District to PD Planned Development District has been submitted by Good Nature Brewing, Inc. (“Developer”) as contract purchaser of recently annexed lands currently owned by Colgate University and identified as 1727 State Route 12B (“Premises”), and


WHEREAS, the requested zoning map amendment would enable the Premises to be developed for a brewery and associated facilities for brewery patrons visiting the Premises (“Development”), and


WHEREAS, pursuant to section 174-31, and following sections, of the Village Zoning Code, construction of the Development as a Planned Development requires  approval of the Board of Trustees followed by approval of a final development plan by this Planning Board, and 

WHEREAS, the Developer has submitted a preliminary development plan, a short environmental assessment form and other documents in support of its application.

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY DETERMINED AND RESOLVED that for purposes of compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton and the Planning Board of the Village of Hamilton are involved agencies in the matter of this Development, and that the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission, the  NYS DEC and NYS DOT, and Madison County Department of Health are potentially involved agencies, that the Town of Hamilton is an interested agency, that this Development is an unlisted action as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, that there will be a coordinated review of this action, and that the Village of Hamilton Planning Board will act as lead agency for purposes of compliance with SEQRA as it applies to this action, and it is hereby further 


RESOLVED that the Planning Board recommends that the Board of Trustees refer the Developer’s submission to the Village’s consulting engineer for review and comment and that the Developer shall complete and file a full environmental assessment form relating to the Development.

Carolyn Todd: asked about the adjoining property.  That belongs to Colgate and plans for that are unknown.

Bill Todd: asked why it was necessary for a long form SEQR instead of a short form.  Chairman Larson explained this project has the potential for increase traffic, utilities, odor, storm water, noise, and truck traffic.  If it is a potential issue the Planning Board has to make a good faith effort to mitigate any adverse impacts.  

Carrie Blackmore: is concerned and would like a “show of good faith” from the Planning Board and the Board of Trustees.  

Norm vonWettberg:  commended the Planning Board for being positive.  He stated that the Village is making it too hard for business to locate here.  
Jane Welsh asked for a timeline because investors and the bank will need this information to move forward.  Chairman Larson stated the Board will need an authorization from the property owner allowing GNB to come before the Board because GNB does not own the property.  
Ken Herold asked for a sequence of what will happen.  Attorney Stokes stated a public hearing has been scheduled by the Board of Trustees for October 20th.  The Board of Trustees cannot act until a SEQR determination has been made by the Planning Board.  

Bill Todd read a brief letter in support of the GNB project. 

Old Business
Status of Cell Tower Regulations: the draft document was reviewed by the Board.  Several changes were made, Attorney Stokes will amend and redistribute to the Board.  A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the cell tower regulations as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
The next meeting will be October 22, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:54 p.m.
