Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:05p.m. It was noted that the regular Planning Board secretary was absent. The Chair asked Attorney Stokes to act as secretary for the meeting.
Approval of Agenda: Changes: 
1. 131 Lebanon Street-Curtain Call

A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of August 28, 2014, Minutes:  Changes:

1. Sandra Mackinnon – change Cahir to Chair, add carried at end of the paragraph.

2. Norm vonWettberg letter-add (end of letter)

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

Approval of the Regular Meeting of July 30, 2014, Minutes: Changes: None

A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the minutes from the July 30, 2014, meeting.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried
New Business
Sandra MacKinnon Sub-division of tax parcel 168.07-1-7 Milford Street: Ms. MacKinnon presented a new drawing, no label.  No change in use of property.  Chair Larson stated that in the B3, a minimum of 100 feet street frontage and 25 feet side setback.  An area variance is needed from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  The Planning Board cannot approve the request. The Applicant was advised to file an application with the Zoning Board of Appeals. 
Wayne Foster – 11/13 Eaton Street proposed Special Permit Application:  Member Eberhardt asked how many parking spaces are on the site.  Mr. Foster stated 85 spaces.  Mr. Foster submitted downsized photocopies of two maps labelled ALTA/ACSM LAND TITLE SURVEY, LANDS OF Wayne C. Foster, 11-13 Eaton Street, by Myers and Associates P.C., Canastota, NY, dated 5/12/2014, file no. 14-60A, on which Mr. Foster had made handwritten drawings and notations.  Mr. Foster stated that the lot size is 45,000 sq. ft. and that his intention is to have eight, two bedroom apartments in the existing, former supermarket building. Chair Larson stated that professionally drawn, scaled site plan, a complete drainage report and plans for stormwater management of all flows across the site, including those that come onto the property from the adjacent illegal parking area at 9 Eaton Street is needed. Mr. Foster was told that all provisions of Village Code section 174.53D must be satisfied with respect to the application. The application was considered incomplete. As sketched, it appears at least one variance would also be needed from the Zoning Board of Appeals. 
131 Lebanon Street: Mr. Bill Gallik came before the Board and stated that this property is currently student housing and would like to sell the property to Mr. & Mrs. Standish for their catering business.  This is an R2 District.  Chair Larson read aloud code section 174.83F, which does not include a commercial kitchen / catering business as a permitted home occupation.   The Zoning Board of Appeals would have to grant a variance or they could apply to the Board of Trustees to request a zoning change.
Review Sign Law 133-Revised by the ZRC: The Board and the ZRC members in attendance reviewed the proposed changes to the sign law.  No action was taken.  
Moratorium: ZRC and the Planning Board will both be asked for recommendations to the Board of Trustees on zoning text and map changes during moratorium enacted by the Village Board.  

Dave Parry:  dropped off light samples to Chair Larson’s home.  CEO Forth stated he gave information to Mr. Parry and it is not up to the Board to determine what lights are to be used. The Applicant needs to make a specific request for approval of the light fixtures he is proposing. 
The next meeting will be October 29, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chair Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:32p.m.
