APPROVED MINUTES

Present: Deputy Mayor Russ Lura; Trustees: Jen Servedio, Ruth Ann Loveless and Sean Nevison; Administrator Sean Graham.

Absent: Mayor Robert McVaugh

Public Present: Sally Lura

Deputy Mayor Russ Lura called the meeting to order at 4:00p.m.

Executive Session: Trustee Loveless made a motion to enter an executive session at 4:11 PM to discuss personnel. The motion was seconded by Trustee Nevison, and carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Loveless to close the executive session at 4:38 PM. The motion was seconded by Trustee Nevison and the motion carried.

After discussing the four (4) applications for the open Chief of Police position, the Trustees directed Administrator Graham to contact each applicant and schedule interviews for Thursday, October 20, 2016. Interviews are to begin at 3:00 PM and are expected to conclude at 6:00 PM.

The Trustees also asked Administrator Graham to Contact applicant Lt. Chauncey W. Bennett, III and advise him of the salary range. Administrator Graham was also directed to explain that the NYS Chief of Police exam taken in Courtland County does not meet the civil service requirements in Madison County. Administrator Graham was also to inquire if he has retired under the NYS retirement system. 

The Trustees also asked Administrator Graham to work with DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver to install painted parking spaces, in accordance with the MUTCD, from the “Unloading Zone” on Eaton Street, adjacent to Rusch’s Restaurant to the corner of Eaton and Utica Street. 

Administrator Graham was also directed to contact the Village Attorney, Jim Stokes, and have a local Law prepared listing that side identifying that side of Eaton Street as “Two Hour Parking”. This change in parking regulations is to be considered at the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees to be held on Tuesday, October 18th 2016.

Adjournment: There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Nevison made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and carried.   The meeting adjourned at 5:29 PM.
