Line Foreman’s Report: Administrator Graham reported the Randallsville Road project is complete.  The crew is starting to dismantle the electric service at the DPW.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: Several of the larger overdue accounts were discussed.  Yellow notices will be going out next week.
Fuel Tank: Administrator Graham reported yesterday it was discovered the diesel fuel tank at the DPW & MUC was leaking.  It was determined 21 gallons were lost, that went into the self-containment, and did not enter the ground.  The tank has been emptied and will be decommissioned. The DEC was notified.  A new tank is estimated to cost $8000.00.

The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 5:31pm, seconded by Commissioner Holcomb.
