Line Foreman Rhyde reported that three services were changed on Madison Street to 8”.  The sewer and water were side by side so a clean out was installed as per policy.  There was a water leak at 18 Madison Street that was repaired and also a water leak at 155 Lebanon Street that had to be dug under the sidewalk.

MRB Contract:  Administrator Graham reported that he received an agreement from MRB for Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements that are mandated by the DEC for $1,035,000.00.  The DEC did not reduce our limits that must be met by 2017-2025.  The design would be 2015.  The build would begin in 2016.  The cost would be funded through an EFC loan.  Trustee Lura stated his concern with the added costs to residents and how this increase should be handled.  President Basher would like a plan to notify residents of the rate increase.

A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement with MRB Group.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Old Business
Central Paving repaired the lawn at the WWTP that was dug up when they repaired the tank wall.

New Business  

Line Foreman Rhyde reported a service was installed at Hamilton Central School and pressure tested.  A service was installed at Community Memorial Hospital that is under pressure now.  There was also an incident where a Village employee backed into an underground tank and broke off the relief valve.  The incident was reported and insurance is handling.
DDS Agreement: Administrator Graham reported DDS contract is up, but there are still many minute things that need to be done to close out the project.  He has a proposal from DDS that he would like the MUC to recommend to the Trustees to sign.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement with DDS.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Administrator Graham reported that pressure testing will begin over the next several weeks.  All but 400 feet of pipe is installed.  Punch list items are being gathered.  The agreement from Bath will be forwarded to the Attorney and the Commissioners.  Gas services are being put in.  We may need to rent a meter for Colgate.  Frank Radigan is working on updating the budget.  NYSEG is not interested in training our employees.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Electric revenue is at 17%, expenses at 14%.  Water revenue is at 23%, expenses at 23%.  Sewer revenue is at 20%, expenses at 25%.  Gas revenue is at 0%, expenses at 0%.
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to enter into an executive session at 5:20pm to discuss personnel issues.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to exit the executive session at 5:40pm.  
The next meeting will be October 14, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:40pm.
