A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR COMMENCING ON JUNE 1, 2013 AND ENDING MAY 31, 2014, MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE CONDUCT OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON GOVERNMENT AND ESTABLISHING THE RATES OF COMPENSATION FOR OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES FOR SUCH PERIOD.

WHEREAS, this board has met at the time and place specified in the notice of public hearing on the preliminary/tentative budget and heard all persons desiring to be heard thereon, now therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the preliminary/tentative budget amended and revised and as hereinafter set forth is hereby adopted and that the several amounts stated in column titled “Adopted” in Schedule A1-General Fund, CT1-Airport, EEL-Electric, F1-Water Fund, G1-Sewer and Schedule 7-Debt Service, be and they hereby are appropriated for the objects and purposes specified and the salaries and wages stated in Schedule 5 of such budget shall be and are hereby fixed at the amounts shown therein effective June 1, 2013.

Gate-Town Connection: Had an event on April 7th, 2103, that was a great success.
Colgate Upstate Institute: Will meet on April 22, 2013, at 7pm. 
Hamilton Business Alliance: The focus of the discussion was on the Gate-Town Event.
Lebanon Street Public Meeting: An informational meeting was held for the residents of the Village and those living on Lebanon Street.  The meeting was well attended. Jason Fleming, project engineer was present to answer questions
Colgate Reunion Weekend: The Mayor and Chief Gifford met with Jenna Wood to discuss the event planned for the weekend and to file the necessary paperwork.  The Class of 1963 will be placing a tent on the side lawn of the Village Office
TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Trustee Cooper attended a second planning session at Colgate University with Chief Gifford, as Colgate plans for Spring Party Weekend festivities.

I followed up with conversation with the resident from Maple Avenue who attended the public hearing for the sound variance request of a party on Maple Avenue on Saturday evening, April 13. He reported while the band was loud the students seemed to be following the directives given by the Trustees for litter pickup, and respect for the neighborhood. There was some broken glass (origin unknown) on the roadway but that was swept up Sunday morning.

Hamilton Fire Department: Attended Annual Fire Department Dinner with the other trustees on Saturday April 13 to recognize the dedicated work of the fire fighter volunteers who serve the community. 
Hamilton Court: Completed working with Judge Bogan on the budget request for the court for 2013-14.  I am continuing to assist Justice Bogan for data on his recent justice court training.
Pedestrian Safety: The Committee is continuing to prepare for the bicycle rodeo at Hamilton Central School on Saturday April 27 from 10:30 to noon. The Hamilton PD, Madison County Sheriff’s Department, and Hamilton Fire Department and several Colgate student groups who have volunteered are partnering with the Pedestrian Safety to help with the event. 

Campus Safety: No report.
Shared Services Committee: No report.
5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
Bridges Committee: The meeting on March 22 was cancelled. The next meeting date has yet to be determined but the agenda will carry over:  a) a grant has been submitted for federal funding to address substance abuse in the community with emphasis on prevention and education; and b) to discuss plans for moving forward. We have some youth projects that will be coming up.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: One of the part-time librarians has resigned, effective May 1, and Hilary is creating a new position with which to replace her.  It will be called Digital Services and Outreach Coordinator and will also be part-time.  The applicant will also be expected to have circulation desk skills.  The position will be encompassed under Civil Services Library Technician and is a non-competitive position, e.g. doesn’t require the Civil Service test; only a local interview.  The position has been posted in print and digital media. There is an opening on the Board and several names were suggested.  They will be asked in order of the Board’s ranking.

There was discussion about violence prevention and workplace safety. This issue is also being looked at by the Mid York System.  The Board thought Hilary should also discuss this matter with the Police Department. There was discussion about having an amnesty day for fines.  Since then, Hilary has sent out her thoughts and questions about library fines for discussion at the May Board meeting.

Historical Commission: Clean-up of the Commission’s rooms continues.  They already look much better.  Joan Prindle is exploring various avenues for digitizing much of the collection.

Mayor Miller attended part of the meeting to discuss the process of discarding many of the records stored in the Village Office.  Mayor Miller would like Jack Loop to review them so that nothing of historical importance is thrown away.

Recreation Commission: No report.
Parks Advisory Committee: I e-mailed the revised and divided Commemorating and naming/renaming parks guidelines to you.   Trustee Lura had several questions and made several suggestions for changes to the guidelines.  Trustee Kliman will revise and present at next month’s meeting. Tom Hodge will not be at the meeting, but I’m sure he’ll be expecting decision on his request soon.  The Committee will be in touch with Steve Blair from Bartlett’s soon, and hopes to arrange another clean-up day on the Green, possibly on Arbor or Earth Day.

