 PUBLIC HEARING 6:55PM REGARDING WENDT ANNEXATION
The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:01pm to hear from the public regarding Local Law 6-2102 Wendt Annexation in the B2 Zone.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:02pm. A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the Wendt property be zoned as B2.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and unanimously carried.
Resolution No. 160-2012

Resolution Approving a Local Law to Annex Territory
WHEREAS, pursuant to a judgment and order of the New York State Supreme Court, Appellate Division, Third Department, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton is authorized to annex certain territory situate in the Town of Madison, now or formerly owned by Wesley E. Wendt, Sr., and more particularly described in a proposed local law authorizing the annexation of such territory, and

WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees has heard and considered the public testimony and other evidence and proceedings concerning this matter, and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Planning Board recommended to this Board of Trustees that the territory to be annexed be designated as part of a B-2 Zoning District, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a referral under the provisions of General Municipal Law Sections 239-l and 239-m, the Madison County Planning Agency has recommended to this Board of Trustees that the territory to be annexed be designated as part of a B-2 Zoning District.
NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton that this is an unlisted action as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”).  The Village Board of Trustees is the only involved agency.  This Board of Trustees finds that the adoption of this local law and the annexation of the territory described therein will not have any adverse environmental impacts and that a negative declaration shall be prepared and filed, and it is hereby further

After due deliberation, the Board finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this local law, and does hereby adopt this local law to annex the territory described therein to the Village of Hamilton.  The Village Clerk is hereby directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes of this meeting and in the Local Law Book of the Village of Hamilton, and give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the County of Madison and the Secretary of State.

The Mayor reported she attended the tree lighting and it went very well and thanked the Village employees for all their hard work getting the village ready for the holidays.
The Mayor and the Chief Gifford have attended meetings with Colgate Administration and students regarding the 2013 Spring Party weekend to try to avoid the issues of the 2012 weekend.     

The Mayor and Chief Gifford attended a student affairs board meeting to discuss student behavior and the proposed sound ordinance.

The Mayor attended a meeting to meet the four candidates for the new museum director position.
The Mayor attended a “Vision CNY” economic development meeting at the County.  The theme of this meeting was minimizing our environmental impact of the regions energy use.
The Administrator of Community Memorial Hospital, Sean Fadale, would like to meet with the Village Board sometime after January 1, 2013.

The Mayor attended the Town of Hamilton Board meeting.  The Town will be meeting with Birnie Bus.  Supervisor Schwartz is proposing the sales tax distribution be by population.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Trustee Cooper met with Chief Gifford to discuss patrol schedules, community service, and the importance of police visibility on the streets and around town.
Hamilton Fire Department: Nine firefighters from the Fire Department are enrolled in the class for their Firefighters 1 Certifications and a County wide award dinner will be hosted by the HFD.
Hamilton Court: Trustee Cooper praised Court Clerk Vivian Phoenix’s record keeping of community service client’s.
Pedestrian Safety: The Committee discussed the 4-way intersection and was given an update from Sophie Rudolph, Colgate 2013, on her plans for a bike rodeo in late April 2013 and her efforts to make Hamilton a bike-friendly community.
Campus Safety: No report.
Shared Services Committee: There was a meeting today with two representatives from Tompkins County who shared with the Boards of the Village of Hamilton, Town of Hamilton, and Village of Earlville, their records management efforts.
5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
Bridges Committee: The coalition reviewed data from Community Memorial Hospital.  Mayor Miller gave a brief overview of the goals to the new members.  Chief Gifford emphasized the importance of data collection.  The coalition discussed drug use and teenager inability to handle stress.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The proposal to Konosioni for a teen space in the library was not awarded funding, but a proposal for the Dolly Parton Imagination Library was. Sam Stradling and Trustee Kliman testified for restoration of funding to libraries by the County Board of Supervisors.  A funding request has been sent to the Hamilton Community Chest.
Historical Commission: A reception was held for the new exhibit on local Indians and artifacts found in the area.  The Commission is slowly cataloging all its holdings

Parks Advisory Committee: The Committee met and reviewed Mr. Ben Eberhardt’s request for an ice rink on the Village Green.  Several alternate sites will be suggested because the Committee felt there seemed to be many drawbacks to the area Mr. Eberhardt requested.  The Recreation Commission has been contacted to see how they might assist this project.

4th of July Committee:  Ms. Linda Gorton has begun to contact area bands for next year’s parade.  She will be suggesting CAP as the grand marshals, since it is their 30th anniversary to the Committee.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: The Commission was updated on the rate case by Frank Radigan.  Administrator Graham will travel to Albany on January 7, 2013, to discuss with the DEC our concerns with the unfunded TMDL mandates.  The study has been completed on the WWTP aeration wall.  A letter will be filed with the DEC by the MRB Group stating their finding and solutions.  There were several interviews recently for the engineering group that will be hired for Natural Gas.  The MUC will have a recommendation for the Gas Engineer for the Trustees at the January meeting.
Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report.

DPW and Solid Waste Management:  Due to the mild weather we are experiencing, the DPW has been able to do additional maintenance. This year the leaves that were collected were ground up for mulch and will be available in the Spring to Village residents.  The service has been completed on the fire trucks.  The brush has been cut and mulched on the trails.

Planning Board: A motion was made by Trustee Lura to appoint Jerry Fuller as Chairman to the Planning Board.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried.  The Board approved Good Nature Brewing modification to their special permit.  Mr. Art Zimmer presented his proposal for the chocolate train wreck site.  Mark Crane, the contractor of the parking lot at 9 Eaton Street, attended the meeting with a drainage sketch that was not certified by an engineer.  The Board again reiterated that he needed to bring several items back to the Board.  He was notified of the Trustees’ violation decision and was advised to contact the owner and get his paperwork to CEO McGinnis immediately.  Attorney Stokes reported that he was contacted by Delta Engineering, who is working with Mr. Crane.  Attorney Stokes has not moved forward with court proceedings because Mr. Crane is working to rectify the situation.
Airport/Airpark Commission: Matt Turcotte, from Northshore Solutions, quoted the Commission $22.00/hour for 24 hours’ worth of work to hard code and set up six pages for the Airpark Economic Development website pages.  These pages will be a link from the Village’s official website, www.hamilton-ny.gov.  The Commission is asking for the Board to approve this expenditure.  The FAA flew the papi’s and put out a notum, which closed the Airport to charter traffic.  The issue has been resolved and the Airport is now open to accept all traffic.  Brink Manufacturing is surveying to determine their lot in the airpark.  The Commission voted to recommend to the Trustees to approve extending McFarland Johnson’s consulting contract for three more years.  Treasurer Henderson briefed the Commission on the property tax situation.  The appraisals have begun at the Airpark.

NEW BUSINESS 

Website Update: Matt Turcotte, from Northshore Solutions, will coming to do training at a date to be determined after the first of the year.
Library: Sam Stradling and Darcie Loveless came before the Board and read the following proposal:  “The Hamilton Public Library Board requests that the Village of Hamilton transfer $9,656.90 to the library account to fund the sick pay retirement payment made to a retiring employee during the current fiscal year.”  Mr. Stradling stated that the Library Board realizes that this deficit is wholly the responsibility and liability of the Library.  The Library does have a savings account, but because it is unclear what the money was intended for, the Boards’ are reluctant to use the funds.  Trustee Pangallo stated the Village is not the only revenue source and that the Village should not have to bear the entire burden of this expense.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to amend the Library budget by $9,656.90 from the Village’s unappropriated fund balance.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.  Treasurer Henderson will research the Library’s savings account.
