The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:   The Mayor requested an executive session be added to the agenda under new business, and carbon footprint intern under old business.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo.  
Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of January 15, 2012:  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried.  
Special Meeting of January 29, 2013: A motion was made by Trustee Pangallo to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.

Special Meeting of February 12, 2013: A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried.
Public Comment: None
 PUBLIC HEARING 7:00-PROPOSED LOCAL TRAFFIC LAW
The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:00pm.

Dick Holcomb stated he is opposed to the 4-Way Stop.  This is the Fire Departments main thoroughfare.
Gary Hurta is in support of the 4-Way Stop and gave examples of times when he had difficulties when he was driving.
Bob Holcomb presented a diagram that demonstrated what is needed for the fire department’s fire truck to maneuver through the intersection.  He had several recommendations such as a speed limit change, better signage, removal of trees obstructing views, and having a joint meeting between the Trustees/Fire Department/Pedestrian Safety Committee.

Georgia Frank stated she is very concerned with the pedestrians that use this intersection and would like to see a traffic light installed but realizes that is cost prohibitive.  She suggested educating the public on the rules of a 4-way intersection.

Jen Servedio stated her son was in a serious accident and agrees something must be done.

John Basher stated that education would need to be done every year because of the new students every year.   He agrees that this is a bad intersection, but is opposed to a 4-Way stop.
Dan Gough stated that before the law is passed to get an engineer to determine stopping distances and turning radius at this intersection of those in accordance with Appendix D of NYS Fire Code as well as the National Fire Protection Association Codes in Chapter 18.  The Mayor requested Mr. Gough email his information to the Village.
John Rathbone stated that this intersection did have a traffic light many years ago and recommends looking through the Village Board minutes to find out why it was removed.  He stated that both sides have valid points; however he supports the Fire Department’s view.  He recommends signage and striping the crosswalks as a less expensive alternative.
Ben Eberhardt asked if this intersection warrants a traffic light.  
Leslie Cushing asked if a flashing light would work at this intersection.

Ferdinand vonMuench stated he is in favor of a 4-way stop and said that if it does not work it can be changed back to a 2-way stop.  

Jason Kawall suggested using mirrors with respect to site lines.
David McCabe asked if the Fire Department could control the light at the intersection.

Trustee Cooper thanked everyone for a very productive discussion.  He read section 1144 of the NYS motor vehicle law.  He reread part of Linda Lubey’s letter recommending a 4-way stop at this intersection.

Trustee Kliman asked if removing parking spaces at that intersection would help.  Bob Holcomb stated he thought that would help.  
Trustee Lura made a recommendation to wait before making a decision because we are rebuilding Lebanon Street and maybe this could be added to the project.  He would like to have a traffic engineer study this intersection.  He does not feel the DOT study recognized all the issues.
The Mayor adjourned the hearing until March 19, 2013, at 7:00pm.

Resolution #9-2013
Sound Ordinance
WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees declares that it believes that it is the responsibility of the Village of Hamilton to implement appropriate and reasonable laws to prevent unacceptably loud, disturbing and unnecessary noise and to reduce the noise level within the village so as to preserve, protect, and promote the public health, safety and welfare and to foster convenience, peace and quiet within the village by inhabitants and transients thereof, and

WHEREAS, the Village Board believes that every person is entitled to have noise levels which are not detrimental to life, health and enjoyment of property and that excessive and unnecessary noise within the Village of Hamilton affects and is a menace to public health, safety, welfare and comfort to the people of the village, and

WHEREAS, the Village Board shall establish new and more detailed codes for the proper function and government of the village as they relate to the control of sound levels within the village;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton shall establish local laws that govern the maximum level of mechanical, electrical, and other amplified sounds, effective 30 days after the vote of the Village Board.

