APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT: President John Basher; Commissioners:  Bob Holcomb, and Rob Gustafson; WWTP David Jordan; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Trustees: Russ Lura, Jen Servedio, Sam Cooper and Debbie Kliman; Mayor Margaret Miller; Attorney Kevin Brocks(phone)

Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.
May 2013 Preliminary Engineering Report:  Administrator Graham reported that Hamilton is the northern most facility of all the 28 muni’s in the southern tier.  The DEC & EPA have set the limits.  The Village has not received their permits.  The estimated cost to become compliant is $7.4 million to $10.5 million.
Bill Davis gave a brief history/overview: The EPA has developed a TMDL (maximum load for nitrogen and phosphorous that can go into the Chesapeake Bay).  Each state has been charged with developing a Watershed Implementation Plan (WIP).  The plan is to reduce the nitrogen and phosphorous coming from the 28 most significant plants.  We are now waiting for written confirmation and modifications to SPEDES permit from the DEC.  The DEC has concerns with the WWTP aeration wall.  The Village is required to make temporary repairs and eventually permanent repairs and must submit a work plan by June 1st.
Pages 5 & 6: Objectives of Report: The chart that identifies what now the DEC is proposing for total nitrogen and total phosphorous limits.  The DEC has established what is going to be by 2016, a total nitrogen loading limit that the Village can discharge to Payne Brook.  Once the SPEDES permit is issued the interim Phosphorous limits will take effect.  
Pages 9 & 10: The Village of Hamilton already exceeding, from a loading standpoint, the design of the plant.  Our monthly loading (BOD) is high.  I and I, storm water, are excessive that causes problems with the treatment process.  This issue has been addressed in the report. The wastewater process was explained by Mr. Davis to the Board and Commission members.
Pages 18 & 19: This chart is taking all our processes, based on a .85 MGD, compared to today’s standards.  Several deficiencies were detected.  Mr. Davis explained what modifications need to be made.  Administrator Graham stated that the Board needs to plan how we are going to modify the plant to meet .85MGD.
Page 29, Appendix L & M: Plans for upgrades
Pages 30-32, Appendix O & P, Appendix Q & R: Plans for upgrades.  Total project cost is$7.2 million for .85MGD.  Total project cost for 1.25MGD is $12.3 million.
Building up a reserve, the timeline to get all the work done, and hiring of a fiscal advisor was discussed.  Mr. Davis recommends the Village proceeds with .85MGD with future upgrades to 1.25MGD.  He will research EFC grants for funding.
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees that a cover letter, engineering report, work plans for a temporary project for a .85MGD permit and authorize Administrator Graham to sign the letter to be sent to the DEC.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.  
A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to accept the MUC recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.

Transmission Congestion Charges (TCC’s)

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, on recommendation from the Municipal Utilities Commission of the Village of Hamilton, has reviewed the Annual Renewal of the New York State Independent System Operator (NYISO) proposed Fixed Price TCC’S; and

WHEREAS, the calculated cost of the TCC’s is eighty-six thousand, seven hundred, sixteen dollars and fifty-six cents ($86,716.56); and

WHEREAS, twenty-five percent (25%) of the costs of the TCC’s is to be paid by July 8th, 2013, and the remaining seventy-five (75%) to be paid by October 1, 2013

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton authorizes Mayor Margaret Miller to execute said TCC contract with the NYISO to provide congestion protection from November 1, 2013 to October 31, 2013.
