APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Mayor Margaret Miller; Trustees: Deb Kliman, Russ Lura, and Sam Cooper; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Village Clerk Alana Scheckler; Attorney Jim Stokes

The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:   A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.
Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of April 16, 2013:  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.  
Budget Meeting of April 22, 2013: A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.

Public Comment: Judith Straub, President of the Friends of the Hamilton Public Library, is requesting placing a sign next to the bench that honors Barb Coger.  DPW Foreman has been consulted and will be asked to okay placing the sign in cement.  Trustee Lura asked if the sign could be flush with the ground.  Trustee Lura stated his concern over memorializing individuals.  Trustee Cooper suggested placing the sign inside the Library.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the sign and the proposed placement.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.  Trustee Copper voted against.  Although the Board approved the placement of the sign they asked that Ms. Straub research an alternate way to address this.
Carolyn Todd, 58 Payne Street, brought a request to the Board that a ban on parking start on graduation weekend starting on Friday morning and ending on Monday afternoon.  This will be discussed with the police department.  No action was taken at this time.

Joey Patrocka, Recipe into Reality, requested a spot at the market.  The Board explained that the market is for homemade, homegrown products, not to promote businesses.  The Board suggested he apply for a peddler’s permit.
 PUBLIC HEARING 7:00-SOUND VARIANCES
Colgate Alumni Weekend:  The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:01pm.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the sound variance for alumni weekend.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:10pm.
Colgate Inn: Block Party & Tues, Fri, and Sat: The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:11pm.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the sound variance requests from the Colgate Inn for the Block Party on July 3, 2013 and for outside music during the week.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.
Hamilton Business Alliance: Work continues on the Fly-In Breakfast on Father’s Day.  The PCD/HBA is planning a breakfast to present local businesses with awards.
Hamilton Community Coalition: A grant application has been submitted and members and a chair are being recruited.

Spring Party Debriefing:  The Mayor and Chief Gifford attended two Spring Party debriefing meetings led by Mike Maningas.  Village resources were used, especially on the Saturday morning incident that is still under investigation.  It was suggested that the Village submit a bill for the expenses incurred to Colgate.
Cultural Art Center: Attorney Stokes, Administrator Graham, Trustee Lura, Planning Board Member Morgan Larson, and Mayor Miller attended a meeting to discuss the Colgate Cultural Art Center that included a conference call from the architect and conversations with Colgate’s attorney.

Colgate Master Plan: Administrator Graham, Planning Board Member Morgan Larson, Planning Board Chairman Jerry Fuller, and Mayor Miller attended a meeting at Colgate to learn more about their master plan and how it will impact the Village.  There is information on the web at colgatemasterplan.com.

PCD: The Mayor attended a PCD community leaders meeting with Susan Strandberg, director of Paperkite Creative, to work on branding Hamilton with a new tagline and logo.

Administrator Graham and Mayor Miller met with two developers in the last two weeks interested in developing more housing.
Gas Franchise:  Administrator Graham and Mayor Miller attended the Town of Hamilton and Town of Eaton Board meetings.  The Town of Eaton passed a resolution to adopt a franchise for Natural Gas.  The Town of Hamilton tabled their vote until their attorney had a chance to review.
TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Trustee Cooper received positive comments from parents and students regarding the HPD police presence at the Colgate Torchlight and Graduation and as reported by officers on assignment.
Hamilton Fire Department: The April 27th Open House at the Fire Department has generated a new recruit.
Hamilton Court: The court summer hours will begin on June 1.  Court will be held the 2nd and 4th Mondays in June-August, with a change in time from 7:00pm to 5:00pm.  DA day remains at 1pm on the first Monday of the month.  There will not be a DA Day in July.  Courthouse office hours remain the same through the summer months.
Pedestrian Safety: The Committee was informed of the crosswalk painting and the placement of new signage at the Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Street intersection to begin after June 1.  Carol Bergen and Susan Marafino’s terms will be up this year and they do not wish to continue.  Sami Martinez would like to be considered a candidate for the committee.  Trustee Kliman asked when bike racks will be installed.  Trustee Cooper stated that all the funding has not been received for the racks.  The Committee would like better signage for the municipal lot.
Campus Safety: No report.
Shared Services Committee: Trustees Cooper and Kliman attended a Town of Hamilton Records Retention Committee in which the Assistant County Clerk and County Historian reported on the records management program they have in place.  The Town of Hamilton explained their attempts to protect their records.
5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
Bridges Committee: No report.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Ms. Virgil reminded all about the school budget vote.  Sam Stradling discussed the budget, reminding everyone that the County may no longer give money to libraries, which would create a deficit of $10,539.00 for next year’s budget.  $7300 in the Reserve Fund will help here, but we’re still $3000 short.  Sam Stradling believes a letter should be written to the Village from the Board, explaining the dilemma; it was agreed that he write such a letter, Hilary Virgil and Darcie Loveless will review it, and then it will be passed on to the Board, and finally sent to the Mayor. Many of the people suggested for membership on the Board are too busy.  Susan Beattie, however, was very pleased to be asked and her term will begin August 1, 2013.  A young man has been hired to replace Elaine Hughes, who retired; this will be the “tech” position and is part-time.  Since then, Jill Buran has also submitted her resignation and advertising for her position – library staff assistant – has begun.

