The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:   A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.

Regular Meeting of September 17, 2013:  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  
Public Comment: Andy Sabol, a pilot who rents hangar space at the Village Airport, came before the Board. He distributed a letter to the Trustees, which he proceeded to read.  He is protesting the increase of hangar rent.  His plane uses car gas and he is unable to benefit from the 100LL fuel rebate.  He believes that this constitutes “gouging.”  He is asking that the Board investigate the Airport Commission practices and to deny the rent increase proposed by the Commission.
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report
The Mayor met with Colgate Dean’s Nelson and Brown – they discussed the issue with the BETA Beach party regarding noise and language - ideas including moving the party were discussed.  All agreed that the music is not intended for a large area so range of noise could be limited.
The Mayor attended the CNS opening of their new addition. The new wing is being named for CNS Director Denise Dinski. 

The Mayor has been involved with the interview process of three individuals to replace Dave Hale -no appointment has been made yet. 

The Mayor attended a planning meeting to discuss expanding Housing and service for Elders in Hamilton.   Trustee Kliman and Trustee Lura also attended and will provide updates as they are more directly involved.  

Mayor Miller attended the Alcohol and Drug Advisory Committee meeting.  They discussed efforts to keep Colgate students safe when they drink excessively as more are being transported to hospital if the levels are over limit;  more problems this September than in recent years.
Mayor Miller attended the Airport Commission meeting while Trustee Cooper was away.  Zach Staff, from McFarland Johnson, talked about a grant for a new 8-10 bay tee hangar.  There is a waiting list of pilots that would like to store their planes here and with the rent we would collect, our 5% match, would be paid back in 5 years. 
Big Lots has their Grand Opening on October 23, 2013.
Mayor Miller attended the Town of Hamilton budget public hearing on Oct 28th.  The Mayor stated that they have proposed to double their salaries, are trying to equalize the tax rates between the Village and the town, dog control is town wide.  The Mayor is working closely with Peter Darby, their budget officer, in an effort to advocate for Village tax payers.
HBA: HBA is working on marketing with a four season approach. Janet Briggs of Oneida Savings talked about the Buy Madison debt card that her bank is offering in an effort to get more residents to shop in Madison County to keep sales tax in the County; the web site is BuyMadisonNY.com and will list participants and the discounts they will offer.  Night of Lights will be Dec 6th.  The HBA is working with the PCD to provide seminars to help area businesses - the next one is to be held on Nov 6 with the topic of promoting your business

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department:  Sergeant Worthley reported that he received a letter from Zack Silver regarding the PAC 5k taking place on October 26 and that he will be getting back to him to coordinate.  They mayor reported the Police Dept. received a thank you for their assistance with the missing Colgate student incident in late September
Hamilton Fire Department: Chief Holcomb reported that they are still trying to sell Pumper 193. There's a gentleman interested - we need a minimum of $10,000. Also with the street project taking shape he mentioned to the Fire Dept. that we might look for a better spot for the train wreck sign. It's currently being stored in the garage at the Fire Dept.  Maybe it could be put closer to right of way next to the historical sign. If anyone is a grant writer, our self-contained breathing apparatus is going to expire in about two years. To replace what we have we’re looking at about $100,000.00. Not to scare anyone, but we could probably down size a little bit. 
Hamilton Court: Court audit is scheduled for 10/23/13.
 
Pedestrian Safety: I reported to the Committee that the resolution was passed for the placement of the bike racks.  Peter Scull and Matt Barber were approved by the BOT as new members of the PSC.  New Committee Member Matt Barber was welcomed by the committee.  Sidewalk moratorium complaint – someone complained about sidewalks on Next Door Hamilton.  The committee discussed telling people that they can still apply for the grant.  However, only the first 10 are given the grant and the gas lines coming through next year need to be considered.
Lebanon Street – 4 way stop.  The committee wants to move forward with putting up the stop signs.  Trustee Cooper said the Police Department, SOMAC, and the Fire Department should be contacted.  Mayor Miller stated that the Laundromat sale may affect this intersection
5-way intersection – Susan Marfino talked about the municipal parking lot portion.  Parking lot expansion was approved before the CAC.  Colgate is going to expand the lot by 28 spaces.   The proposal from July 2010 to expand the municipal lot (part of the Elan study) was from 40 to 68 spaces.  The BOT approved the concept plan in October 2010.  Now Colgate is going to use those 28 spaces for their employee parking. The Trustees do not agree with Ms. Marafino’s account of the how the lot was to be used by the Elan Study. 
Pedestrian hazard concerns – Yield sign in front of Village office.  I brought it up at the last BOT meeting and need to find the status.
Tree Committee:  No report.


