WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has opened the search to fill the Village of Hamilton Police Department Sergeant position; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton has two officers who have passed the Civil Service Sergeants examination; and

WHEREAS, The Interview Team of Mayor, Margaret Miller, Trustee, Sam Cooper, Police Chief Rick Gifford and Administrator Sean Graham interviewed the two candidates; and

WHEREAS, The Interview Team has recommended the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees that they appoint Mr. Jeffrey Worthley to the open Sergeant position; now 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees approve the appointment of Officer Jeffery Worthley to be the Village of Hamilton Police Sergeant; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that that the salary be set at fifty six thousand four hundred and fifty dollars ($56,450.00) per year plus benefits afforded the position; and be it further

RESOLVED, that a fifty two (52) week probation period be established as stated in civil service regulations.

Regular Meeting of September 18, 2012: Trustee Kliman emailed several punctuation corrections to Ms. Taranto.  A motion was made by Trustee Pangallo to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.  
Special Meeting of September 25, 2012:  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried.
Public Comment: Chief Gifford addressed the Trustees regarding acquiring one taser for the police department.  He reported that the climate of the work environment has changed over the past decade.  He stated that one way to be a progressive agency is to be familiar with and possess the latest technology.  A taser is an electronic device that fires two probes that are attached by wires to the device that creates 50,000 volts of energy designed to assist an officer in controlling an individual.  Chief Gifford explained that the tools officers have are limited.  Officers use their voice, their hands, pepper spray, a baton, or their gun.  Trustee Cooper asked if there is a policy for a taser that the Trustees could review.  There is not one on file now, but if a taser was obtained there would be a policy instituted.  The police department has a certified trainer, Officer Matt Janzuk.

RESOLUTION NO. 138-2012
A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A LOCAL LAW 

to amend the residency requirement for certain appointed offices of the Village of Hamilton 

WHEREAS, upon notice duly published and posted as required, a public hearing on the adoption of a proposed local law of the Village of Hamilton to amend the residency requirement for certain appointed offices of the Village of Hamilton, was held by the Board of Trustees on October 16, 2012, and 


WHEREAS, the adoption of this local law is not an action that may have an effect on the environment as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, and is therefore not an action subject to SEQRA.


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED as follows:


After due deliberation, the Board finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this local law, and does hereby adopt this local law to amend the residency requirement for certain appointed offices of the Village of Hamilton.  The Village Clerk is hereby directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes of this meeting and in the Local Law Book of the Village of Hamilton, and to give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the Secretary of State.

PUBLIC HEARING (CONTINUATION) 7:00PM REGARDING PROPOSED SOUND ORDINANCE

Mayor Miller opened the public hearing at 7:05pm to hear from the public regarding the proposed changes to the sound ordinance.  

Attorney Jim Stokes explained the minor verbage changes.  Chief Gifford had several questions about the enforcement of this new policy.  Attorney Stokes referenced Codes 109-1 and 109-2.  Chief Gifford stated that he is concerned that this new policy may impede his officers ability to respond to the citizens of this community when they have a complaint regarding loud noise.  Trustee Cooper assured Chief Gifford that it would not.
Patricia Cardillo wants decibel readings to be done at the location of the event and the location of the complainant.

The Mayor adjourned the public hearing at 7:45pm until 7:00pm on November 20, 2012.

Head Shops:  The Board discussed having a moratorium on new head shops.  The wording of such a moratorium was discussed with Attorney Stokes who stated that this would be hard to define.  Chief Gifford reported that the head shop that was in the Village started out as an antique store then started selling synthetic marijuana, bath salts, and typical head shop paraphernalia.  Chief Gifford agreed with Attorney Stokes, that a definition would be hard to develop, but he also added that a college community is desirable for this kind of business. Trustee Lura asked Attorney Stokes to see if other college communities have done anything regarding this issue and creating a definition.  

No action was taken.

Colgate Upstate Institute: The Mayor reported that Bruce Selleck is the new director.
The Mayor met with Deans’ Nelson and Brown.  The Mayor and the Chief are invited to the next student affairs board meeting.
The Madison County Planning Board is having a meeting on October 24th, 2012, with all county Mayors and Supervisors trying to identify suspected brown field sites.  There may be funds available to assist in clean-up of these sites.

The Mayor will attend the Town of Hamilton budget public hearing on November 1st, 2012.

On October 18, 2012, at 7pm, surrounding Town Supervisors and Mayors have been invited to attend a SOMAC Board meeting to discuss how to best serve the area.

Library Board: The Board held its first meeting with the new librarian, Hilary Virgil.  One diseased tree has will be removed from the side of the library.  The library charter has been returned by the State and now will be signed by the Library Board.  Ms. Virgil would like to conduct annual reviews of employees and would like the Board to review her performance as well.  There was a discussion by the Trustees on whether or not Ms. Virgil is considered a Village employee with the same benefit package. 
Historical Commission: No report.
Recreation Commission: Anne Marie Weeks is the new Chair of the committee, replacing Audrey Miller, who decided not to serve another term.  Mr. Harry Jarcho gave his summer rec report. The Konosioni Society may be able to donate money to the summer rec that could be used to fund supplies for the Hookes Wiltse activities.
Parks Advisory Committee: On October 5th, there was another successful clean-up afternoon on the village green.  The next clean-up day is scheduled for Arbor Day.
Mural Commission: No report.
4th of July Committee: No report.
Farmers’ Market: Courtney Mills, a student at Colgate would like to video tape children reading stories and then post it on her webpage.  The office staff wanted the Trustees’ to approve her request to prevent any issues.  The Trustees approved Ms. Mills to rent a spot at the market and felt that their approval was not needed for the business she conducted in her spot.  Also, Bruce Moseley wanted to use the pavilion for a political gathering.  Since the Democratic Party already has a spot at the market, the Board decided that it was not necessary to use the pavilion as well.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: Bids are being accepted for the Wings Way street light project.  The Commission continues to discuss plans for a new office building.  Administrator Graham will email the Trustees the rough floor plans that were discussed.  A letter was drafted and sent to our State and Federal representatives requesting their help with the TMDL’s set by the DEC.  The aeration wall at the WWTP will need to be repaired per the DEC.

