The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Agenda:   A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.

Approval of Minutes
Regular Meeting of August 21, 2012: Trustee Kliman emailed several punctuation corrections to Ms. Taranto.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried  
Public Comment: Hillary Mulder, from Philanthropists at Colgate, 110 Broad Street, wishes to have a 5K Benefit Run on October 27, 2012.  She presented to the Board a two page outline and map.  The Board gave Ms. Mulder an alternate route to consider and suggested changing the sign up location to avoid the Farmers’ Market.  Ms. Mulder will contact the Chief of Police to finalize plans.
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT
The Mayor wanted to publicly thank Patti Lockwood-Blais for the very successful Thursday night Summer Concert Series and Ben Barrett for the Tuesday night Cruise-In.
Colgate Upstate Institute: Did not meet.

Public Relations:  The Mayor reported that Trustee Cooper has publicized the new seating in the Courtroom and the improvements at the Fire Station.

Hamilton Business Alliance: The Mayor reported that Matt Ford, Colgate Student Government President, attended the meeting with her.  The meeting was well attended.  The annual tree lighting will be on November 30, 2012.  Santa will be at the Palace on December 1, 2012.  Trustee Lura asked when the Village will be decorated.  Administrator Graham stated that this is usually done the week before the tree lighting.  

Town & Gown: The event held in late August went very well.  The Konosioni Society sponsored the event.  

Maroon News:  Mayor Miller and Trustee Cooper met with a rep from the college paper regarding an article they are doing on the proposed 4-way intersection.

Congressman Hanna: The meeting that was schedule has been postponed until after the election.
This weekend the Mayor will be out of cell phone coverage.  Deputy Mayor Lura will be available.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: There is still a problem with the police radios that the County 911 is working on.  Trustee Cooper reported he walked a beat with Officer Worthley in the Commercial District and witnessed several arrests and complimented the Officers on duty for their professionalism with dealing with the public.
Hamilton Fire Department:  The department has several new members that the Board will approve tonight.
Hamilton Court: Trustee Cooper met with the Justices and submitted a list of needs to Administrator Graham for the next round of JCAP grants.  Among the needs are the replacement of the handicap ramp, a security camera for the parking lot, a security door lock, and replacement of the exterior entrance door. 
Pedestrian Safety: No report.  The first meeting since June was held this afternoon.  Painting of the crosswalks at Eaton/Maple/ Lebanon Street intersection was discussed.  No word yet on the engineering study.
Campus Safety: There was a recent test performed of their emergency warning system.
Shared Services Committee: The committee will meet September 20th to discuss ways to save on fuel costs and staff trainings. A member from the Village of Earlville, Jerry Hayes, now sits on this committee.

TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The Board has decided to purchase Barb Coger’s bench from Barnes Bluestone in Norwich.  The Library Board would like to have the bench installed on the lawn in front of the Library.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to accept the gift of the bench to the Library, in honor of Barb Coger’s many years of service, and to have it installed on the front lawn of the Library.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.  The presentation of the bench will be September 26th, at 5:30pm.  A memory book is available at the Library to sign.  Attendance at the summer reading program was 995, compared to 908 last year.  The annual used book sale brought in $3,426.95 this year; $600.00 less than last year.  The Board approved Hilary Virgil as the new director. There was a discussion on the sick, personal and vacation days.  Since she will be a Village employee, she should follow the same as other Village employees.  Attorney Stokes will need to investigate before he can advise the Village Board.  The decision regarding the Ms. Virgil’s days off was tabled until next month.  Trustee Lura stated that the Village should be involved in all grant applications that the Library is interested in applying for.  The Village crew replaced the bathroom vents.  The middle tree, along the Library wall, will need to come down because it is rotten.  Mayor Miller asked if the Library Board minutes will be available on the Village website.
Historical Commission: No report.
Recreation Commission: No report.
Parks Advisory Committee: Trustee Kliman reported another clean-up afternoon has been scheduled for October 5, 2012, at 1pm.  Charlie Getchonis has resigned from the committee and Trustee Kliman nominated Anne Meyering, a Town of Hamilton resident.  The Mayor appointed Ms. Meyering and a letter will be sent.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: The consultant agreements for the Lebanon Street rehab and the gas project were reviewed by the Board.  Administrator Graham gave the Commission an update on the gas project.  A letter is being drafted to be sent to our State and Federal representatives regarding the Chesapeake Bay TMDL and how it will affect the residents, university, school, and local businesses in Hamilton.  There was a discussion on how best to inform the community of this issue.  The street light bid was accepted.
Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report.

