APPROVED MINUTES

Present: Mayor Margaret Miller; Trustees: Dominick Pangallo, Debbie Kliman, Russ Lura, and Sam Cooper; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Attorney Jim Stokes
Public Present: Jen Servedio, Shannon Mantaro
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 5:47pm.
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as written.
Capital Projects: Trustee Pangallo distributed information to the Trustees on a possible funding opportunity for the 5-Way Intersection Enhancement Project.  Trustee Pangallo gave a brief outline of what has been accomplished to date (reports completed in 1972, 1992, 2000, 2001, 2007; the hiring of Elan Planning, Design & Landscape Architecture, LLC; the formation of a task force; and Elan’s final plan).  He further explained that this project is consistent with the goals of the Central New York Regional Economic Development Strategic Plan. 
Resolution to Authorize the Submission of Strategic Transportation Enhancement Program and Marchiselli Highway Improvement Program Applications for the 5-Way Intersection Improvements in the Village of Hamilton
Resolution #7-2013
WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Master Plan, adopted March 2009, states, regarding the intersection of Broad, Utica, Madison, Payne, and Lebanon Street, “[the Master Plan] will support modification to streets, explore new parking opportunities, and investigate various traffic control mechanisms, when these would ease pedestrian movement and manage vehicular movement, particularly in the historic center”; and

WHEREAS, on November 30, 2009, Partnership for Community Development (PCD), at the direction of the Village of Hamilton, recognizing the need for improvements to the 5-Way Intersection, retained Elan Planning, Design & Landscape Architecture, LLC to complete a comprehensive 5-Way Intersection Study and Proposed Improvement Concept Plan (the Plan); and

WHEREAS, the objectives of this Plan include improving vehicular traffic movement, providing a safe pedestrian environment, improving street aesthetics, parking and signage, and spurring economic development; and
WHEREAS, the Plan represents the culmination of a successful partnership among the PCD, the Village Board of Trustees, the Village Planning Board, the New York State Department of Transportation (DOT), the Town of Hamilton Board of Trustees, the Village Department of Public Works, the Village Pedestrian Safety Committee, the Village Police Department, Colgate University, and the Hamilton business Alliance; and

WHERAS, the Region 2 office the New York DOT notified The PCD on February 1, 2013, that new applications for the periodic Strategic Transportation Enhancements Program would now be accepted;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board authorizes the PCD to prepare and the Mayor of the Village of Hamilton to sign applications to the Strategic Transportation Enhancements Program and the Marchiselli Highway Improvement Program to fund the scoping, design, and construction of the proposed improvements within the Plan.
Motion by Trustee Lura, seconded by Trustee Kliman, Trustee Pangallo recused himself.  The motion carried.  Roll call as follows: Mayor Miller-yes, Trustee Lura-yes, Trustee Kliman-yes, and Trustee Cooper-yes.

New Planning Board Member:  The Mayor asked the Trustees to think of possible candidates to fill Jen Servedio’s seat once she becomes a Trustee on February 28, 2013.

A motion to enter into an executive session was made by Trustee Lura at 6:20pm for contractual issues.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to exit the executive session at 6:47pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried.

Update To Evaluate Revised Loading Limits

Resolution 8-2013
WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) has received a proposal from MRB Group to provide professional engineering services to evaluate revised TMDL loading limits mandated by the NYSDEC; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton MUC has reviewed the two (2) options identified in the proposal; and

WHEREAS, the MUC recommends that option B as described in the attached agreement best serves the Village Wastewater Treatment Plant needs as well as our rate payers; and

WHEREAS, the MUC recommends to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees that they execute the attached agreement with MRB Group to provide said services as stipulated; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes the Mayor to execute the agreement between the Village of Hamilton and MRB Group for option B; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total not to exceed cost, without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, shall be Twenty Six Thousand Eight Hundred dollars ($26,800); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That MRB Group shall provide this report to the Village of Hamilton within eight (8) weeks of receiving the executed agreement. 

Motion by Trustee Lura, seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.
