The Mayor called the meeting to order at 8:05am.
Bike Rodeo: The Pedestrian Safety Committee would like to sponsor a bike rodeo for school aged children in the area.  The rodeo will have the help of the Madison County Sheriff’s Department, the Hamilton Police Department, and the Pedestrian Safety Committee, Community Bikes, Guys Bike Shop, and Colgate Student volunteers to work the event.  Several area businesses will be asked to donate yogurt, water, juice, and paper products for the children that attend.  Sheriff Loretti will be donating 30-40 bike helmets.  Trustee Cooper will try to get bike(s) donations from Walmart.  The Board requested more information and tabled a decision until the March 7, 2013, meeting.  There will be no cost to the Village for this event.
Purchasing: The issue of non-employees making purchases for their committees/commissions was discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura that all non-employee purchases must be in writing stating what committee is requesting the purchase, what the purchase is to be used for, and where it is to be purchased from.  The Mayor and/or Administrator Graham must authorize the purchase.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Pangallo and carried.
Copier: Treasurer Henderson stated that our contract is up for the RICOH copier and is recommending that a new copier be purchased through Usherwood.  If the copier is purchased rather than leased, the Village may be eligible for NYSERDA grant money.  A motion was made by Trustee Pangallo to accept the recommendation by Treasurer Henderson to purchase a new copier from Usherwood with a service agreement.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.
Budget: This was a working session for the Trustees.  The Board will review the DPW budget at 8am on March 7 and the Library budget at 9am.  The MUC review of their budget will be on March 12.

Trustee Lura asked if anyone sees a conflict with the PCD donation to SOMAC and the Village’s donation to the PCD and SOMAC.  The Board does not feel this is an issue.
