Budget Meeting of March 14, 2013

APPROVED MINUTES

Present: Mayor Margaret Miller; Trustees: Jen Servedio, Debbie Kliman, Russ Lura, and Sam Cooper; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Police Chief Rick Gifford; Fire Chief Dick Holcomb
Public Present: Sally Lura; Joel Moore, Integrity Engineering;
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 8:00am.
Police Budget: Chief Gifford reported that there is no proposed increase in his new budget.  Police equipment includes cars and replacing the 2006 Dodge with over 100,000 miles.  A new car would have at least three times better gas mileage and cost less to maintain.  Trustee Lura recommends taking $8,300.00 out of fund balance for the new budget year.  Trustee Cooper asked if hiring a new officer helped with personal services.  Chief Gifford stated that it has helped with overtime hours. The police vacation policy was discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to authorize the Chief of Police to start the process of replacing a new vehicle.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and carried
Fire Department Budget: Chief Holcomb reported that nothing big is planned.  They are still thinking about selling trucks 193.  $15,000.00 will be put in the reserve again this year.  The schedule for replacing vehicles and the funding to accomplish this was discussed.
Workers Compensation:  Treasurer Henderson reported she is working on allocations of workers comp for the PSC.

Shade Tree Committee: Treasurer Henderson asked if money was to be added to the budget for trees.  Trustee Kliman is asking for $1,500.00.

MUC still has 5 windows in their budget.  Fire contracts will remain at $136,670.00.  Library interfund transfer amount will change and Treasurer Henderson does not have the laser fiche information.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve these items.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and carried.
