The Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:02pm and led the pledge of allegiance.  Chairman of the Planning Board Jerry Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:09pm
Approval of Agenda: A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Capital Projects: Village properties were discussed and the possibility of having a building that housed the village office, courthouse and room for the town to also use. The Sasaki Group (Colgate Master Plan consultants)  have offered to look at the Village office and offer ideas (at no charge).  The Board decided that they need to do more work to determine what their needs are before a decision can be made.  A joint muni planning committee consisting of Trustee Cooper, Trustee Servedio, Peter Darby, Supervisor Shwartz, Planning Board Member Morgan Larson, Planning Board Member Ben Eberhardt, Mayor Miller, MUC President John Basher, Administrator Graham, Town Clerk Sue Reymers.  A meeting was scheduled for December 9, 2013.

WHEREAS, the attorneys for the Village have been in communication with the New York State Public Service Commission (“PSC”) and have been preparing necessary requests  required to be filed with, and approved by the PSC with respect to the operation of the Village of Hamilton Natural Gas Public Utility (“Utility”), and 

WHERAS, the PSC approval of these filings is required to authorize the operation of the Utility.  


NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby resolved that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby authorizes the President of the Municipal Utilities Commission, on behalf of the Village and the Utility, upon the advice and counsel of the attorneys for the Village, to execute and complete the necessary filings with the New York State Public Service Commission, including, but not limited to the request for approval by the PSC of the Customer Service Agreement with Colgate University as a customer of the Utility, the request for approval of the initial gas utility tariff, and the request for approval of the exercise of the franchises granted to the Utility by the Towns of Madison, Eaton and Hamilton.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CUSTOMER SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH

 COLGATE UNIVERSITY FOR THE VILLAGE NATURAL GAS UTILITY


WHEREAS, the attorneys for the Village have negotiated and prepared a customer service agreement with Colgate University (“CSA”) which would specify the terms and conditions under which the Village of Hamilton Natural Gas Public Utility (“Utility”) would sell natural gas service to Colgate University, and 

WHEREAS,  the CSA, among other things, sets forth the pricing formula for the gas anticipated to be sold by the Utility to Colgate University for use in the University’s central boilers, and 

WHERAS, the CSA is of primary importance to the Village’s efforts to obtain New York State Public Service Commission approval of the Utility’s operations and tariff.  


NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby resolved that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby approves the Customer Service Agreement with Colgate University as recommended by the attorneys for the Village, subject to final legal review, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the President of the Municipal Utilities Commission be, and hereby is authorized and directed, upon the advice and counsel of the attorneys for the Village, to execute the Customer Service Agreement with Colgate University on behalf of the Village and the Utility, along with such other documents as may be necessary or advisable to carry out the intent of this resolution and the purposes of the Customer Service Agreement hereby approved.
