President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:31p.m.
Routing of Natural Gas Pipeline: Attorney Stokes reported that his meeting with the Town of Madison was cordial, but clearly the message conveyed was what is in it for the Town of Madison?  There are no franchise fees.  The gas would be serving there residents within the Town of Madison.  The problem from the Town of Madison is when they see the pipeline going through farmer’s fields; it gives the perception of not serving a lot of customers in the Town of Madison.  The Town of Eaton is receptive and cooperative.
Option 1: run main line down 12B.  It will be more costly, but our biggest enemy is time.  Following the purple line, (drawing by Integrity Engineering, E) at Wes Road, cross over and cut back to a 2” line down Rte. 12B.  This has the potential of adding an additional $25-$30 per foot for approximately 2,000 feet.   The plan is to stay on the east side of the power lines.
Option 2: once past Woodman Pond, go along railroad bed, south end.  Having sufficient work room was a concern, but will be looked into.
Commissioner Gustafson asked if connecting on RT 46 on Perkins Road was investigated as an option.  The consensus was to look into this as a possible option and to determine the feasibility of this route. 
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the modified route as proposed along RT 12B 1a &1b (see attached map). The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried 
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:20pm.
