APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of November 13, 2012: Changes requested:

2. Line Foreman’s Report-add  as mutual aid for damage caused by Hurricane Sandy

A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the November 13, 2012, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  
PERSONNEL:  Clerk Scheckler reported the part-time position has been posted in the paper and applications are being accepted until December 14, 2013.  So far about ten applications have been received.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: A pole was hit on Hamilton Street on December 2.  The Payne Street project is DONE!  The new lights are up.  The new street lights for uptown will not be delivered until after the new-year.  The crew is working on a small project replacing poles on Eaton Street from the Verizon Building to Montgomery Street.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commissioners reviewed the report and had no concerns at this time.
Powerhouse Phone Contract: Clerk Scheckler stated that the contract would be $525.00 for annual maintenance or $112.00 per hour for the first hour and $80.00 for each hour after.  Clerk Scheckler is recommending the $525.00 annual maintenance contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the annual maintenance contract with Otsego Telephone.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
Part-time employee description: The Commissioners asked to have information from NYCOM and the MEUA before making their decision.

Rate Case: Frank Radigan updated the Commission on the progress and the PSC comments.

Chesapeake TMDL Update: Administrator Graham reported he will travel to Albany on January 7, 2013, to meet with the DEC.
WWTP Aeration Tank Wall: Administrator Graham reported that he will be meeting with MRB on Wednesday and will receive a preliminary report.  He is anticipating two options; a short-term and long-term fix.

Administrator Graham reported that RFP’s were sent out and we received ten responses which were narrowed down to four: Clough Harbor, URS, DDS, and PLS.  The four were then interviewed, and then the list was narrowed down to DDS and PLS.  Today Administrator Graham, Frank Radigan, Kevin Brocks, Jerry LePage, Mayor Miller, and MUC President John Basher interviewed DDS for the engineer scope of the gas project.  Trustee Lura requested a written summary for the files of the interview with DDS.  PLS canceled their interview also scheduled for today.  Administrator Graham stated he was impressed by DDS’ presentation.  He will ask them for a scope of services.  PLS will be asked for their presentation to compare it to DDS’ qualifications.  No action was taken.  A decision will be made at the January meeting
Old Business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 38%, expenses at 38%.  Water revenue is at 59%, expenses at 36%.  Sewer revenue at 55%, expenses at 44%.
