APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of November 12, 2013: Changes requested: Test Borings-add “Parratt Wolfe Inc” after from in the 3rd sentence.
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the November 12, 2013, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  Administrator Graham reported that interviews for Gas Supervisor and Gas Mechanic on January 2, 2014, and January 7, 2014.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde reported that the crew is currently changing to 45 foot poles on the railroad bed.
IEEP:  Line Foreman Rhyde reported that IEEP has $50,000.00 to release that was earmarked for street lights at the Airpark.  Administrator Graham recommended the release of those funds because the State will be funding the lighting at the Airpark.  Line Foreman Rhyde stated he has a project at the CMH Admin Building, expected to cost $25,000.00.  Line Foreman Rhyde reported that two homes need to be insulated but they have knob and tube.  Line Foreman Rhyde will contact Standard Insulation.  
Fuel Spill: There was a 110 gallon fuel oil spill behind Ray’s Wayside on Village owned property.  Ray’s Wayside is responsible for the clean-up and cost.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no concerns at this time.
Electric Car Charging Station: Line Foreman Rhyde reported that a site has been chosen at the Colgate Inn parking lot.  A pad mount transformer will be installed.  They have received a quote from Larry Nelson of $3,570.00.   Funding will be from the IEEP.

WWTP Permit: Administrator Graham reported that a draft permit was received and our response has been mailed.  We may be responsible for minor modifications to our testing procedures.
EFC Loan: Administrator Graham reported that there was a conference call with Village attorney Jim Stokes, MRB Consultants, Treasurer Henderson, John Shehadi, financial advisor of Fiscal Advisors, and Douglas Goodfriend, bond council of Orrick Herrington & Sutcliffe.  MRB is recommending that we file with EFC by February 3, 2014.  The plan is to build to the .85, but design to the 1.25 and borrow/apply for $9 million.  The interest rate on a 30 year loan is ½ of market rate.  There is a hardship clause that would bring the interest rate to 0%, but it is unlikely that we would qualify because of our EDU rating.  Treasurer Henderson reported that we may also apply for short-term financing that would allow 3 years at no interest. 
WQIP: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor of the Village of Hamilton to act on the Water Quality Improvement Project & Nonagricultural Nonpoint Source Projects.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Old Business
Lebanon Street Project Update: Administrator Graham reported that there are issues with the sanitary sewer bench walls.  The contractor has been notified that the Village has not accepted this scope of their work and will be required to fix at the contractors cost.

Natural Gas Update: Administrator Graham reported we now have an interconnect agreement with Tennessee Gas.  We are waiting on a CSA from Colgate.  The bid specs will be ready in a few weeks.  A meeting with CMH and HCS is scheduled for this Friday.  We are still in the running for consolidated funding.   January 6, 2014, at the Library, at 10:00am (local businesses) and 6:00pm (residents) there will be informational Natural Gas meeting. 
Test Borings: No report.
CLAIMS: President Basher reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: 
Electric revenue is at 40%, expenses at 34%.  Water revenue is at 51%, expenses at 28%.  Sewer revenue is at 51%, expenses at 41%.  Gas revenue is at .04%, expenses at 19%.
The next meeting will be January 14, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:45pm.
