New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Due to the extreme cold, on January 3, 2014, the crew replaces a blown fuse at S&S Appliance, on January 5, an electric service burned up at 22 Madison Street, and on January 6, the electric service on Smith Road, at Carhart’s burned up.  The electric car charging station, at the Colgate Inn, is operational.  The IEEP Project at the Ad Building at Community Memorial Hospital came in quite a bit more than estimated due to intensive labor required.  CMH will cover $12,000.00 and IEEP will cover $36,464.00.  
Because we had over 50 parts per million in three transformers, we must file with DEC Hazmat.

Natural Gas Update: Twelve test bores have been taken at the Rte 20, Rte 46, Rte 26 road crossing for the State.
We are out to bid.  The bid opening will be January 23, 2014, at 2:00p.m.  The plans are on the Village website.  DDS has been asked to do the training for the Gas employees.  The welding spec will need to be done and the contractor will need to meet operations qualifications.  The bid has changed so now the materials are a separate bid.
There was a meeting on January 6, 2014, for businesses and residents.  A customer service agreement is available online and at the Village Office.  

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Electric revenue is at 48%, expenses at 46%.  Water revenue is at 59%, expenses at 36%.  Sewer revenue is at 60%, expenses at 55%.  Gas revenue is at .04%, expenses at 26%.
The next meeting will be February 11, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
