APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT: President John Basher; Commissioners: Larry Baker, Bob Holcomb, and Rob Gustafson; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Line Foreman David Rhyde;  Mayor Margaret Miller; Village Clerk Alana Scheckler; Village Treasurer MaryAnn Henderson; Village Attorney Jim Stokes

President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of June 11, 2013: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the June 11, 2013, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried. 
Special Meeting of May 28, 2013: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the minutes of May 28, 2013, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried

Special Meeting of June 11, 2013: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the minutes of June 11, 2013, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.
PERSONNEL:  President Basher reported that Dave Suydam has turned in his resignation.  The Commission asked Line Foreman Rhyde if he will be replaced.  Although plans are to hire another employee, Administrator Graham and Line Foreman Rhyde have requested time to examine the needs of the department and will report back to the Commission.  The Commissioners have requested that all personnel folders be inspected to insure that all documentation is complete.
Non-Union Employee Wage Increase: Treasurer Henderson distributed a worksheet that she and Trustee Lura have been working on to determine this year’s wage increase.  1.25% was added to the hourly wage, and then the cumulative payroll was divided by hours of 26,804 which equal $.28.  So the raise would be the 1.25% plus the $.28.  The ones that did not reach the 2.5%, the cost would be $1,115.63 total to get them to the 2.5%.  Also, a $20.00 stipend for a health club membership, plus a $50.00 increase per longevity step was also discussed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board to accept the pay increase as discussed today.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: The 46 switch for the substation has been ordered and should arrive by the middle of August.  The crew has been working on Spring Hill Road.  There will be a heating plant outage Thursday morning at 8am to rewire a meter.  Reid Athletic Center is trying to find the best way to install a generator in the building. Reid Athletic Center transformers are currently inside the building making it difficult to maintain.  We are working with Colgate to try and relocate the transformer outside making them more accessible.  A small project was done on Payne Street.  Ken Mullen, IEEP, will be offering a new rebate program to residents to encourage them to replace their old refrigerators by giving them $75.00 to purchase a new refrigerator and then haul away their old working refrigerator.
Surplus Digger Derrick and Bucket Truck: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to surplus the Digger Derrick and the Bucket Truck that were replaced.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commissioners reviewed the report and questioned properties at Broad Street, Milford Street, and Preston Hill.
Segregation of Accounts: Treasurer Henderson stated that because of the reoccurring discrepancy with claim on cash and cash in bank she would like to segregate the funds.  Clerk Scheckler stated that this had been tried before and it did not work and she stated it will make more work for the front office staff and may affect customer service.

Line Foreman reported that the well is okay even with the localized flooding.  Two water valves and two check valves will be replaced before the end of the summer.

Channel 9 News: Administrator Graham reported that he received a phone call from channel 9 news.  Someone had called them and stated that the #6 fuel oil leak at Colgate had been contaminating our well for a very long time and our water was not good.  There is no evidence of the Village well being contaminated.

Hydrants: President Basher asked if the hydrant behind the Baptist Church will be moved to Hamilton Street.  Line Foreman Rhyde will contact Fire Chief Holcomb to see if this should be done.

Sewer Relief 60 Lebanon Street: The owner, Mark Taranto, had a water heater leak.  The property was inspected and has a dirt floor. The owner is requesting sewer relief of $23.60.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the relief request for 60 Lebanon Street in the amount of $23.60.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.
Old Business
WWTP TMDL’s: Administrator Graham reported that we have yet to receive a permit to operate the WWTP after two years.  Administrator Graham has a phone call planned for tomorrow with Bill Davis, from MRB, to discuss applying for refund money for engineering work done for the tank walls.

Natural Gas Update: Attorney Stokes reported that a MOU with Colgate has been drafted.  Attorney Stokes explained that there is a funding provision, sharing of monthly budgets, and customer service agreements.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the MOU with Colgate.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.
Commissioner Holcomb asked if the route was determined and asked about talks with landowners for easements rights.
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  
Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 5.59%, expenses at 4.98%.    Water revenue is at .37%, expenses at 4.89%.  Sewer revenue at .97-%, expenses at   7.08%. Gas revenue is at 0% expenses at 0%.
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to purchase a new plotter at $8,092.17 from CDWG.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  This item was budgeted for.
The next meeting will be August 13, 2013 at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Holcomb made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:44pm.
