President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of February 12, 2013: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the February 12, 2013, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.  
PERSONNEL:  No report.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report:  Bart King reported on the electric budget requests and projects.   A new pick-up truck is being requested.  HMT will be doing annual testing at the substation. New poles, forty-five feet high, will be going in down the railroad bed.  The plan for the future is to upgrade, one street per year, street lights with LED.  New poles will go in from Armstrong Road to the Wilcox farm.  
New street lights have been installed on Hamilton Street starting at Kendrick.  There are two interrupter switches that need to be replaced.  This will not cause a system wide outage.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commissioners reviewed the report and had no concerns at this time.
Department Budgets: Treasurer Henderson reported that the department requests were put into the proposed budgets.  The revenues did not change.  If a rate case for water and sewer is warranted $6,000.00 will need to be added to the water and sewer budget which is not in the proposed budget.  We received an I and I quote, from MRB Group; a week’s worth of study is $5,000.00 that includes a report that will help us with our TMDL’s.  Administrator Graham recommends adding money to the budget for the I and I study.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to add $10,000.00 to the budget for the sewer I and I study.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.  The Board briefly discussed AMI meters and a new well that were left out of the budget because of the TMDL’s and the costs associated with upgrading the WWTP to be in compliance with the new limits.
MEUA Delegate: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve Administrator Graham as the MEUA Delegate from Hamilton to attend the semi-annual meeting in April 2013.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.  Administrator Graham reported that he has been asked to be on the MEUA Executive Board but because things are progressing with Natural Gas, he has declined.
NYPA Tree Offer: Information was given to the Commission regarding the NYPA tree offer.  No action was taken.
HMT Proposal: Administrator Graham reported that Red Gate Farm, south of the Village, is interested in building a butter factory, and would like to have Village power.  The cost will be Red Gate’s to upgrade the lines.  Dave Rhyde suggested that HMT check for voltage loss.  HMT has given a quote of $1,260.00 to evaluate the new dairy plants loads, to estimate the demand load and to provide recommendations of any line changes.  A motion was made by commissioner Holcomb to accept HMT’s quote.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

Bart King reported that projects that have been budgeted for are Milford Street, $25,000.00, and replacing valves at Payne Brook for $5,000.00.

Water Meter 6-8 Broad Street: The tenant thought she was being billed for someone else’s water usage.  The caretaker of the property gives us the information of what meter goes to which building.  After Ms. Scheckler did some research, it was discovered that in fact the tenant was not billed incorrectly.  The Commission is recommending that at a time convenient to all parties, to turn off the water and see who is affected.
AT&T Generator: AT &T would like to install a generator at the water tank.  The agreement will go to the attorney, at a cost of $3,000.00, to be the responsibility of AT & T.

Sewer Relief St. Mary’s Parish Center: Clerk Scheckler reported that St. Mary’s is requesting relief from their sewer bill after a urinal leaked.  Jeff Schindler inspected and found that there were no drains in the floor and that the leak did go into the sewer.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to deny the sewer relief request.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.
Old Business
WWTP TMDL/Tank Wall: Administrator Graham reported that the limits have been set and accepted by the EPA.  Our engineer is working on a report that is necessary to file with the DEC to find out exactly what needs to be done to the WWTP to comply.  We received a consent order regarding the Tank Wall.  We have a conference call with Bill Davis, Kevin Brocks, and the Village to determine the best way for the Village to proceed. On March 20, Ron Ettinger will be here to discuss TMDL EFC money.
81 Lebanon Street Sewer Clean out: Administrator Graham reported that by sewer law, if the MUC agrees, that we install at our cost of $500.00, a clean out at 81 Lebanon Street.  (Under Article 129.68C)  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the recommendation by Administrator Graham to install the clean out at 81 Lebanon Street.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Old Business
Natural Gas Update: Joel Moore, Integrity Engineering, introduced himself as our gas guy.  He updated the Commission on what has been done so far.  The tap has been identified, a route from the tap location to the Airport has been established, there is a buildable route to the Village to get gas to CMH, Colgate, and HCS, it will be a plastic system operating at 60 psi, staffing is being determined with probably two gas fitters, one office staff and one foreman.
Administrator Graham reported that agreements were asked for from Mr. Moore, Susan Anacker the surveyor, and Mike Gusky from Epsilon.   
Mr. Moore’s agreement includes a scope of services, which he calls task orders, and the first item needed is for a short form agreement between the Village and Integrity.  The attorney has reviewed it.  Each phase will be in task order form.  The first task order, for $50,000.00, is for the initial project costs including: meetings, delivery options, technical analysis, routing, determination of peak loads and their nodal locations, generic pressures, flow study, and all the basics to get us to the next eight tasks.  An estimated cost for tasks one through nine is $500,000.00 in 2013 and $250,000.00 in 2014.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to authorize the Mayor to sign the short form agreement with Integrity Engineering and task number one for $50,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.  The general fund will be funding until we get the bond.  The Commissioners requested electronic copies be sent to them.
Administrator Graham received quotes from two surveyors.  Jessie McGrath and Susan Anacker.  He is recommending Susan Anacker, from Earlville Surveyors.  She will be determining routes north of the Village and property research.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Trustee to authorize the Mayor to sign an agreement with Susan Anacker not to exceed $10,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.
Mike Gusky, from Epsilon, will be handing the environmental tasks associated with Natural Gas.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement with Epsilon for $159,300.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

An archeological firm will need to be hired as well.
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  Treasurer Henderson reported that a new copier has been purchased in order to qualify for the NYS rebate program.
Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 77%, expenses at 69%.  Water revenue is at 90%, expenses at 52%.  Sewer revenue at 89%, expenses at 60%.  
The next meeting will be April 9, 2013 at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:21pm.
