This will allow ION 
on Village poles as long as they realize they will need to file a franchise agreement if our investigation finds the need for one.  They will be required to sign a pole attachment agreement.  The rate is being negotiated.

A motion was made by Trustee Bona that the MUC authorizes the Mayor/BOT and President Basher to execute the interim authority agreement with ION.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to authorize the Mayor/BOT and President Basher to execute the pole attachment agreement with ION.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Bona and carried.
Hooks Wiltse Field

Director Graham reported a tap from Time Warner for internet was placed at Hooks Wiltse Field.  Trustee Bona asked Director Graham to investigate whether this was done by Colgate or Time Warner.

AT & T Tank Site Modifications

Director Graham reported he received a request for AT & T to make modifications to the West Hill water tank (fiber distribution panel on existing backboard).
