Line Foreman’s Report: HMT will begin approximately $24,000.00 worth of work at the substation in June 2013.  Transformer disposal pick up is scheduled for June 5, 2013 by TCI.  A transclosure was hit by a Colgate lawnmower at Newell Apartments.  The Spring Street survey is complete and the easements were sent to Attorney Jim Stokes.  The street light bases are in and the remaining ten street lights will be put up.  Six poles will be put up on Eaton Street and four out back by Big M and Curtis Lumber.  The new Bucket Truck is expected to arrive in two weeks.  Line Foreman Rhyde had a video conference with the Digger Derrick manufacturer, a few changes need to be made and it is expected to be arriving in a month.  
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commissioners reviewed the report and had no concerns at this time.
MEUA Meeting: Administrator Graham reported that all the muni’s have been assessed some money to cover consultant costs for a filing with FERC.
Governor Energy Highway: Administrator Graham reported on several transmission lines from Canada.

Natural Gas Update: The Town of Eaton approved the franchise.  The Town of Madison will have a special meeting to discuss having a franchise.  An alternate route is being explored that may be shorter and state right-of-ways may be utilized.  It was suggested that maybe HCS write a letter of support.   The Town of Hamilton tabled their franchise discussion at their.  The job description for gas foreman’s position has been finalized and will be forwarded to the State and the union.  
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  
Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 97%, expenses at 84%.  There was no April bill and will not be one for May for NYSEG.   Water revenue is at 106%, expenses at 77%.  Sewer revenue at 108%, expenses at 74%.  
Relevy:  A list of property owners who will have water and sewer charges relevied on their village taxes was circulated to the Commissioners.  The total is $3,700.00

Natural Gas Budget: Treasurer Henderson, Frank Radigan and Administrator Graham are currently working on establishing this budget that will be presented to the Board of Trustees for approval.
The auditors would like to have an exit interview with the village.  No date has been set.
