APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  The agenda  was approved as written.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of October 4, 2011
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the October 4, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

PERSONNEL:  No report.

ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde reported the work on the Utica Street project is complete. Line Foreman Rhyde did a study on the 29 lights that will be replaced.  The new lights will have an LED bar that will be broader and more concentrated downward.  The Salt Shed is 95% wired.  Line Foreman Rhyde has six houses he has recommended for the IEEP insulation program. The Commission discussed the feasibility report.  They are not recommending the 13.8.  We will need capacitor banks. 

Delinquent Accounts: There are no other concerns at this time.

Per Diem Meal Allowance: Line Foreman Rhyde stated things need to be tightened up.  Each city has a rate.  It is being suggested that the crew get the per diem rate as a lump sum.  The need for receipts was a concern.  Administrator Graham will check verbiage for the contract for Commissioners to review.

AT & T Request: Administrator Graham has been in contact Tim Richardson.  There are issues with the wording of some of the contract.  The charge per month and a annual increase was  discussed.  The attorney fee will be $1,500.00. 

NYMPA: Administrator Graham stated there will not be a call for funds unless the fund balance falls below $750,000.00.  There are expected outages for November and December 2011.  The ISO has gone to a weekly billing, this will not affect us.  All municipals are being asked to consider demand response.  Booneville is looking to modify to block rates, which puts the burden on electric heat users.  It also breaks out the flat line user.  

Old Business
Natural Gas Agreement: Administrator Graham received a letter of support from IDA Kip Hicks.  Administrator Graham will be requesting similar letters from Senator Valesky and Magee.  A $3.5 million dollar grant from the Central Regional Economic Development has been applied for .  The pre-environmental walk was done and there is a possibility of the route being shortened.

Rate Increase: Administrator Graham suggests starting an RFP.  All agreed for Administrator Graham to proceed.

Line Foreman Rhyde stated one of the twenty six sample locations failed the water test.
