Regular Meeting of November 13, 2012
APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT: President John Basher; Commissioners: Larry Baker, Rob Gustafson, and Bob Holcomb; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Line Foreman David Rhyde; Trustee Russ Lura; Village Clerk Alana Scheckler; Mayor Margaret Miller; Treasurer Henderson

President Basher called meeting to order at 4:31p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Mayor Miller asked to have water reducing toilets added to the agenda under water-new business.  Administrator Graham asked to have street light complaint added under electric-old business. Approved as written. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of October 9, 2012: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the October 9, 2012, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.  
PERSONNEL: Jeff Schindler returned to work on November 5, 2012.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: The crew continues to work on Payne Street.  There was an outage on Spring Hill Road.  The crew has completed the fall tree trimming.  Last night there was an interruption of power due to a NYSEG broken insulator on the high line.  Joe Wyman went to Rockville Center for mutual aid to help with Hurricane Sandy damage.
Sanford Field House: Line Foreman Rhyde reported he was contacted by Michael Madigan, from O’Brien & Gere about possibly using IEEP money for Sanford Field House lighting upgrades.  Ken from the IEEP estimated Colgate would be eligible for $16,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve $16,000.00 of the IEEP money be used for the Sanford Field House upgrades.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Baker and carried.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: No report.
Office Reconfiguration: In anticipation of the new part-time office hire, the office staff is making room for the additional staff by moving Administrator Graham to the upstairs back office; Treasurer Henderson is moving upstairs to Administrator Graham’s old office, Village Clerk Scheckler will move to Treasurer Henderson’s old office.  The staff is requesting a door be installed in the office area for access to Ms. Scheckler’s new office.  The Commission approved the request.
Labor Negotiator: Treasurer Henderson distributed a spreadsheet with the rates for attorneys that the Commission requested at the last meeting.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to contract with John Corcoran, from Hancock & Estabrook, at $225.00/hr.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
Phone System: Some issues have arisen with the phone system that has prompted the need for a phone system upgrade, especially with the police department.  The current system was installed in 1996.  Otsego Telephone gave a presentation and quote of $8,909.00 for thirteen phones.  Otsego telephone is who we currently use and have been satisfied with their service.  The system could be moved to a new facility if needed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the upgrade by Otsego Telephone, for thirteen phones, for $8,909.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
Part-time employee description: Tabled.
Old Business

Line Foreman Rhyde reported that two proposals were received to repair the fascia and gutters at the Powerhouse.  Wilcox Construction’s quote was $4,577.00.  S.E. Davis’ quote was $17,854.00.   Both contractors have been used before.  Administrator Graham recommends moving forward with Wilcox Construction.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to hire Wilcox Construction to repair the fascia and gutters at the Powerhouse for $4,577.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

Bucket Truck: Line Foreman Rhyde stated that he has discussed the design of the new bucket truck with Jeff from Altec.  Several design changes have been made.  They are: the addition of an 1800 W inverter for $1,850.00, armorthane in lieu of ferrox for $1,573.00, the addition of a hotstick shelf on C/S for $339.00, and 170”L x18”H x 18”W steel top opening box with two lift up lids, gas shocks, hasp lock and grab handle for $1,368.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the additional funds needed to purchase the additions to the new bucket truck.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.
Rate Case: Administrator Graham reported that the final questions from the PSC have been answered.  The rate case will be published in the paper for four consecutive weeks, with the increase to take effect January 1, 2012.
Lighting Complaint: Line Foreman Rhyde reported that the bulbs were replaced at the poles at the intersections of W. Kendrick/Broad and at the crosswalk at Huntington gym. 
WATER 
New Business
Line Foreman Rhyde reported that the crew has started winterizing and placing flags on the hydrants.  The crew is working on Lebanon Street trying to locate valves, curb stops, and clean outs in preparation for the Lebanon Street project.
Water Reducing Toilets: Roger Bauman talked to the Mayor regarding a rebate program sponsored by the Village for residents who replace their toilets with water reducing ones.  Administrator Graham stated that all toilets now being sold are 2.5 gallon capacity.  The Commission agreed that this is an excellent incentive and if we had to purchase our water the Commission would consider the rebate policy.
Old Business

New Business
Line Foreman Rhyde reported that if we did the test holes at the WWTP we could save at least $2,000.00 on the cost of the aeration tank wall repair.

Old Business
Chesapeake TMDL Update: Administrator Graham reported that he has not heard anything regarding the letter that was sent to our Government officials.  The EPA has not set the limits.
WWTP Aeration Tank Wall: As soon as the engineers report and the holes have been dug, it can be filed.
Airport Property: Administrator Graham reported there has been some interest by a company that wants to purchase property at the Airpark.  This business estimates they would like to erect a 7000 sq. ft. structure, using 5000 gallons of water per day and 1200 kW hours per day.  A concern is that BOD, COD, the suspended solids, total nitrogen, and the NH3M well exceed the limits of our WWTP.  It is a clean industry and could employee as many as fifty employees.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Administrator Graham reported that he will meeting with Gas Consultant Jerry Lepage this week.
Old Business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.

Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 38%, expenses at 29%.  Water revenue is at 59%, expenses at 30%.  Sewer revenue at 55%, expenses at 36%.  
The next meeting will be December 11, 2012 at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:40pm.
