President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of October 8, 2013: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the October 8, 2013, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  Clerk Scheckler reported Jeff Schindler graduated from Lineman’s School.  He is entitled to a raise in pay to $24.98 effective October 28, 2013 and switching pay effective November 2013.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the pay raise and switching pay for Jeff Schindler.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Line Foreman Rhyde asked if he could hire Orrin Wyman to work for 4 weeks during Mr. Wyman’s winter break to work on inventory and work at Woodman’s Pond.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the hire requested by Line Foreman Rhyde.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Work continued on Eaton Street.  A new transformer bank was installed at Curtis Lumber.  Line Foreman Rhyde and WWTP David Jordan have been meeting with Phil Peterson, from Peterson Engineering, discussing the change to the sewer lines, the primaries, secondaries, street lights, and storm drains that will be needed if the new CAC is built.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no concerns at this time.
Banners: Clerk Scheckler shared designs samples from Shane Scheckler for the two banners displaying the Village as a municipal utility to be hung from the new LED light poles.  A final draft will be presented at the December meeting.

Electric Car Charging Station: Administrator Graham reported the PSC has stated that there is no way a utility can own the car charger.  Dr. Alberico is donating the same charger to the Colgate Inn and Administrator Graham will ask the Inn and Dr. Alberico if the charger he wanted to donate to the Village can be donated to the Inn instead.  Administrator Graham will contact IEEP for possible funding options for the Inn.
New York State Central Regional Planning Board: Administrator Graham reported this company specializes in solar energy.  The pros and cons of solar energy were discussed as well as zoning.  Administrator Graham will gather more information for the next meeting.

MRB Group will prepare a response for $1,500.00.  The Commission would like MRB’s expertise.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to Board of Trustees to hire MRB Group for $1,500.00 to prepare a response to the draft permit concerns.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

Lebanon Street Project Update: Administrator Graham reported that there are issues with the bench walls in the sanitary sewers.  Jason Fleming will be here on Friday.  The contractor will need to repair at their expense.  Trustee Lura commented on the sidewalks.  Administrator Graham reported that the design was done by the State.

Natural Gas Update: Task Orders 11 & 12 were emailed to the Commissioners by Administrator Graham.  Trustee Lura stated that he would like the gas trainee hired at the same time the others are hired.  The new employees will have offices at the MUC in the old carpentry area.  Most of the equipment will be stored outside and at the Airport.
Test Borings: The State DOT requires six sites under Route 12B and Route 26 to determine soil content.  Administrator Graham has received a quote from Parratt Wolfe, Inc for $8,464.00.  Two quotes are needed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to move forward with two more quotes and recommend to the Trustees to hire a company to perform the test borings based on the lowest quote.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Administrator Graham reported that we were visited by PESH (Public Employee Safety & Health) and we have scheduled a workplace violence training will be held on November 18, 2013.  

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: 
Review BAN Sales Results: Treasurer Henderson reported that Jefferies was the winning bidder.
Electric revenue is at 33%, expenses at 29%, water revenue is at 41%, expenses at 25%, sewer revenue at 40%, expenses 37%, gas revenue at 0%, expenses at 5%.
