APPROVAL OF AGENDA: President Basher requested an Executive Session be added to the agenda.  The agenda  was approved as amended.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of September 6, 2011
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the September 6, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

PERSONNEL:  No report.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde reported they continue to work on the Utica Street project.  A light pole was hit in front of Alliance Bank.  Line Foreman Rhyde asked if and when new poles will be ordered.  Director Graham stated that the previous Board of Trustees received all the information and now the new Board  will need to receive the information as well.

Delinquent Accounts: Director Graham reported the account on Preston Hill has been turned over to our attorney.  There are no other concerns at this time.

MEUA Meeting: Director Graham reported the Power Authority  will be voting on a rate increase in November.  Our hydro rate will increase.  A typical residential increase will be approximately $.60 per month.  We have hired Frank Radigan to review the calculations to insure we are paying the correct amount.  Director Graham is anticipating a FERC audit within the next two years.  MEUA is revamping the mutual aid program that now is inadequate.  The MEUA budget is balanced with $200,000.00 in reserves.

ISO Payment: Director Graham stated the new agreement was signed in June 2011 that protects us from TCC charges.  The remaining 75% balance of $65,037.42 is due by October 19, 2011.   A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the 75% payment due of $65,037.42 by October 19, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and carried.

Labor Agreement: Director Graham suggested the MUC make a recommendation to the BOT to ratify the June 2011-May 31, 2013, labor agreement between the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission and the Service Employees International Union 200.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve Director Graham’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded Commissioner Baker and carried.  President Basher stated that they learned a lot during these negotiations.

Surplus 1998 Chevy Pick Up:   A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to surplus the 1998 Chevy Pick Up.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.

Director Graham reported Bollam, Sheedy and Torani filed our PSC reports.

ION: Director Graham reported Line Foreman Rhyde has provided an estimate of cost for the make ready work to bring the middle mile back bone to Hamilton.  We received a check today for approximately $15,000.00 to start the project.
Old Business
Natural Gas Agreement: Director Graham reported the BOT passed a resolution for the “field work phase.”  Kevin Brocks was asked for a more detailed break down of his invoice.  Director Graham stated he will be receiving property tax map numbers and details regarding the infrastructure.  Congressman Owen’s office has been contacted and a meeting will be scheduled.  Public relations were discussed.

There will be a consolidated funding program meeting at MVCC on October 5, 2011.  Trustee Clauss has offered to attend.
Commissioner Baker asked for the status of payment options for customers.  Director Graham stated that as soon as a new treasurer is hired we will pursue.
