President Basher called meeting to order at 4:32p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as written. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of September 11, 2012:   The following correction was requested:

A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the September 11, 2012, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  
PERSONNEL: Jeff Schindler is scheduled to return to work on November 5, 2012.

Line Foreman’s Report: The crew is working on Payne Street.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: No report.
IEEP Wings Way Street Light: Administrator Graham reported that many years ago the Village received a grant for the Security Substation, which included street lights.  After all the projects were combined we are still short $69,000.00.  McFarland Johnson plans on asking the State for more money to cover the shortfall.  Administrator Graham called Mike Lyons from the IEEP for $50,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to allow Administrator Graham to apply for funding from the IEEP for Street Lights at the Airport.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.
Village Office Floor Plan: Administrator Graham distributed a proposed floor plan for a new Village building.  The Commission was asked to review and email Administrator Graham with questions and concerns.
Commissioner Holcomb called Administrator Graham earlier regarding concerns with two areas of street lights.  One was the crosswalk near Huntington Gym and Cotteral Court.  Graham asked David Rhyde if the wattage can be raised.  The second area is by RT 12B/Broad Street/W. Kendrick Ave intersection.  Line Foreman Rhyde will investigate and report back to Administrator Graham.

Rate Case: Administrator Graham reported the Public Service Commission was at the Village Office.  They have received all the information they requested. The Commissioners asked what questions the PSC asked and if we were able to produce what they wanted.

New Business
Water and sewer service has been connected to the new house next to Jarcho’s on Lebanon Street.  Trustee Lura asked if the homeowner pays for the connection.  They do.
Water hydrant testing: President Basher is questioning the hydrant testing $1,600.00 in overtime.  He wondered if this can be eliminated next year.  He wanted the Commission to realize this expense.

Chesapeake TMDL Update: Administrator Graham reported that a letter has been written to our Government Officials stating our position and concerns with these unfunded mandates.  It is estimated to cost Colgate an additional $275,000.00 and the hospital an additional $17,000.00 per year.
WWTP Aeration Tank Wall: A letter was received from the DEC putting the Village on notice that an engineering report on the aeration tank wall is needed and they want the work to be completed by October 15, 2012.  It has passed inspection for the past sixteen years.  MRB was asked to give a quote and proposal.  The quote was $24,500.00 not to exceed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to accept the quote from MRB and move forward to the Trustees for approval.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and carried.
Natural Gas

New Business
 On October 17 & 18th, Administrator Graham, Kevin Brocks, and Frank Radigan will meet with 4 out of the 6 gas engineers to conduct preliminary interviews.  Gerald LePage has the contract but has questions regarding the insurance that David Crane was asked to answer.   
Old Business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.

Financial Statements: The financial reports were distributed.  Electric revenue at 32%, expenses at 25%.  Water revenue is at 50%, expenses at 26%.  Sewer revenue at 44%, expenses at 28%.  Treasurer Henderson reported that the PSC questioned why the MUC was paying for Airport property taxes.  This will need to be paid back to the MUC.
Treasurer Henderson has checked into accepting credit cards online.  The cost will be would be $2,500.00 for the license, $625.00 per year for maintenance, and the customer would be charged a fee.  No action was taken.
Treasurer Henderson reported that whenever the crews work on the Village office, there personal services are being charged to the MUC.  She asked how the Commission would like to see the expense in the buildings or general fund.  
The next meeting will be November 13, 2012 at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:40pm.
