PRESENT: President John Basher; Commissioners: Larry Baker, Bob Holcomb, and Rob Gustafson; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Village Clerk Alana Scheckler; Trustee Russ Lura; Mayor Margaret Miller, Attorney Jim Stokes.

President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:31p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of September 10, 2013: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the September 10, 2013, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  None.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: (report given by Village Clerk Scheckler) On September 17, 2013, we changed loads in the substation and shut off three of our substation transformers to change the broken 46KV switch.  Everything went well and the Village of Sherburne came up to help at no charge.  Line Foreman Rhyde would like to hire HMT to design a steel control building in our substation at the Powerhouse to replace the wooden structure which is showing signs of fatigue and which is also a possible fire hazard.  The price for the design will be $27,125.00 for this year’s budget, which can come from the depreciation fund, and will be able to get a budget price to do the work next summer.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustee to contract with HMT for the design of a new steel control building to be funded by the depreciation fund.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  Most of the work will be done in-house.  The crew is working on College Street changing insulators and upgrading the line on Eaton Street.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commission would like to look into placing a lien on a property or file a claim on the estate.  Information on the property will be emailed to Attorney Stokes. Attorney Stokes will look into the Commission’s options and report back.
Banners: Mayor Miller reported that the HBA/PCD would like to purchase 10 banners to hang from the Village light poles.  The Village would need to provide the brackets, from the Christmas decoration fund, and the banners would not replace the wreaths that are currently used.  President Basher stated he would like two banners stating that we are a municipal utility village, similar to what Sherburne has.
Power Generation Agreement: This company maintains our generators.  The cost for the inspections is $1,395.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with Power Generation for $1,395.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
NYMPA Meeting: Administrator Graham will be attending the NYMPA meeting on October 30, 2013.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve Administrator Graham’s attendance to the meeting and the travel expense incurred.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Electric Car Charging Station: Dr. Arnold Alberico would like to donate an EV charger to the Village.  He has Tesla car that needs to be charged when he visits his daughter at Colgate.  The Commission discussed possible placement of the charger in the municipal lot.  IEEP money may be possible to offset some of the expense to the Village for the service entrance.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the installation of an EV charger, contingent on Dr. Alberico’s donation, in the municipal lot.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  
AT&T: Administrator Graham reported that he received a call from AT&T and they would like to install two more antennae up on water tank shelter on west hill.  They are proposing to pay an extra $200.00 per month once completed.  The contract would need to be modified.  Attorney Stokes would like to amount to be $500.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the request but at an additional cost of $500.00 per month.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

The crew installed a new water service to the vacant lot on Lebanon Street for new construction.  There was a water leak, service not main, at 145 Lebanon Street that was repaired.  Also, there are rumors that White Eagle Farms have busted water mains with their farm equipment.  This has not happened.

WQIP Grant: Administrator Graham reported that he had forwarded to the Commissioner’s an email from the MRB Group to apply for a $100,000.00 grant through the Clean Water for the TMDL’s.  It will cost $3,000.00 to file the grant. A motion was made Commissioner Baker to allow MRB to apply for the grant as long as it does not limit us to other grants.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Renew Gas BAN: Treasurer Henderson reported that after further discussion on October 7th, 2013, is was decided by our attorney that we will need an additional $700,000.00 on top of the $900,000.00 from the BAN to get us through construction.  Attorney Stokes stated that we are not changing the cost of the project; this is just a matter of cash flow.  This will help cover the $388,000.00 for Tennessee pipeline rights.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the increase to $1.6 million.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Gas Route/Gas Interconnect: Administrator Graham reported that the actual interconnect site will be at the corner of Perkins Road and Route 46, in the Town of Eaton.  We will gain customers along this route right away.  It is also 4,000 feet closer.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees move forward with the tap site on Route 46 and the route will go down Perkins Road, Route 20, and Route 12B and into the Village with the line going behind the frat & sorority.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  A joint meeting with the MUC and Trustees will be scheduled. 
Old Business
Natural Gas Update:
Personnel: Administrator Graham reported that a letter has been sent to Eileen Zehr regarding the Natural Gas positions.  He is waiting for a response.  Graham would like to post the positions in-house then in the local papers and the APA.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to authorize the posting of the Natural Gas positions.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson is requesting an audit of NYSEG, franchise fees, and utility taxes to be performed by Computel.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to authorize the Mayor to contract with Computel for the audit.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Electric revenue is at 26%, expenses at 25%, water revenue is at 32%, expenses at 21%, sewer revenue at 31%, expenses 31%, gas revenue at 0%, expenses at 4%.

A motion was made to enter into an executive session at 5:45pm by Commissioner Baker.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to exit the executive session at 5:56pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  No action was taken.

The next meeting will be November 12, 2013 at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:56pm.
