Line Foreman’s Report: On September 17, 2013, the electric department will be changing switches at the substation.  The Eaton Street project is on hold.  HMT has finished their arch fault testing.

Bassett Healthcare Agreement-Occupational Health: Administrator Graham reported that annual physicals are required by OSHA and we contract with Bassett to get these done. Transformer Bids:  Transformers went out to bid and Ermco came in at $28,910.28 and Cooper Irby came in at $31,106.30.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the purchase of 18 transformers from Ermco for a total of $28,910.28.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Lebanon Street Project Update: Administrator Graham updated the Commission on the progress of the project.  
The sewer lines are in and operational.  The storm water work has begun.  A fiber optic line by the firehouse needs to be relocated.  We are on schedule for completion in October.
WWTP Tank Wall:  Administrator Graham is waiting on a notice to proceed from MRB.
WWTP Clean Water Intended Use Plan Pre App: Administrator Graham distributed a letter from MRB, dated August 28, 2013, stating that our engineer report was filed.  The project cost has increase from $7 million to $8 million based on increased cost of material and construction costs.  They recommend that the Village not move forward until we receive our permit.

Conference Call with Kevin Brocks: Attorney Brocks reported that several months prior a request for expressions of interest that was circulated thoroughly throughout the industry that generated a handful of responses.  Tom Hughes then put together a RFP (request for proposal) detailing loads for years one through five.  Four proposals were received.  One entity, Hess Corporation, seemed to have a superior understanding of the challenges to the Village, but also have creative solid ideas to handle the very poor load factor that we are facing for the gas utility.  Last week, Mr. Hughes sent Colgate a memo that had some tables in it that demonstrated in a very concrete fashion the difficulty posed by Colgate’s plans of using natural gas.  On September 11, 2013, there is a meeting in NJ with the Hess Corp.  On September 16, 2013, some of the Hess Reps will be visiting Hamilton.
Gas Employee’s: Administrator Graham reported that we have run into some difficulty from Madison County Civil Service.  They have stated that the Natural Gas employee will be required to take a civil service test.  Bringing on Attorney John Corcoran to help us appeal the test requirement.  Specific qualifications will need to be listed as part of the job application.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to contract with Attorney John Corcoran to help with the gas employee negotiations.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Old Business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