Mural Commission: No report.
Friends of 4th of July:  No report.
Farmers’ Market: Currently there are 24 open spots, but they are filling up quickly.  There are 6-8 new vendors.  Dick Ireland will be covering for Fran Belitz while he recovers from recent surgery.
Trails Committee:  No report.  
Friends of the Symphony: Met last week to finalize donor list which will be sent out about May 1.  We decided (following Jim Stokes’ suggestion) that donations will be sent to Sue McVaugh and then take them to Kim Taranto for recording on a spread sheet. To avoid any possibility of impropriety, Debbie Kliman is listed as liaison to the Friends. Debbie Kliman has applied to the Gorman Foundation in Sherrill for a grant to bring Symphoria to Hamilton on July 12.  Grant or no grant, Symphoria will still come – this year.

Shared Services Committee: No report.
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC:  The MUC and the gas team continue work on the project with the major effort at this time being identifying the route into the Village.  As a result of the work, additional "task orders" outlined in the agreement with Integrity Engineering were approved by the MUC and sent on to the Village Board for approval.  These are the design for installing the gas line at Lebanon Street as part of its reconstruction; engineering design of the trunk line; and design of the "city gate" facility.  Administrator Graham will bring these to the Board for consideration.
 
The DEC's consent order regarding the changes necessary at the waste water treatment plant has not been received yet.  The MUC recommends the Village Board sign the order.
 
Other items of interest include the beginning of the leadership training program with the MUC and DPW and the request by ATT's to allow them to install a generator at their site.
Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report.

DPW and Solid Waste Management: DPW:  Randy reports that the major activity is spring clean-up.
Madison Street Cemetery: No report.
PCD: They have teamed up with the HBA for awards to local businesses.  
David Hale is leaving Colgate.  Trustee Lura recommends a letter of appreciation from the Village be written.
TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT  
Economic Development: No report.

Hamilton Initiative: No report. 
Zoning Board of Appeals: The ZBA met on March 27, 2013. The Palace Theater sign variance application was denied.  The Palace Theater agreed to the Board’s recommendation to conform to the rules of the Event Banner Code of 133.20.
 
A variance was approved for Kerry Linden for her property on 14 Milford Street for repairs to her carriage barn.  The renovated space will have water, sewer and electricity.  It was stressed that this space cannot be a rental - it is strictly extra needed space for a growing family to use for entertainment and storage.  There were no concerns voiced by neighbors.
Planning Board:  March 28, 7:00 pm-Representation from Colgate University presented their site plan for changes to the heating plant.  Changes include gas boilers and a truck scale to weigh the tractor trailers bringing in wood chips.  The plan was approved.
 
A request was made for subdivision of 21 W. Pleasant.  The board determined that the lot sizes are in compliance with the zoning laws based on the documentation presented by the applicants.  They are in the process of purchasing the property and a new survey will be available soon to verify the lot size.  Once they have purchased the property (April 15 closing date) the next step is to have a public hearing for the subdivision.
 
The Planning Board reviewed the BOT request for their recommendation on waiving building permit fees.  The Planning Board agreed that fees should not be waived.
 
A motion was made to have Art Zimmer submit an application to the ZBA for the O&W Wreck Site to be used as a park - land use #32 with no buildings.  
Airport/Airpark Commission:  April 10, 2013-Rick Bargabos, Eagle View Flight School owner, decided to continue operating in his current location at the airport and not rent the North Corporate Hangar. 
 
Security substation and fence projects – Administrator Graham is still waiting for status update.  
 
The President of the Colgate Aviation Club was present and talked a little about some ideas the club has for generating interest by students.  Flight simulator, Radio Control planes, etc... Administrator Graham talked about an Air 99 grant which is a 10% match offered by the state.  The Commission will review the Airport/Airpark Master Plan before deciding to apply.
 
Waiting for a price for the lot that Brink wants to purchase.
 
Wind Turbine - The Commission is sending their concerns to the FAA stressing that the Hamilton Airport is the only public use airport in the county and they need to maintain navigable air paths.
 
Appraisal of lots - need to talk to Jim Stokes about what the law states is acceptable regarding increasing the prices of the lots.

BOND RESOLUTION DATED APRIL 16, 2013.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COST OF PRELIMINARY PLANNING EXPENSES FOR ESTABLISHMENT OF A MUNICIPAL NATURAL GAS PUBLIC UTILITY, IN THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON, MADISON COUNTY, NEW YORK, AT A MAXIMUM ESTIMATED COST OF $900,000, AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $900,000 BONDS OF SAID VILLAGE TO PAY THE COST THEREOF.