PCD: On Wednesday, March 6, the PCD will host a presentation on Housing in Hamilton.
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.
Public Relations:  On January 22, 2013, the Mayor and Town Supervisor Eve Ann Shwartz were guests on WMCR talk radio to discuss Hamilton being ranked the eleventh friendliest town in America.
Hamilton Business Alliance: The focus of the meeting was on the Father’s Day Fly-In Breakfast. 
Colgate Spring Party Weekend: Mayor Miller reported that she met with Dean Scott Brown and Dean Suzy Nelson to discuss Spring Party Weekend.  The Mayor reported that no sound permits will be granted for the Thursday before.  The goal is to keep more activities on campus.  There is a meeting with the planners on Friday that Trustee Cooper will attend.

Mayor Miller, Police Chief Gifford, Sergeant Worthley and Officer Mordus attended the County DWI banquet where officers, including Sergeant Worthley and Officer Mordus,   with high numbers of DWI arrests were honored.

NYCOM Legislative Conference: On February 10-11, 2013, the Mayor attended the NYCOM conference in Albany.  The proposed budget would have no reductions in AIMS and CHIPS funding.  There is pending legislation and mandate relief for pension and binding arbitration

Entrepreneurs of NY (ENY) Fund: President Jeff Herbst announced this new initiative to provide short and long-term grants to students and alums “who are solving big problems and demonstrating an ability to execute.”  It is open to both non-profit and not-for-profit ventures.  All recipients must live in Hamilton.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Chief Gifford, at the request of the school, is assisting Hamilton Central School with a school security exercise.
Hamilton Fire Department: Trustee Cooper stated that the 2012 Annual Fire Chief’s report had been distributed to the Trustees by email.  The highlights from the report were:
1. There were 629 calls – 12 less than 2011

2. 331 of the 629 calls resulted in apparatus being dispatched

3. There were 2100 hours of training logged

4. All the overhead doors were replaced

5. The adjacent pole barn was insulated 

Hamilton Court: After consulting counsel, it has been determined that establishing a local law for disorderly conduct violations would not be in the best interest of the Village and will continue to be prosecuted by the DA.
Pedestrian Safety: The Pedestrian Safety Committee is asking permission from the Board to sponsor a bike rodeo for local school aged children at no cost to the Village.  Volunteers from Madison County Sheriff’s Department, Community Bikes, Guy’s Bike Shop, the Madison County Health Department, and several Colgate organizations will be on hand to help with the event scheduled for April 27, 2013, from 10:30-noon.  The matter was tabled because the Trustees needed clarification on several issues.

Bridges Committee: The committee is in the process of preparing a grant to address substance abuse.

Procurement Policy: RESOLUTION NO. #15-2013
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

      WHEREAS, Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law requires the governing body of every municipality to adopt a procurement policy for all goods and services which are not required by law to be publicly bid; and

      WHEREAS, comments have been solicited from all officers in the Village of Hamilton involved in the procurement process.

      NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton does hereby adopt the following procurement policy which is intended to apply to the procurement of goods and services by the Village of Hamilton as provided herein.

1.
Every purchase to be made must be initially reviewed to determine whether it is a purchase contract or a public works contract. In general, if the contract involves a substantial amount of services that is the focal point of the agreement, and the purchase of goods is incidental, it will be considered a contract for public work. Conversely, if services or labor are only minimal or incidental to the purchase of goods, it is generally considered a purchase contract.

2.
Once the determination is made between a purchase contract or a public works contract, a good faith effort shall be made to determine whether it is known or can reasonably be expected that the combined amount to be spent on the item of supply or service is subject to competitive bidding, taking into account past purchases and the combined amount to be spent in a year. The following items are generally not subject to competitive bidding pursuant to Section 103 of the General Municipal Law, but said Section 103 shall be reviewed for a complete statement of its terms and applicability in any given instance:

•
Purchase contracts under $20,000

•
Public work contracts under $35,000

•
Emergency purchases

•
Certain municipal hospital purchases

•
Goods purchased from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped

•
Goods purchased from correctional institutions

•
Purchases under State or County contracts

•
Surplus and second-hand purchases from another governmental entity.