A meeting will be scheduled with Administrator Sean Graham and Wanda Bruchis (Mid York System Director) to discuss the MOU and painting the Library.  The Community Chest gave the Library $300 less than they’d requested. The opening event for the Dolly Parton Imagination Library was discussed, and will be held on May 11. Trustee Kliman discussed the use of the Community Room and noted that all Library Board members will receive invitations to Rotary’s Roses for the Living dinner on June 20.

Historical Commission: No report.
Recreation Commission: The Committee met on Sunday, May 12, mainly to discuss the Summer Recreation program.  Sign-up dates will be June 2 and June 5.  If the Pavilion is available, the June 5 sign-up will take place there during and after the Little League and T-ball games because that’s where many of the parents are.   Because of the number of tennis camps Colgate is offering this year, the Commission’s tennis program will have to meet from noon to 1:30pm. Two members have resigned from the Commission and it was decided that at least 1 needed to be replaced.  Anne Marie will advertise in the Mid York.  Last fall, Meredith Leland brought in a request from Matt Malloy and Cass Donovan for a bocce ball court.  They had suggested the southern part of the Green, across from the Baptist Church.  They were informed that this spot would not be appropriate. I agreed to bring the proposal to the BOT and then respond to Matt Malloy and Cass Donovan.

Parks Advisory Committee: Native grasses (low ones) were purchased and planted last week on the Library side of the gazebo.  The workday (half day) will be May 24 starting at 8:30AM.  Steve from Bartlett’s will not be joining us, but we know what to do. Randy Weaver, Greg Owens and I met at the playground at Eaton Street to decide what trees which will eventually provide shade, to purchase.  
Policy on Naming and Renaming Parks in the Village

Naming or renaming a Village park is the prerogative of the Village Board.  At times, there may be a request from a resident or residents to honor an individual or an event by renaming a Village Park.

In general, the Village Board does not endorse naming a new park or changing the name of any current park to honor or memorialize a person or an event unless the individual to be so honored has made a truly rare and exceptional contribution to the Village or to the United States.

Whether naming a new park or renaming a park, several of the following criteria will be assessed:


Has the person (event) made a significant historic contribution to either the Village or the greater area?


Can the individual be viewed as visionary in terms of his or her contributions to the Village?


Will there be multi-generational impact to the residents as a result of the person’s (events) contribution?


Has the person made a significant financial contribution to the Village?


Has he or she contributed outstanding civic service to the Village?


In the case of a name change, does the previous name have geographic significance that would be lost if the name were changed?


Is there documented community support to memorialize the individual (event)?

Anyone wanting to honor a citizen (event) by naming or renaming a park must submit his or her request in writing to the Mayor and the Board of Trustees.  The Board may decide to refer it to the Parks Advisory Committee for their recommendation.  The request must be accompanied by sufficient explanation to allow the Committee to make a recommendation.  It will be reviewed in terms of the above assessment.  The Committee’s recommendation will then be given to the Mayor and the Board of Trustees.  In making a decision, the Board will take the Parks Advisory Committee’s recommendations and any other issue, fact, or concern into consideration.  The Board may, at their discretion, hold a public hearing before for a final decision is made.   Each request will be considered on a case by case basis.

AT & T: AT & T has requested installing a generator on west hill.  This will not increase the monthly lease agreement.
Resolution #48-2013
AT&T Generator

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) has received a request from General Dynamics which represents AT&T; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton has an existing lease agreement with AT&T allowing AT&T to place a control house and antennas, on top of the control house, on Village owned property; and 

WHEREAS, AT&T, through General Dynamics, is requesting permission to place a 50 Kw Emergency Generator on the leased property to better serve the community during power outages; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes the Mayor to execute the agreement between the Village of Hamilton and General Dynamics representing AT&T; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the following conditions shall be met, Generator shall be placed within the leased area, any testing of the generator shall be conducted during week days between the hours of 9:00 AM to 4;00 PM and never on weekends, that AT&T give written permission to the Village of Hamilton the option of using the duplex receptacle located on the generator as needed during power outage situations, General Dynamics shall supply the Village Electric Department with an electrical plan utilizing equipment that shall isolate the generator from the Village Owned Electric Distribution System and not allow and back feed from the generator onto the Distribution System; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That General Dynamics shall file a building permit application and get a building permit from the Village of Hamilton Codes Department before project starts;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that General Dynamics shall have the installation inspected by a third party electrical inspector prior to energizing.

Airport Grants: We have received and filed a preliminary NYS Airport Grant Application for two projects - the terminal hangar ($395,000.00) at the airpark and the 8-12 bay t-hangar $830,000.00).  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to authorize the Mayor to execute the preliminary application.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.

CHIPS money: We have $127, 676.00 in CHIPS money.

Lebanon Street Project: There is a pre bid meeting on June 6, 2013, at 2pm.  The SEQR resolution will be ready for the 5/28/13 meeting.
TMDL’s: The meeting for 5/20/13 has been rescheduled for 5/28/13.  We have an engineer’s report that gives two scenarios to meet the TMDL’s for phosphorous, nitrogen and chlorine.  Administrator Graham will put a copy of the engineer’s report in the Trustees mailboxes.