Campus Safety: Bill Ferguson reported that they are gearing up for Family Weekend and all of the events that surround it.  The big one is the Hillary Clinton lecture on Friday, October 25.  Sanford Field House doors open at 4:30 and the lecture is from 6-7pm.  The Secret Service has contacted him and he will be reaching out to Sargent Worthley to coordinate.  They are expecting a lot of people in the village for the entire weekend.
5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The final version of the MOU is still a work in progress.  The Library Director has been planning many events, involving both adults and children.  The Library Board members continue to visit Town Board meetings in an effort to get more funding.
Historical Commission: A new exhibit on WWII will soon be put in place.  The Commission has decided to add one new member.
Recreation Commission: Will be having their first meeting since June on October 27, 2013, at the library.
Parks Advisory Committee: No new business to report.

Farmers’ Market: Dick Ireland is moving and the job will be posted.  The Mayor reported that Mr. Ireland has suggested a few changes to the layout of the vendors.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC:
1. The steel control building at the substation has to be replaced at an expected cost of $27,000.  There will be a contract resolution at the BOT meeting.   

2.  The HBA and the PCD have purchased 4 season’s banners to be attached to the light poles.  Ten brackets at $85 each will be purchased.

3.  The gas project is ongoing; Administrator Graham will provide an update. 

4.  There will be a maintenance agreement for our generators at the BOT meeting. 

5.  The MUC agreed to the electric car charging station.  There will be a resolution at the Board meeting for approval.

6.  AT&T wants to add two more antennas on the water tank.  The MUC agreed and will ask for an additional $500 per month.

7.  The will be a resolution for the Bond Anticipation Note for $1,600,000.00 for the gas project.  There is no change in the $6,000,000 cost of the project; this is for cash flow.

8.  The Village has submitted an appeal to the State to change the job classification for the two new gas positions from competitive to non-competitive. 

9.  The MUC approved the submission of an application for $100,000 grant for the waste water treatment plant upgrades; the contract with MRB to prepare the grant is $3,000.

10.  The MUC agreed to hire a firm to do a utility audit to see if all telecommunication and utility charges have been accurate.  There is no charge, but we must pay 40 % of the saving, if any.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report.

DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1.  The DPW removed nine trees.  They will have to replace the sidewalk at the tree site on West Pleasant.

2.  They have stained the pavilion at the Eaton Street Park and worked on the ball fields.

3.  They’ve been very busy with leaf pick-up.

4.  The new bobcat with attachments has arrived.

5.  They auctioned off surplus equipment for a good price.

6.  The Lebanon Street project continues, and Administrator Graham will update us at the meeting.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report.
PCD:
1.  There has been no meeting since last month.

2.  The PCD Board will be meeting with the PCD Partners to discuss the organizational set-up.

Zoning Board of Appeals: No report
Planning Board: Attended by the Mayor and Trustees to consider recommendation on request for the Cultural Arts Center.
Airport/Airpark Commission: (report made from minutes, Trustee Cooper was not in attendance at this meeting)
Zack Staff reported that NYS DOT has announced that the Village has received a $748,000.00, 8-10 bay, tee hangar grant.  The project cost is $830,000.00.  The Village share would be $82,000.00.  The grant is for the building only.  The FAA will fund the pavement project at 5% match.  The cost of the paving project is $600,000.00, with the Village share of $31,000.00.  Mr. Staff reported that the Village has $325,000.00 of entitlement funds to use.  Mr. Staff also reported that the Environmental Assessment on GA area as well as parcels on Wings Way will be completed in the next two months.  Security Substation/Fence: Mr. Staff reported that the NYS DOT has been slow to respond to us.  Most of the contractors have held their bids, with the exception of the lighting contractor.  McFarland Johnson recommends awarding the fence contract and waiting to award the substation.  Wind Turbine: Commissioner Steneri reported that the wind districts were passed.  Writing to  Congressman Hanna and Senator Schumer was discussed again.  Mr. Staff will forward emails and addresses to contacts he has.  The NYAMA request for further review should also be mentioned in correspondences for the letter writing campaign.  Chairman Albrecht will draft a talking paper or correspondence for Schumer and Hanna.
Marketing Initiatives-Advertising: Chairman Albrecht reported Mr. Sacory, from the Iroquois Soaring Association had indicted he planned on attending the meeting to discuss his desire to do some marketing at the Airport for his 
organization.  AOPA rep, Dr. Bill Brewer, also expressed an interest in attending today’s meeting, but had a previous engagement. Dr. Brewer will be added to the Airport/Airpark correspondence list.  Scheduling a Farm and Garden Show 
at the Airport for the spring was discussed. 

Bridges: Next meeting is scheduled for November 18 to discuss some ideas for integrating prevention and education in Hamilton and introducing our group to the community.