DPW and Solid Waste Management:  Interviews were conducted for the MEO position.  Trustee Lura reported that Shane Palmer has been hired and recommends the Trustees approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Code Enforcement Officer has filed a written  report with the Village Board of Trustees containing his findings and recommendations regarding the vacant residential structure situate on premises purportedly owned by Douglas Keith, 9382 Keith Road, North Brookfield, New York, located at 7 Enos Ave., designated by Tax Map No. 168.7-1-24 (“Premises”), in which report said Enforcement Officer states his opinion that said structure is unsafe and dangerous to the public and recommends its immediate removal, and

WHEREAS, at the direction of this Board of Trustees, Trustee Cooper visited the site with the Code Enforcement Officer on behalf of the Board of Trustees, and Trustee Cooper has advised that he is in agreement with the Code Enforcement Officer’s conclusions with respect to the Premises, and

WHEREAS, Mr. Keith sent a letter to the Mayor dated August 29, 2012 indicating his intent to secure and rehabilitate the Premises, and

WHEREAS, Mr. Keith’s August 29, 2012 letter was reviewed by the Board of Trustees at the September 18, 2012 meeting of the Board of Trustees.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that after reviewing the written report of the Code Enforcement Officer and after hearing said Enforcement Officer in regard thereto and after having duly deliberated upon the same, this Board of Trustees hereby determines that said report and other information available to the Board warrants the removal of said residential structure upon the Premises, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that (1) written notice be given to Douglas Keith, 9382 Keith Road, North Brookfield, New York, reputed owner of the Premises at 7 Enos Ave., designated by Tax Map No. 168.7-1-24, in the form required by section 44-2 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton, said notice to be served personally upon said Douglas Keith or by registered mail, directing said property owner to immediately remove the residential structure from the Premises, such removal to be commenced within thirty (30) days of the service of said notice and to be completed within sixty (60) days thereafter, and (4) the Attorney for the Village of Hamilton be, and he hereby is directed to prepare said notice and arrange for the service thereof in accordance with the requirements of said section Village Code section 44-2 and by filing in the office of the County Clerk.

Plant to provide structural assessment of the south aeration tank wall by an engineer certified by the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, the MUC has received a quote from MRB Group to provide said service and make recommendations to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees to execute the agreement with MRB Group for said services; now
BE IT RESOLVED, that the total not to exceed cost, without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, shall be twenty-four thousand, five hundred dollars ($24,500.00); and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton has received word from the courts that they ruled to allow the annexation of the Wendt property on RT 12B; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has unanimously voted to send this to the Planning Board for their determination of the zoning; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees must schedule a public hearing regarding this matter; 

NOW BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees will schedule a public hearing for November 20, 2012, at 6:55pm, at the Village Courthouse, 60 Montgomery Street, Hamilton, to discuss the Planning Board ruling on the zoning for the annexed Wendt Property.

Smithblock: Administrator Graham reported that Norm vonWettberg is claiming that the entrance/exit to the back parking lot is actually village property and wants the village to plow and sand it in the winter.  The village will not maintain this lane.  The ownership of this property remains in question.  Mr. vonWettberg’s request to be billed annually for dumpsters was also denied.

Security Substation, Security Fence, and Street Light Projects:  Administrator Graham reported that he would like approval from the Board before he sends the letter to the State requesting to move monies from one project to another. The Airport/Airpark Commission will meet on October 22, 2012, to discuss this issue.  The Trustees will have a special meeting on October 23, 2012, to make a final decision.
Diversity Training: Administrator Graham is waiting to hear back from the company before a date is set.
TREASURER HENDERSON’S REPORT

Treasurer Henderson gave the Trustees a handout from Excellus outlining the rate increase (11%) effective December 1, 2012.
The Zoning book available for $5.00 is 85 pages.  We are allowed to charge up to $.25 per page.  We could put it on the website at no cost to residents.  Treasurer Henderson recommends increasing the price to cover the cost of at least the paper.  Attorney Stokes stated that we can have a link to general code that has our code book on it.  Trustee Lura feels there should not be a cost at all.  A motion was made by Trustee Pangallo to increase the price to $10.00 per copy.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper.  Trustee Lura voted against.  All others voted in favor.

July 4th Committee has a bank account.  Treasurer Henderson stated that a better checks and balance system needs to be instituted.  She is asking for the guidance of the Board.  The Board wants all donations directed to the office for the staff to collect and deposit.
Treasurer Henderson would like a policy for authorizing purchases for local merchants.  A letter to each merchant with a list of employees authorized to make purchases on behalf of the Village will be drafted.

A volunteer that worked on the clean-up of the park submitted a receipt to be reimbursed for coffee and donuts.  This volunteer will not be reimbursed.

The MUC has been paying the taxes at the Airport since 2003.  Treasurer Henderson has not been able to locate any back up to explain why this is.  In the future, it will be charged to the appropriate accounts.
The Certification & Verification as to Unpaid Village Taxes was distributed for signature of the Mayor and Trustees to be sent to the County for reimbursement.