DPW and Solid Waste Management:  The crew removed several trees that were affected by recent high winds.  The crew is busy getting ready for winter.  They completed their work at the courthouse.  Once the Board approves the surplus of the firehouse overhead doors, the crew will get them ready to sell.
Madison Street Cemetery: No report.
PCD: The 5-year economic development plan is under review.  The Great Chocolate Train Wreck Festival is scheduled for September 29th.  There is still a need for volunteers.  A website on Commercial Real Estate is being developed.  There was an update on the Micro-Enterprise Grant Program.  There will be $35,000.00 available locally with a maximum of $4,500.00.  It will require a match of at least 25%.
PUBLIC HEARING 6:55PM REGARDING PROPOSED CNS Zone Change Request:

The Mayor opened the public hearing at 6:55pm.  CNS recently purchased land in the R1 district be changed to I1 district. There was no public comment.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:00pm.  Trustee Pangallo recused himself from voting because he is on the Board of Directors of CNS.  Attorney Stokes read the following resolution:
RESOLUTION NO. 129-2012
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

RESOLUTION APPROVING A ZONING MAP CHANGE UPON PETITION OF

CHENANGO NURSERY SCHOOL

WHEREAS, Chenango Nursery School (“Applicant”) petitioned the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton (“Board of Trustees”) for approval to effect a zone change from Residential District to I1 Institutional district for Applicant’s premises consisting of approximately 2.34 acres known as tax map parcel no. 168.43-1-8 to allow for the expansion of the existing nursery school owned and operated by the Applicant, and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has heard and considered the public testimony and written correspondence and other evidence concerning this application, and

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Planning Board recommended to this Board of Trustees that the zone change requested by Applicant be approved, and

WHEREAS, upon notice duly published, posted and otherwise given, this Board of Trustees held a public hearing on the proposed zone change as required by law, which public hearing has been, or is hereby closed, and 
WHEREAS, this application is not required to be referred to the Madison County Planning Agency pursuant to the provisions of General Municipal Law Sections 239-l and 239-m.

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton, that this is an unlisted action as defined by implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”).  The Village Board of Trustees and the Village Planning Board are the only involved agencies, and that an uncoordinated SEQRA review shall be performed.  This Board of Trustees finds that the approval of the requested zone change will not have any adverse environmental impacts and that a negative declaration shall be prepared and filed, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED that, the Zoning Map of the Village of Hamilton shall be, and hereby is amended to change the zoning classification of the property owned by Chenango Nursery School specifically described as tax map parcel no. 168.43-1-8, from its Residential district designation to I1 Institutional District.

Motion by Trustee Lura, seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.
PUBLIC HEARING (CONTINUATION) 7:00PM REGARDING PROPOSED SOUND ORDINANCE
The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:04pm regarding the new proposed sound ordinance.  Trustee Cooper explained the changes made to the sound ordinance to those in attendance.  Public comment was asked for.

Matt Ford, Colgate Student Government, was present at the decibel reader demonstration.  He stated that after discussion with different organizations on campus they are concerned with the proposed 35 day advance notice requirement.  He is asking for a meeting to be set up between the Trustees and the organizations.  The Mayor stated that she was asked by the Administration at Colgate to not make a determination at tonight’s meeting.  Attorney Stokes stated that there is a section “exceptions” specific to sporting events and public entertainment that may address Mr. Ford’s concerns.
Scott Brown, Dean of Students, is respectfully asking for more time for Colgate to look through the proposed law.  He asked for another meeting to work out the many concerns.
Aaron Robertson, resident of Lebanon Street, is concerned with the limits being set.  He believes the threshold is too low.  
Mike Maningas, Colgate and Village resident, was wondering if there will be different thresholds at different times throughout the day, and whether there would be a consideration for interior or exterior noise.