WHEREAS, all conditions precedent to the financing of the object or purpose hereinafter described have been performed; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize the financing thereof; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, as follows:

Section 1. Preliminary planning expenses in connection with the establishment of a municipal natural gas public utility pursuant to Article 14A of the General Municipal Law in and for the Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, including incidental expenses in connection therewith, are hereby authorized at a maximum estimated cost of $900,000.

Section 2. The plan for the financing of the aforesaid maximum estimated cost is by the issuance of $900,000 serial bonds of said Village, hereby authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law

Section 3. It is hereby determined that the adoption of the local law establishing said municipal natural gas public utility has been determined to constitute an "Unlisted Action" as defined under the regulations of the State of New York promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act ("SEQRA") which, as it was further determined, will not have significant adverse impact upon the environment. As part of the preliminary planning phase, a complete SEQRA analysis will be completed to the extent required by law, and the

specific object or purpose authorized to be financed hereby is intended to include such costs thereof.

Section 4. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is five years, pursuant to subdivision 62(2nd) of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law. It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the serial bonds herein authorized will not exceed five years.

Section 5. The faith and credit of said Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year. There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said Village, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same become due and payable.

Section 6. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the serial bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Village Treasurer, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 7. All other matters except as provided herein relating to the serial bonds herein authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue serial bonds with substantially level

or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of such Village. Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Village Treasurer shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 8.     The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested

only if:

1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Village is not authorized to expend money, or

2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with,

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

3)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.
Section 9.      This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes

of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2. Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.

Section 10. This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in summary form in the official newspaper of said Village for such purpose, together with a notice of the Village Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

RESOLUTION ADOPTING CREDIT CARD POLICY

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees deems it prudent to establish a credit card policy for the use of Village credit cards by Village officers and employees.

      NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton does hereby adopt the following policy which is intended to apply to the procurement of goods and services by use of an authorized credit card in the name of the Village of Hamilton as provided herein.

PURPOSE:

To establish a convenient, efficient and cost-effective method of purchasing goods and services when vendors will not accept purchase orders and/or when cost savings may be achieved by purchasing goods or services online.

POLICY:

The Village of Hamilton will provide a credit card to the Village Administrator and to the Village Treasurer to be used for purchases of goods and services online, and / or to pay Village expenses when attending conferences, workshops and / or courses when purchase orders are not accepted by the vendor.

PROCEDURE:

The Village of Hamilton will obtain two credit cards from the financial banking institute in which it has established its account.

Administrator's and Treasurer’s Credit Cards:

One credit card will be issued in the name of the Village Administrator, and a second card will be issued in the name of the Village Treasurer. A credit limit of $7,500.00 shall be established for each card. Each such credit card may be used for the purchase of goods, software, and other materials that require either prepayment through the Internet, or when purchasing via the internet will achieve cost savings for the Village.

The Village cards may also be used for purchases that cannot be done with vouchers, and to pay for lodging, business meals, fuel, airline tickets, car rentals, and any other goods and services in connection with attendance at conferences, workshops and / or courses that cannot be obtained by purchase order. In the event the amount of the credit card purchase is less than $500, no prior authorization for the credit purchase is required, but at least 2 oral quotations must be obtained prior to the purchase, and the purchase must be specifically approved by the Village Treasurer or Village Administrator. All credit card purchases of $500 or more must be pre-approved by the Board of Trustees.

Only the Village Treasurer and the Village Administrator shall have the authority to use the Village credit cards for internet purchases. Employees and Board members may request the use of the Village Treasurer’s card through the Village Treasurer, or the Village Administrator's credit card through the Village Administrator. Employees and Board members may only use a Village credit card when attending conferences, workshops or courses for purchases and approved expenses in accordance with this policy.

General:

Employees and Board members will be required to sign out the card and sign the Credit Cardholder Agreement attached to and made a part of this policy below. Use of the Village credit cards will be blocked for cash advances. Each employee and board member using a Village credit card shall be responsible for the security of his or her purchases. Each employee and board member using a Village credit card shall return the card and provide itemized receipts for each purchase to the Village Treasurer upon returning to his or her local employment duties. All receipts must indicate the reason and nature of purchase. All receipts and expenditures shall be reconciled with the monthly statements and audited by the Village Board of Trustees. If the officer, employee or board member using a Village credit card cannot produce a receipt, he or she shall be responsible for reimbursement to the village.

No personal purchases may be made with the card. No expenditures for entertainment or non-Village business purposes shall be made. All purchases not expressly authorized in the budget must be board approved in advance.

Any loss or theft of a credit card must be reported within 24 hours of discovery to the Village Administrator or the Village Treasurer. In the event of willful or negligent default of the obligations and responsibilities of the cardholder, the Mayor shall take such recovery action as deemed appropriate by law.

The Village Administrator and the Village Treasurer shall return their card upon request of the Board of Trustees or upon termination of their term of office.