The individual or board authorizing the purchase shall document the decision that a purchase is not subject to competitive bidding in writing. The documentation may include written quotes from vendors, notes of oral quotes from vendors, a memo indicating how the decision was arrived at, a copy of the contract indicating the source which makes the item or service exempt, a memo from the purchaser detailing the circumstances which led to an emergency purchase, a board resolution, or any other written documentation that is appropriate.

3.
In order that goods are purchased at the lowest responsible price, all goods and services (other than professional services) shall be secured by use of written requests for proposals, written quotations, oral quotations, or any other method except in the following circumstances:

•
Purchase contracts over $20,000

•
Public work contracts over $35,000

•
Goods purchased from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped pursuant to Section 175-b of the State Finance Law

•
Goods purchased from correctional institutions pursuant to Section 186 of the Correction Law

•
Purchases under State contracts pursuant to Section 104 of the General Municipal Law

•
Purchases under county contracts pursuant to Section 103(3) of the General Municipal Law

•
Purchases pursuant to subdivision 6 of this policy.

4.
The following method of purchase documentation will be used when required by this policy in order to achieve the highest savings:

A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations. If the purchaser is unable to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations, the purchaser will document the attempt made at obtaining the proposals. In no event shall the failure to obtain the proposals be a bar to the procurement.

5.
Documentation is required for each action taken in connection with each procurement. The following are examples of acceptable documentation:

Oral Quotations: The telephone log or other record should record at a minimum: date, item or service desired, price quoted, name of vendor, name of vendor's representative.

Written Quotations: Vendor should provide at a minimum: date, description of details of service to be provided, price quoted, and name of contact.

Requests for Proposals: Depending on the situation, the RFP may be prepared in-house or require the assistance of a consultant.

6.
Documentation and an explanation is required whenever a contract is awarded to other than the lowest responsible supplier/laborer. This documentation shall include an explanation of how the award will achieve savings or how the supplier/laborer was not accountable. A determination that the supplier/laborer is not accountable shall be made by the purchaser. 

7.
In the following circumstances, it may not be in the best interests of the Village of Hamilton to solicit alternative proposals or quotations, and alternative proposals or quotations shall not be required:

a. Professional services or services requiring special or technical skill, training or expertise. The individual or company must be chosen based on accountability, reliability, skill, education and training, judgment, integrity, and moral worth. These qualifications are not necessarily found in the individual company that offers the lowest price and the nature of these services is such that they do not readily lend themselves to competitive procurement procedures. In determining whether a service fits into this category, the Board of Trustees shall take into consideration the following guidelines:

•
Whether the services are subject to State licensing or testing requirements

•
Whether substantial formal education or training is a necessary prerequisite to the performance of the services

•
Whether the services require a personal relationship between the individual and municipal officials.

Professional or technical services shall include but not necessarily be limited to the following: services of an attorney; services of a physician; technical services of an engineer or architect engaged to prepare plans, maps or estimates; securing insurance coverage and/or services of an insurance broker; services of a certified public accountant; investment management services; printing services involving extensive writing, editing or art work; management of municipally owned property; and computer software or programming services for customized programs, or services involved in (put in a space)substantial modification and customizing of prepackaged software.

b.       
Emergency purchases pursuant to Section 103(4) of the General Municipal Law. Due to the nature of this exception, these goods or services must be purchased immediately and a delay in order to seek alternate proposals may threaten the life, health, safety or welfare of the residents. This section does not preclude alternate proposals if time permits.

c.
Purchases of surplus and second-hand goods from any source. If alternate proposals are required, the Village of Hamilton is not prohibited from purchasing surplus and second-hand goods at auctions or through specific advertised sources where the best prices are usually obtained.

8.
Purchase orders will be produced by the Village Treasurer or Village Clerk. The Village Treasurer, as the Fiscal Officer will then certify that funds are available for this purchase and the Village Administrator, as the Purchasing Agent, will authorize the purchase.

9.
In accordance with the MU-1 Schedule Records Retention adopted by the Village of Hamilton on December 13, 2011, the Purchase orders, claims and all other procurement documents will be retained for a period of 6 years unless otherwise noted by New York State Archives, New York Codes, Rules and Regulations or by Federal Regulations.