2. Mang Insurance-Flood Ins: David Craine, from Mang Insurance, was invited to the meeting to explain NYMIR’s flood insurance coverage information the Trustees received in September.  No to concession stand on Eaton Street, the salt storage building, and the blue building(cold storage), pump station; Yes to the Garage and Office, WWTP(increase limit), drying beds. A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to purchase the NYMIR coverage on the properties discussed.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

5. Steve Lorraine-Hazard Mitigation: Mr. Lorraine, District Manager Madison County Soil and Water, stated that the County is currently updating their all-hazard mitigation plan that was written in 2006.  He is contacting local municipalities to see if they are interested in being part of the County’s plan.  The benefit to having a plan is it makes you eligible for mitigation funds through FEMA.  There is no cost to the Village.  The Mayor appointed Trustee Cooper to assist Mr. Lorraine for the Village.  Once the plan is revised, the Trustees will need to approve.
6. Electric Car-Charging Station: Dr Alberico would like to donate an electric car charging unit to the Village so he can charge his car when he visits his daughter.  There are questions regarding insurance and how customer billing will take place.
7. Utica Street Gas Station-County Owned: No action taken
8. Food/Peddler Service Permits: Holy Smoke would like to sell food in the evening after the bars close.  Attorney Stokes said this would open the Village up to all kinds of liability and does not recommend allowing it.  The Trustees suggested Holy Smoke set up on campus.  The Mayor will discuss with Dean Nelson.  Attorney Stokes provided a sample code from the Village of Cazenovia for the Trustees to review.  
9. Parking Officer: The Board would like to keep the position and will work on hiring someone new for this position.

11. Bond Resolution #127-2013
BOND RESOLUTION DATED OCTOBER 15, 2013.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN ADDITIONAL $700,000 BONDS OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON, MADISON COUNTY, NEW YORK, TO PAY PART OF THE COST OF PRELIMINARY PLANNING EXPENSES FOR ESTABLISHMENT OF A MUNICIPAL NATURAL GAS PUBLIC UTILITY, IN AND FOR SAID VILLAGE.

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, on April 16, 2013, duly adopted a bond resolution authorizing the issuance of $900,000 serial bonds of said Village to pay the cost of preliminary planning expenses in connection with the establishment of a municipal natural gas public utility pursuant to Article 14A of the General Municipal Law, including incidental expenses in connection therewith, in and for said Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, and

WHEREAS, it has now been determined that the maximum estimated cost of such specific object or purpose is $1,600,000, an increase of $700,000 over that previously authorized; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize the issuance of an additional $700,000 bonds of said Village for such specific object or purpose to pay a portion of the cost thereof; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED, by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of the total voting strength of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, as follows:

Section 1. For the specific object or purpose of paying for the cost of preliminary planning expenses in connection with the establishment of a municipal natural gas public utility pursuant to Article 14A of the General Municipal Law, including incidental expenses in connection therewith, in and for said Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, there are

hereby authorized to be issued additional $700,000 bonds of the Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 2. It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of such specific object or purpose is now determined to be $1,600,000, which specific object or purpose is hereby authorized at said maximum estimated cost, and that the plan for the financing thereof is as follows:

a) by the issuance of the $900,000 bonds of said Village authorized to be issued pursuant to bond resolution dated and duly adopted April 16, 2013; and

b) by the issuance of the additional $700,000 bonds of said Village authorized to be issued pursuant to this bond resolution.

Section 3. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is five years, pursuant to subdivision 62(2nd) of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, calculated from the date of issuance of the first obligations for said specific object or purpose. It is hereby further determined that the maximum estimate cost of the serial bonds herein authorized will not exceed five years.

Section 4. The faith and credit of said Village of Hamilton, Madison County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year. There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property in said Village a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable.

Section 5. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the serial bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Village Treasurer, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 6. All other matters except as provided herein relating to the serial bonds herein authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue serial bonds with substantially level or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of such Village. Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Village Treasurer shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 7.      The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested

only if:

1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Village is not authorized to expend money, or

2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with,

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 8. This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2. Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.

Section 9. This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in summary form in the official newspaper, together with a notice of the Village Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Motion by Trustee Lura, seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.

WHEREAS,  the Village of Hamilton’s health insurance policy does not provide, upon retirement, for the employees that work less than thirty hours a week who received the health benefits during employment to continue to stay on the Village policy at the employee’s cost; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton’s policy is due for renewal before December 1, 2013, and this change would not increase the already projected rates; and 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton add the following statement to their already existing clause for the health insurance coverage: “Employees who work less than thirty hours a week and who currently receive health benefits who retire from the Village of Hamilton, may remain on the group health insurance at their own cost.”