Colin Cowles, Colgate student, also attended the demo.  He agreed that 80 decibels inside is too loud.  However, 80 decibels outside was loud, but not too loud.  

Mary Jane Walsh, resident on W. Kendrick Ave, stated that the direction of the speakers matters.  She cited a Theta Chi event a few years ago.  The private parties in residential areas are her biggest concern in the “policy free zone”.
Dick Carroll, resident on W. Kendrick Ave, stated that the bass at the last Beta party literally made his wife physically ill.  They were unable to sleep.  Their home was shaking and vibrating.  

Roger Rowlett, resident of W. Kendrick, stated that the ease in which sound can be amplified has changed because of technology.  In regard to the Beta party, it was above conversation level in his home.
Susan Barrett, Payne Street, stated she can actually feel the bass in her chest.

Trustee Cooper read some noise ordinances and their levels from other communities.

Morgan Larson, Montgomery Street, wondered if the law will state how sound will be measured.  Trustee Cooper stated it is part of the police protocol. 
Patricia Cardillo, Maple Ave, stated that she called the police about the Saturday night party and was told by the police officer that there was nothing he could do because the party had a sound permit.  Mayor Miller stated that is not how this complaint should have been handled and apologized to Ms. Cardillo.
Tracie DeBisschop, Pine Street, asked if there would be limits to the number of sound permits issued.  The answer was only if cited.
Attorney Stokes asked if the University had a policy already in place regarding sound.  

The Mayor adjourned the public hearing at 8:03pm until October 16, 2012, at 7:00pm.

Economic Development: No report.

Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
Planning Board: T&J Brauer Holding (S&S Appliance) received approval from the Board for a special permit for a new use and building addition for the CMH Wellness Center.  CNS presented site plans for their proposed expansion and parking lot.  A decision could not be made until the Board of Trustees approved the zoning change.  Chuck Fox came before the Board with his request to turn 17 College Street into a boardinghouse.  The Board needs a more detailed site plan and Mr. Fox needs to close on the property before a determination will be made.  The contractor for the 9 Eaton Street project attended the meeting.  The Board reviewed with him the substantial list of reasons why the lot received a stop work order and was barricaded.  The Board and Attorney Stokes gave Mr. Crane a list of items that needed to be completed by the next meeting and even offered to meet earlier to accommodate him.  The Board discussed “head shops” and how to handle them in regards to the land use chart.  Some models were received from Bridges.
Airport/Airpark Commission: The security substation bids and the security improvement bids will be opened on the 21st.  Northshore Solutions has given a quote of $500.00 to the Commission to set up a separate website with its own navigation page for the Airpark connected through the Village website.  A subcommittee is working with the PCD to develop the content for this site.  151 of the approximately 700 surveys were returned and compilation and analysis is underway.  The Commission voted to recommend that the Trustees extend the contract with D. Hillman & Sons, Inc. for their parcel at the Airpark.  The Commission discussed reviewing the leases, rates, and fuel rebates for local pilots.  Bassett Healthcare has once again inquired about property at the Airpark.  
Brink Manufacturing, currently a tenant at the Airpark, has expressed an interest in purchasing 2 acres at the Airpark.  The Commission expects an official offer shortly.  The Airport master plan is available at the Village office for review.

At 6:15 am this morning, AirNav, (FAA) without notifying the Village, put a NOTAM on our Airport reducing our limits on the (north) 3-5 runway due to penetration (trees and utility poles) in the approach pattern.
The WWTP TMDL draft letter has been modified.  The DEC is under the impression that we will not have to do anything.  There is a problem with the roof on the influent building and the aeration wall.
On Saturday morning contaminated fuel was delivered again to the Airport that Administrator Graham refused.  We now have a new fuel delivery company.

The natural gas RFP’s are in.

Applications will be accepted until September 19, 2012, for the MEO position.