10.
Any individual making a purchase with a credit card shall follow the credit card policy adopted by the Board of Trustees. Employees using a Village credit card shall return the card and provides itemized receipts for each purchase to the Village Treasurer upon returning to their place of work. The receipts must indicate the reason and nature of each purchase. All receipts and expenditures shall be reconciled with the monthly statements and audited by the Village Board of Trustees. If the employee making a purchase with a Village credit card cannot produce a receipt, they shall be responsible for reimbursement to the village. No personal purchases or entertainment expenses may be paid with a Village credit card. All purchases not expressly authorized in the budget must be board approved. In the event of willful or negligent default of the obligations of the employee making a purchase with a Village credit card, the Mayor shall undertake such recovery action as deemed appropriate by law.

11.
Receipts and acknowledgments of goods and services shall be reconciled to the Purchase Orders, along with the appropriate invoices, for the monthly approval by the Board of Trustees of the claims and warrants.

12.
The unintentional failure to fully comply with the provisions of this Resolution or the provisions of Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law shall not constitute grounds for any claim against the Village of Hamilton or any officer or employee thereof.

RESOLUTION NO. #16-2013
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON
RESOLUTION ADOPTING CREDIT CARD POLICY
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees deems it prudent to establish a credit card policy for the use of Village credit cards by Village officers and employees.

      NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton does hereby adopt the following procurement policy which is intended to apply to the procurement of goods and services by the Village of Hamilton as provided herein.

PURPOSE: To establish a convenient, efficient and cost-effective method of purchasing goods and services when vendors will not accept purchase orders.

POLICY: The Village of Hamilton will provide a credit card to the Village Administrator and to the Village Treasurer to be used for purchases of goods and services, or when attending conferences, workshops or courses, only when purchase orders are not accepted by the vendor.

PROCEDURE: The Village of Hamilton will obtain two credit cards from the financial banking institute in which it has established its account.

Administrator's and Treasurer’s Credit Cards:

One credit card will be issued in the name of the Village Administrator, and a second card will be issued in the name of the Village Treasurer. A credit limit of $7,500.00 shall be established for each card. Each such credit card may be used for the purchase of goods, software, and other materials that require prepayment through the Internet.

The Village Administrator may use the card for purchases that cannot be done with vouchers, and to pay for lodging, business meals, fuel, airline tickets, car rentals, and any other goods and services that cannot be obtained by purchase order. In accordance with Village policy, all purchases except emergency purchases must be pre-approved.

Employees and Board members may request the use of the Village Treasurer’s card through the Village Treasurer, or the Village Administrator's credit card through the Village Administrator. Employees and Board members may use a Village credit card when attending conferences, workshops or courses only for purchases and approved expenses for which purchase orders are not accepted.

The Village Administrator and the Village Treasurer shall return their card upon request of the Board of Trustees or upon termination of their term of office.

General:

Employees and Board members will be required to sign out the card and sign the Credit Cardholder Agreement attached to and made a part of this policy below. Use of the Village credit cards will be blocked for cash advances. Each employee and board member using a Village credit card shall be responsible for the security of his or her purchases. Each employee and board member using a Village credit card shall return the card and provide itemized receipts for each purchase to the Village Treasurer upon returning to his or her local employment duties. All receipts must indicate the reason and nature of purchase. All receipts and expenditures shall be reconciled with the monthly statements and audited by the Village Board of Trustees. If the employee or board member using a Village credit card cannot produce a receipt, he or she shall be responsible for reimbursement to the village.

No personal purchases may be made with the card. No expenditures for entertainment or non-business purposes shall be made. All purchases not expressly authorized in the budget must be board approved in advance.

In the event of willful or negligent default of the obligations of the cardholder, the Mayor shall take such recovery action as deemed appropriate by law.

The Village Administrator and the Village Treasurer shall return their cards upon request of the Board of Trustees or upon termination of their term of office.
